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Introduction


The answers provided in this book are by no means prescriptive.


Some topics, such as location knowledge and mapwork, lend themselves to specific ‘right’ or ‘wrong’ answers. However, many areas of geography are subjective and a range of answers are feasible if sound reasoning is given. Although it is not always practical, marking with the pupil present is good practice, and can be a method of shared learning for the teacher, or parent, and child, as well as a perfect opportunity for reward.


If a pupil provides an answer not given in this book it is always wise to ask them how they came to their conclusion. This may be more pertinent to the extension questions, which are designed for more able pupils, and which, by their nature, may elicit a wider range of responses. Some suggestions have been given to the kind of extended answers pupils may give, but these are by no means exhaustive.
