Welcome to the Theatre


You can leave your coat in the cloakroom here in the 


entrance hall. Help yourself  to a floor plan of  the theatre 


– it will help you find your way around. The box office is 


where people go to buy tickets to see a performance. You 


can also buy refreshments and programmes here.


Let’s begin the tour!
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The orchestra pit is just below the stage so 


the musicians are near to the dancers as they 



play but are mostly out of sight. We’ll take 



a closer look at this later. 



Let’s start our tour in the auditorium, where the 


audience sits to experience the sights and sounds 


of  a ballet. Over 2,000 people can sit in here to 


watch a performance.


In the Auditorium


Upstairs is the balcony, 



where the seats look 


down on the stage. 


The royal box has the best seats in the 



house. It’s where members of the royal family 


and other important people sit when they 



come to watch a performance.
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The stalls are the seats that are just below or at  



the same level as the stage. All of the seats in the 



theatre are angled and raked towards the stage 


so that everyone in the audience can see all of the 


dancers’ bodies as they move.


The boxes sit to the sides of the 



stage and are separate spaces for 



five or six people. The boxes have 



special chairs and give a unique 


view of the dancing below. 



If you look up at the back of the theatre, 



you’ll see the lighting booth. From here, 


engineers watch the performance so they 


can change the lighting effects on the stage 



at exactly the right moment. 


The stage is at the front of the auditorium,  



in the centre. 
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
