Chapter 1


Thoughts Have Power
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Did you know that your thoughts have power? No, not the type of power to make you leap over buildings like a superhero, but the type of power that can make you happy, or sad, or hopeful. What you think about influences what you do and how you live. Want to be happy? Think more positive and happy thoughts. Want to live like God wants you to? Think more about God and God’s promises.


In Philippians 4:8, God gave us some great examples of things to think about. We’re told, “Think about the things that are good and worthy of praise. Think about the things that are true and honorable and right and pure and beautiful and respected.” The author goes on to say that if we do that, it is God who will give us His peace.


You see thinking about good and right and pure and beautiful things gives you the right mind set. Your mind is focused on good so you will have peace.


If you want more peace in your life, consider what you’ve been thinking about. Refocus your thoughts on God things and you will get more peace.


Getting Your Thoughts in Shape


In today’s world, it is easy to have a million things running through your mind. You have to remember to do what your mom tells you to do. You have to think about your homework assignments. You also talk to your friends and want to remember what they say. And then, you have your own thoughts—thoughts about what you want to do later today or this week; perhaps you think a lot about what you want to do when you grow up. How can you stay focused on God things when you have so many other thoughts running through your head? How can you do what God wants you to do when you also want to please your friends and others?
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In my book Battlefield of the Mind, which I wrote for adults, I help them create tools that will be useful in getting their minds straight. Let’s make a mental tool kit and put some of these ideas into it.




[image: image]   Read your Bible: Well, that seems simple enough, but where do you start? Let’s look at Romans 12:2: It says, “Do not change yourselves to be like the people of this world, but be changed within by a new way of thinking. Then you will be able to decide what God wants for you; you will know what is good and pleasing to him and what is perfect.”




Okay, you read that, now let’s look at it again. It says to not follow the crowd, not just make a choice because everyone else has. You can be yourself, and sometimes that means making different decisions from your friends’ decisions!


So, What Should You Do?


Let’s think a moment about why you want to be like your friends. Usually, you want to be like other people because you admire them, or think they are cool, or think they’re very special in some way. Those are fine reasons to want to be like someone else.
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But what if the person you admire decides to do something you don’t agree with? What if your friends want to be mean to the new kid at school? You know you should be nice and welcome the kid. But you also don’t want your friends to be mad at you. What would you do? Would you stick up for the new kid? Or would you go along with your friends and make fun of the new student? Or would you just be quiet and say nothing?


When you take the Bible’s advice and look within yourself to discover what’s true for you, it may mean disagreeing with your friends and even choosing to not be friends for a while.


This would be you thinking in a new way, looking at what is right for you. Thinking that way helps you know clearly what God wants for you and helps you choose a way that will be good and pleasing to Him.
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[image: image]   Give yourself permission to think your own thoughts. You don’t have to be like everyone else—and you don’t have to think like everyone else, either.


[image: image]   The Bible gives us patience and encouragement so that we can have hope. When you hope to make good decisions and have good thoughts, this tool will help you every time.


[image: image]   Give yourself an opportunity to think again—or to review your thoughts. The good news about growing up and changing your thinking is that you can always think again. You have another chance to make a better choice than you did the last time. You’re never stuck with having to think only one way. With Jesus, you’ve always got another chance.


[image: image]   Think about Jesus’ example. (See Hebrews 12:3.) When you’re making a choice, do your best to imagine what you think Jesus might do or how He might act in the situation you’re facing. Go back to your friend who wanted to be mean to the new kid. Think about it through Jesus’ eyes. What would He tell your friend? What would He tell you? Think about those things.


[image: image]   Don’t be tricked. In Hebrews, there’s a reminder to hold on to the things you were taught. Don’t let strange teachings take you down the wrong road. You have information at your fingertips these days. Just because you hear some “information” on TV or read it on social media doesn’t mean it is true. You don’t have to follow everything you hear. Your heart should be strengthened by God’s grace (see Hebrews 13:9). In other words, you have the answer within you. God has already given you what you need.




