Go to 1.

You see from the uneven boards that you will have to cross a nightingale floor to reach your target. Each board is balanced so as to squeak a different note as your weight falls on it. You check your pack. You have hand and foot spikes for climbing, and mizugumo water shoes for wading across the surface of ponds.

If you want to use the spikes, go to 9.

If you would rather use the shoes, go to 21.
