BIRD REQUIREMENTS


1.  They are warm-blooded


2.  They are endothermic (they can regulate their heat from inside their bodies)


3. They feed their young with milk


4. They have a bony skeleton


5.  Their brain is more developed than other animals


6.  They breathe air


1.  They are cold-blooded


2.  They are ectothermic (they rely on their environment for heat)


3. Most reptiles lay eggs on land


4. They have scaly bodies instead of fur or feathers


5.  All reptiles have a backbone


6.  They breathe air too!


1. They are warm-blooded


2. They are endothermic



3. Birds lay eggs


4. They have feathers instead of fur or scales


5. Birds have beaks instead of teeth


6. They are vertebrates, so have a bony skeleton
