	- Travelers can stay for up to 30 days under the visa exemption scheme. If entering by land, the stay is usually limited to 15 days.


	



	Requirements:


	- A passport with at least 6 months of validity from the date of entry.


	- Proof of onward or return travel (flight tickets).


	- Proof of sufficient funds (10,000 THB per person or 20,000 THB per family).


	- Accommodation details.

	- You can extend your stay by an additional 30 days at an Immigration Office in Thailand for a fee.

	- For those who wish to stay longer than the visa exemption period or whose nationality is not eligible for visa exemption.
