Maslow,

driven
by an innate thirst for growth, fulfilment and the search for
meaning. A perspective that led to the birth of humanistic
psychology.



 






  
At
the heart of Maslow's theories is his famous 'hierarchy of needs',
a
pyramid illustrating how basic human needs - from the physiological
and most basic to the highest and most self-fulfilling - overlap
and
interact with each other. This model revolutionised the way we
think
about our needs and motivations, but it also provided a framework
for
better understanding each individual's path to personal well-being
and satisfaction.



 






  
Maslow
did not just theorise about the quest for fulfilment and human
needs.
He also explored concepts such as 'peak experiences' and
'transcendence', expanding the field of psychology far beyond the
confines of the laboratory and the clinic to embrace the higher,
more

In
order to fully understand the impact and relevance of Abraham
Maslow's theories, it is essential to examine the cultural,
historical and intellectual context in which his research
developed.
Twentieth-century psychology, especially in its early stages, was a
rapidly developing field, characterised by conflicting schools of
thought and conceptual revolutions.



 






  
The
main objective of psychology at that time was to try to understand
and explain why people act in a certain way. It was therefore a
matter of lifting the veil of ignorance with respect to how people
function. Before the advent of humanist psychology, the main
dominant
currents in the field were depth psychology and
behaviourism.



 






Behaviourism,
which emerged in the early 1900s, focused exclusively on directly
observable behaviour, rejecting any analysis of internal mental
processes. Prominent researchers such as John B. Watson and B.F.
Skinner argued that human behaviour could be fully understood
through
the study of responses to specific stimuli. 



 






  
It
was a vision that was able to simplify many of the problems that
psychologists of the time were facing and to which they had
previously been unable to find answers. At the same time, however,
it
was a reductionist vision. Although it had the merit of introducing
rigorous and objective methodologies into psychological research,
it
ignored fundamental aspects of human experience such as thoughts,
feelings and inner motivations.



 






  
In
stark contrast to behaviourism, the psychoanalysis founded by
Sigmund
Freud explored the depths of the unconscious. It is no coincidence
that this approach came to be known as depth psychology. Freud and
his followers saw the human being as an individual driven by
unconscious forces, often rooted in childhood and unresolved sexual
conflicts.



 






  
Psychoanalysis
also objectively opened up new horizons in the exploration of the
mind, but was often criticised for its emphasis on irrational
processes and the difficulty of scientifically validating its
theories.



 






  
These
developments in psychology occurred at a time of great turbulence
and
social change. The two world wars, the Great Depression and rapid
technological and industrial progress were radically transforming
society. The historical context called for a deeper understanding
of
the human being, not just as an isolated individual, but as part of
a
wider social and cultural fabric.



 






The
third way to the study of the human being then opened up with
humanistic psychology and theories of human motivation. In this
scenario, Abraham Maslow, dissatisfied with both reductionism,
behaviourism and the obscurity of psychoanalysis, began to
formulate
a new approach to psychological science. 



 






  
Humanistic
psychology, as it was later called, aimed to synthesise and
overcome
the limitations of the previous currents, while recognising their
merits and accepting the ideas that were considered valid. The
third
way thus placed the person as a whole at the centre of analysis,
recognising the complexity of human experience and the innate
tendency towards growth and self-realisation.



 






  
Maslow
was not only a critic of existing theories; he was also a visionary
who sought to construct a psychological model that would celebrate
human potential. His emphasis on positivity, personal development
and
human capabilities represented a clear departure from the darker
visions of the human being that had prevailed until then.



 






  
Instead
of focusing on the negative connotations of behaviour, Maslow
decided
to make room for what was good in people. Indeed, he believed that
these elements could direct and guide individuals towards a process
of completing their psyche and thus towards transcendence of human
miseries.



 






  
In
realising this insight, he thus founded a new psychological current
that would profoundly influence the world in the years to come.
Today, the concepts underlying Maslow's theories continue to be
used
to understand what moves people and to guide them towards paths of
an
evolutionary nature. A nature that not only offers suggestions on
how
to approach the complexity present in every human being, but also
on
how to help society develop in a healthier and more inclusive
way.
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
