It is no wonder Jesus told us "if anyone who chooses to do his will, he must know the teachings" (John 7:17). These are Christ's words. We need to consult the Lord through his word to clarify all our questions and be sure that we are doing God's will.

	There are very common questions among young Christians, such as "can a Christian date a non-believer?", "do we have a soul mate?", "how do we deal with sexual temptations?". All these questions will be answered in this chapter.

	To answer these questions, we will start from the concept of what a Christian relationship is. It is a relationship based on the high standards of heaven, stipulated by God and expressed in the Holy Bible. Taking this initial concept as a basis, we have our first shed of light for answering the questions, which is the Scriptures as the rule of our faith and practice.

	To answer this question, we need to open the Holy Scriptures in 2 Corinthians 6:14: 

	 

	"Do not be yoked together with unbelievers. For what do righteousness and wickedness have in common? Or what fellowship can light have with darkness?”.

	 

	The verse in question is very clear when it comes to taking on relationships with "non-believers". The "yoke" is a piece of wood used to attach oxen to a wagon or plow. In other words, a weight was placed on the backs of two oxen. However, when this weight is carried by a strong ox and a weak one, the tendency is to overwhelm the strong one and make it difficult for the wagon to move.
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
