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Introduction




T





he degree to which we communicate spiritual truth depends on the degree to which we understand them and the elect are those  of their own will who choose to be instruments of God's will in accordance with divine purpose and plan. These are keepers of the prophecies of Elohim, bearers of light and the message of truth which prophecies are the means to convey and preserve the will and power of God not only in the lives of men but also here on the earth and through men there in heaven. 


To properly understand and interpret the books of scripture, we must first understand what was in the mind of the author at the time those words were being written. To fall short of this is to create conjectures of self-assimilation and comprehension. This breeds the numerous doctrines and religious dogma that abound because there is no clear cut understanding of the author’s very thoughts when he penned his words. This is no ordinary book, this is a spiritual book and it’s light is the light of the word of God, hence, it is for the chosen amongst the called, the select amongst the elect, and it is for those who seek not only a deeper knowledge of the Bible but also an ever increasing conscious awareness of the invisible presence of the ghost from heaven, even, the Holy Ghost.

In my first book, The Person of Melchizedek, reluctantly I engaged myself in putting down my thoughts as the spirit led me. Having no precedence to refer to, I wrote as one reluctantly discharging a service handed down. I have tried to run away from these words, as they seemed to overcome my very own thought processes, however, one can only run so far when God insists on you, hence, it dawns on me the very purpose for which I was created, and with this work, we shall give light to the chosen and to whom are called by the eternal king and the eternal priest. The observable effects of God's word leave me beyond doubt but to accept and embrace that which is my call that we may answer as I now have and open the understanding of the many to whom we are sent. Once I understood what the Apostle Paul meant when he called the word of God a sacred secret, I stopped trying to convince people to believe the word of faith we speak for these words are hidden and can only be understood when revealed by the Spirit of God, and even though men read the words or hear them spoken, it would only be plain words, just as the Bible is to the many today. But as I found out from the “Year of the Double Portion”, whoever gains the word of these thoughts, gains a power hitherto unknown to them. We have much to say but you cannot bear them now for we want the reader to understand our words thought for thought and not just word for word. Chapter One
Beresiyt Bara Elohim


“In the beginning, Gods created the heavens and the earth…” Genesis 1:1

t all began May 1st, 2001, barely over a week since he got born again on April 22 of the same year. On a fateful Tuesday evening, sitting outside the hostel where he lodged at school, with everyone one else indoors, thinking to himself all alone, lost in deep thoughts about who  God really is, when suddenly he heard a voice speak, saying, “Look up into the sky.” In response he says to himself, “Look into the sky for what?” The voice came again, with a strong intonation, “I said, look up into the sky, search... you will see my face.” Slowly, he lifts his head up looking up to the sky and wondering if he was sane, when all of a sudden the cumulus clouds above began taking on the shape of a man’s face. Alarmed, he starts to get up, intending to run indoors and call out the others to see what he was seeing, when the voice spoke again, “Sit down; they will think you are crazy.” Slowly, and unable to resist the command, he sits down staring into the face  that had been formed by the clouds. Then the words came, “You will know me, you will know me beyond the extreme, you will live my life beyond the extreme for I have chosen to show my holiness through you, to show myself strong on behalf of my saints through you to the praise of my glory. You will live beyond the extreme I promise you, beyond the extreme.” These were the words spoken on that fateful day and slowly cirrus clouds began to blow over the face formed by cumulus until it was all gone. I know the day for I wrote the very words down myself and I still have my Journal from 2003 when I transcribed the words spoken. I recall speaking with a flat mate, Dennis (real name),  the following day about the experience and he laughed at me saying, “You mean you saw God’s face in the clouds?” In retrospect, I can understand the sarcastic tone in his voice and it all makes sense now. This was the Genesis of all things written herein, the start of his journey into things unseen.


In my previous book, The Person of Melchizedek, I explained the identity of Melchizedek but I will here restate from The Person of Melchizedek on the personality of God’s very own priest.


