If left unchecked, these cords may impede the dog's movement. Corded Poodles attract attention due to their showy appearance, but they have dwindled in popularity among fanciers. The reason lies in the impracticality of keeping them as pets or indoors. The maintenance of their coats requires oiling to keep the cords supple, and washing them is a time-consuming and laborious process. Drying the coat takes hours, and unless the dog is kept in a warm room, it's prone to catching cold. Consequently, the coats of corded Poodles tend to be dirty and somewhat smelly.
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
