So now I’m on this long awaited „trip“. It’s going to be a very long and boring trip. But hey, I guess, that’s what I signed up for. It is amazing though to see the universe with all the stars and planets as we travel at an incredible speed!

Tomorrow at last will be the day, when I will be able to fly through “the bridge”* to my parents home planet!


There, I’ll visit the “CERN” (by Geneva, Switzerland) where basic discoveries of the “aM-Sphere”** (one of which will bring me there) had been made. A group of scientists together with electro-mechanical engineers, found a way to use the electro-magnetic impulse in the atom, to speed up travel through space.

**aM-Sphere: a vehicle based on the ‘atomic-magnet system’ developed by Kei Yoshikori (aM standing for ‚atomic-magnetism’)

The moment has come at last. I’m preparing myself for my trip (that is, I have been preparing for some time; three years to be exact!). Since I wasn’t born wealthy, (my dad died in an accident in the water-well mines when I was little so my mom took care of me on her own) I had to work hard to gather the funds for my training - at least schooling was free.
