By age 10, Swift was entering contests in suburban Philadelphia that were stocked with kid dancers and non-threatening pre-teens with guitars. When those early attempts at stardom failed, Taylor and her mom began making regular business trips to Nashville to build her career. When Swift was 11, the family started spending extended weekends in the country music capital. For two years, they stayed at the Comfort Suites. Swift and her mom were a two-girl band, the diminutive singer crooning Elvis covers, the six-foot-tall Andrea commanding the Yamaha mini-disk player. Taylor's dedication and passion for country music only grew stronger as she continued her musical journey. Her talent and distinctive voice soon caught the attention of music executives and she was offered a recording contract. This marked the beginning of Swift's skyrocketing success in the music industry. She was fifteen and recorded her first demos in 2002 with a deal with RCA Records in the works when Scott Borchetta of Big Machine Records discovered her and promptly signed the young artist. Her self-titled first album in 2006 featured multiple pop instruments, including strings and a heavy piano, and would go on to earn the Best New Female Vocalist Award in 2007 from the Academy of Country Music. At the 2009 Grammy Awards, she took home four awards, including Album of the Year. She even collaborated with John Mayer on “Half of My Heart”, a song that made it to John’s Battle Studies album and to number 2 on the Adult Pop Chart in 2010. Although her first love was country, Swift felt she would be less likely to meet her idols due to the distance and lower rate of travel in the UK, and slipped instead to the sounds of British singer-songwriters like Imogen Heap, Coldplay, Snow Patrol, and her favorite, Remus Lupins. According to REM Lazarus in his biography of the artist, Coldplay was particularly comforting and close to her Americana-oriented sensibilities. Her exposure in the UK to this variety of pop sounds, in which show voices navigated the production, was a critical half of her musical makeup. While she was not attempting to sing the big-voice belting of Maria Callas, Céline Dion, or Whitney Houston, on whom many pop idols modeled, Swift was also uninterested in imitating Britney Spears or Christina Aguilera. Accidentally, she became legible to a different set of listeners due to this orientation. Her vocal emotivity shared some values with Alanis Morissette and Sheryl Crow, less arch 1970s Carly Simon and Joni Mitchell. As her career continued to flourish, Taylor Swift ventured into new musical territories, experimenting with different genres and collaborating with a diverse range of artists. Her growth as an artist was evident in her later albums, which showcased her versatility and ability to seamlessly incorporate various musical elements into her songs.