Now you’ve got a pretty full toolbox. If you carry it with you wherever you go, it will help you think correctly. It will help you out on the different battlefields you come across: in the schoolyard, in the classroom, and at the party at your friend’s house. You need your mind to be as healthy as possible, and being equipped is only part of the answer.

Chapter 2


What’s On Your Mind?
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Have you ever had a tough time making a good decision? You have several choices and you want to pick more than one. For instance, you may want to go to a movie with your friends. But you also have a science test tomorrow. You could stay home and study. Even though studying for the test seems like the right choice, you still want to hang out with your friends. Your mind is confused. You are in the middle of a battle trying to make a choice.

The battle for your mind and your thinking will go on your whole life, but it’s going to feel especially crazy now while you’re in school. Your mind will likely jump and hop and swerve in a hundred directions, leaving you unsure about what you really think and feel and what your options are.
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I call this having a “confused mind,” and you probably know what I mean. When your mind is confused, it wanders all over the place looking for answers. Your mind just doesn’t know what is normal and how to focus on the right direction. It’s in a no-win situation, because it doesn’t know, so it can’t win. The Bible puts it this way in James 1:5–8: “If any of you needs wisdom, you should ask God for it. He is generous and enjoys giving to all people, so he will give you wisdom. But when you ask God, you must believe and not doubt. Anyone who doubts is like a wave in the sea, blown up and down by the wind. Such doubters are thinking two different things at the same time, and they cannot decide about anything they do.”
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Does that sound like you in any way? Do you ever think two different things at the same time and aren’t sure what to do?


So, what do you do? According to James, you should ask God for wisdom. What is wisdom? It’s help in great big capital letters ..H E L P!! You tell God that you don’t know what you should do in the situation you’re in, and you ask Him to help you make a good choice.


Making Confusing Choices


Let’s say you’re confused about whether to go to a party or not. You know that the popular girl who is having the party is kind of boy-crazy. You know that she has an older brother who may crash the party with some of his friends, and if your mother knew that, she wouldn’t agree to let you go at all. You think that maybe if your mom doesn’t know about the older brother, it could be okay and you could still go to the party.
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Your mind starts to spin its web of confusion. Before you know it, you’re trapped like the victim of a spider as you try to decide what to do.


Let’s pretend you’re now reading someone else’s story and you can choose your own ending to this situation. We’ll set the story up and then you can choose ending number one, number two, or number three.


The Story


“Mom, I’ve been invited to a party at my friend Shari’s house. It’s her birthday, and she’s just having a few kids over for pizza and games. Will you be able to take me over on Friday night and pick me up? Is it okay if I go?”


“Will Shari’s parents be home?” Mom asks.


“Oh, sure, Mom. They’re really nice people, and I’m sure you’d like them. Shari said you could call her mom about the party if you want to.”


“Well, I guess that won’t be necessary,” Mom says with a smile. “You just go ahead and have a good time. I’ll take you somewhere tomorrow to pick up a little birthday gift for her.”


“Thanks, Mom. That would be great.”


As Sally leaves the kitchen after talking with her mom, she remembers her concern about Shari’s older brother showing up with older kids. She debates whether to tell her mom that part.


Sally goes up to her room and texts her friend Shari. She tells her that she’ll be allowed to come to the birthday party, and her friend is pleased. Sally asks if Shari’s parents will be there, and her friend says, “Well, no, they’ll be out for part of the evening, but my older brother will be here, and he’s eighteen, so it will be okay.”


Sally now has to decide…


Ending One:


Sally deletes the messages and decides she’ll just keep that information to herself. After all, what could go wrong? Her mom will never have to know. Shari’s mom must think her son is responsible at eighteen.


But Sally has an awful time at the party. She is very uncomfortable, wondering if something bad will happen. Sally looks at every older kid suspiciously. She wonders if someone will get into a fight or start drinking, and there won’t be an adult to protect them. She decides to just call her mom and ask her to pick her up early. No use in staying at the party if she can’t have fun.