Much has been said about the person and order of Melchizedek in whose priesthood Jesus is revealed to be in as it is written in the scriptures. Some have taught and still teach the visitation to Abraham in the Old Testament as a manifestation of the pre-incarnate Christ, others supposing Him to be a Canaanite priest-king, still others an angel of God or the Holy Spirit. But many a times we have failed to question our beliefs not for the purpose of being critical but for the knowledge we would be afforded if only we could just lay hold on the truth.


The accounts we have of Melchizedek are found in Gen 14:18-20 and in Psalm 110:4. But the book of Hebrews chapter 7:1-8 gives us a rather detailed description of his person. These verses of scripture are by far the most intriguing in the New Testament. Born of the revelation of God’s Spirit to the apostle, their central theme is the expression of the person of Melchizedek, communicating sacred truth of the mysteries of God as expressed in the Old Testament which before then was unknown to the church until at God’s appointed time by His Spirit it was revealed through His word to the apostle.


In writing the epistle to the Hebrews about the priest, Melchizedek,  the apostle says, “Of whom we have many things to say and hard to be uttered.”


Of Melchizedek, we begin with the question that first offers itself; who is Melchizedek, the priest of the Most-high God? In order to better aid our understanding, we shall here give a thought for thought comparative paraphrase of Hebrews chapter 7 vs. 1-8. Let’s understand that this paraphrase and its meaning is not another interpretation of these verses but exclusively for the purpose of conveying the interpretation of it as was intended by the apostle to the recipients of the Epistle and they serve only to aid our understanding of these inspired verses of scripture, giving us an insight into the mind of Christ as revealed by the Spirit of God to the apostle.


Hebrews, Chapter 7:1-3 KJV:  1For this Melchizedek, king of Salem, priest of the Most-high God, who met Abraham returning from the slaughter of the kings, and blessed him; 2To whom also Abraham gave a tenth part of all; first being by interpretation King of Righteousness, and after that also King of Salem, which is King of peace; 3Without father, without mother, without descent, having neither beginning of days nor end of life; but made like unto the Son of God; abideth a priest continually.


Paraphrase verses 1-3:  1For this Melchizedek, [whose name means] king of Salem, [is the Immortal] priest of the Most-high God [in heaven], He met with Abraham as he returned from the defeat of the kings and blessed him;  2To whom also Abraham gave a tenth part of all; first being by interpretation [His name Melchizedek means] king of righteousness, and after that, [as said before it] also [means] King of Salem, which is King of peace; 3Without father, without mother, without descent, [indeed without origin, He is Immortal Spirit, a celestial being] having neither beginning of days nor end of life; but made like the Son of God; [he remains] a priest forever.


First, we understand Melchizedek was never at any given time king of any city called Salem, the language of verse two gives us to know that king of Salem is another meaning to his name, it says first being translated, because there is a second meaning to his name. In writing the Epistle to the Hebrews, the apostle reveals Melchizedek to be the immortal priest of God in heaven, one who has lived with the Father from the beginning of time till date and who will remain His priest forever.


He declares Melchizedek to be without origin, having neither beginning of days nor end of life. Indeed Melchizedek was not created and is the head of the order of “Melchizedek”, the royal order and priesthood to which even our Lord Jesus belongs and to which we all in Christ also belong. In Genesis, Melchizedek appeared as a man, a stranger to Abraham, and gave him bread and wine and received the tithe from Abraham. We shouldn’t be surprised at this for scripture teaches us that even in these times, spirits still appear as strangers to many. The reason Moses being on Mount Sinai was given to know the meaning of the name is because it is not an earthly name and as such men would never have been able to comprehend its meaning. Melchizedek bears both names for from the Father the whole family in heaven and on earth derives its name. The name of every member of the household of God must attest to His (God's) greatness.


The order of Aaron, which was introduced at Mount Sinai, was only a copy of the order of Melchizedek in heaven and it was to serve until the coming of the Christ who would redeem man from sin and who would show him the way of truth, giving him access into the very presence of God.
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