Ending Two:


Sally decides that she’d better tell her mom that Shari’s parents will not be at the party. She knows her mom would not be comfortable with her going under those circumstances, and she wouldn’t feel right not letting her know.


“Mom,” Sally says quietly, “I just found out that Shari’s parents will be out for part of the evening while the birthday party is going on. She says her older brother, who is eighteen, will be there, though, to watch over things. Is it still okay for me to go?”


“Sally, I know how much you’d like to go to this party, but I don’t feel good about a group of kids being in the house unsupervised. I don’t think Shari’s brother would be much help if someone became ill or got into any trouble. Would you mind if I call Shari’s mother to discuss this before we decide?”


“Oh, that would be great. I’m sure Mrs. Peterson would be happy to talk with you about it.”


Sally’s mother calls Mrs. Peterson and finds out that they will actually only be missing about the first hour of the party. Along with her son, she’s called her mother, Shari’s grandmother, to also be there until she gets home.


Sally is allowed to go to the party with a clear conscience, and she has a good time.


Ending Three:


Sally hangs up the phone and decides she’d better tell her mom that Shari’s parents won’t be home after all. When she does tell her mom, her mom says that there is no way Sally can go, because she’s just too young to go to an unsupervised party, and Shari’s older brother doesn’t qualify as a good parenting model.


Sally gets angry with her mother and decides to sneak out and go to the party anyway. She tells her mom she’s staying overnight with another friend who was not allowed to go to the party. Her mom thinks that’s a nice alternative choice and takes Sally to her friend Margie’s house.


Margie and Sally go to the party, even though neither of them is really allowed to go Sally feels a twinge of guilt.


They go to the party, and things seem fine at first until one kid gets mad at another one and starts a food fight. Before Sally knows what is happening, food is flying through the air, and pizza is sticking to the ceiling faster than Shari’s brother can get things under control.


Sally feels really bad about the house, and just as she’s trying to convince Margie that they should get out of there, Shari’s parents come home. They stop the party and call all the kids into the living room. They tell them that they will be calling all of their parents to set up times for each kid to come back and help clean up the mess. Sally’s heart sinks.


Sally’s Confused Mind


Why did Sally have a confused mind? Did she know the right thing to do?


Sally knew in her heart what she should have done. She became confused when she tried to give herself reasons or excuses for thinking something other than what she knew was the truth. God did not give us a spirit of confusion (see 1 Corinthians 14:33), so we can know right away that confusion means the devil is tempting us to do the wrong thing.
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If you know what to do in your heart, that’s God’s Spirit trying to help you make a good choice. If you don’t want to hear what God has to say, you can find some pretty easy excuses floating around in your brain, and they’ll always give you permission to do the wrong thing. When those bad thoughts pop into your head, you need to ask God for help right away. Get rid of those thoughts quickly. They only lead to helping you make more and more excuses about why you should do something. Even though God may let you know it’s not the right thing to do, if you keep pondering, you just might end up doing it. Get rid of confusion and doubt quickly. Don’t let your mind go down that road. Think about what God would want you to do.


Dealing with Doubt


Another way you can get a confused mind is when you walk in doubt instead of in truth or in joy or in love.


Doubt crops up like ants at a picnic anytime you leave food sitting on the blanket. Your job is to see it as quickly as possible and cover up or get rid of that food. Doubt can send your mind down a long, dreary path. It will have you thinking lots of hopeless and negative thoughts. It’s like once a seed is planted in your mind, doubt will make it grow into a big tree. That’s why it is so important to catch the seed before it grows. It’s important to take the seed of doubt out of your mind while it is still little. It’s much easier to throw away a seed than to throw away a tree.


God gave you a tool to help you get rid of doubt. It’s called faith. And faith simply means that you believe and trust in something or someone. When you feel happy and confident and everything is going your way, you don’t doubt much. You are usually thankful and grateful. You can believe and trust that God is taking care of you.


But when you are having a bad day, you just failed the math test, and you didn’t play well in gym, doubt comes in and camps in your mind.


Doubt will play all kinds of tricks on you. It will tell you that you deserved to fail that math test because you didn’t study hard enough, and not only that, it will convince you that you will never be good at math, so why even try?


Doubt Is the Villain

Doubt wants to control your thoughts so that you stop making an effort to do the right thing and settle for less than what God has for you. If doubt can hold you back right now while you’re in the fifth grade, imagine the fun it can have when you get to high school!


What Can You Do?


So what are you going to do? What tool do you have to get rid of doubt? Like we talked about on the last page, it’s faith—the amount of faith God has given you. The more you put that faith into action and believe God, the bigger your faith will grow. The more you learn about God and know God’s Word, the bigger your faith will grow. When you really believe God’s Word, you’ll have the faith to do what God says. And big faith can push away doubt faster and quicker than small faith. That’s one of the main reasons it is important to grow your faith, increase in wisdom, and praise God so that you’ll be stronger and better equipped to fight off doubt when it comes in.
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First Peter 5:8–10 (New Century Version) says this: “Control yourselves and be careful! The devil, your enemy, goes around like a roaring lion looking for someone to eat. Refuse to give in to him by standing strong in your faith… God who gives all grace will make everything right. He will make you strong and support you and keep you from falling.”


So how big is your faith today? Learn to lean and depend on God to help you resist doubt.


A Sleepy Mind


When you feel sleepy, you’re not really interested in what is going on around you. You may not be able to pay attention in English class, you may not be able to pay attention in church, or you may not care too much about what your best friend is saying right that second. Being sleepy means you’re not alert.
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I call this condition a “passive mind.” That means you’re not really thinking about any one thing and you’re not alert. Sometimes you are sleepy, and I’m not talking about being tired from a long day. I’m talking about not keeping on the alert for the enemy and not being on the alert for what God wants you to know. You have to watch out for the things that will fill up those empty spaces in your head. When your head is empty, it’s easy to fill it up with all kinds of unhealthy thoughts.


What Can You Do to Wake Up?


For starters, you can be sure that your mind is full of good thoughts. When good thoughts are cramming your brain, there’s no room for nasty thoughts to hang out. They try to get in, and they see the God thoughts you have, and they just don’t bother sticking around. Your best tool to fill yourself with good thoughts is to study the Bible and pray. This will help you keep God thoughts in your mind.
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You might think it’s okay to NOT pray and read the Bible and stay sleepy (or passive) as long as you’re not getting into any trouble or doing anything that might be considered wrong. But are you?


Sometimes problems march right into your head and stick around simply because they can see that nothing else is going on. It’s easy for your problems to play games in your mind, because you’ve given them a whole lot of space to do so. Nothing else was happening in your mind. Just as when the door going out to the backyard is left open and bugs start to fly in, you left your mind open for bad thoughts and problems and other negative ideas to come inside.


Why Does Reading the Bible Help?


Ephesians 6: 10–13 says this: “Finally, be strong in the Lord and in His great power. Put on the full armor of God so that you can fight against the devil’s evil tricks. Our fight is not against people on earth but against the rulers and authorities and powers of this world’s darkness, against the spiritual powers of evil in the heavenly world. That is why you need to put on God’s full armor. Then on the day of evil you will be able to stand strong.”
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Reading the Bible is part of putting on your armor, or your protective suit, so that you know how to fight off the evil thoughts that come your way. When you’re sleepy, you’re not a very good fighter. You’re not very strong or alert. God’s Word will give you tools to fight with.
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What Is Prayer, and How Can It Help the Way You Think?


You’ve probably been saying certain kinds of prayers since you were little. You’ve said prayers at night, perhaps with your parents, and you’ve said prayers at dinner. Now and then, you may have uttered a prayer of thanks when you did better on a test than you thought you would. By now you know that there are lots of ways to pray and different kinds of prayers.
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
