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EU elections and what will they do

	Now, next Sunday, the citizens of the Union are called upon to cast their vote for the EU Parliament. What proposals or projects could one see and hear from the individual parties campaigning for the election? Very little. If you then also look at the last period, you have to conclude that there were hardly any major reforms. Among other things, there was talk about future accessions, a Green Deal was announced, but have decisions been made? Yes, only very weakened. The projects as well as proposals of these institutions are also important, but there are always states as well as individuals who undermine them. One should look much more in one's own ranks to see whether everything is really running smoothly before one creates hopes in the countries that want to join this Union. As far as the possible shift to the right in this election is concerned, it will probably not be as strong as the polls predict, especially since the right-wing parties are not homogeneous. The fact is that while you should use your right to vote, there will be little profound change in the EU after the election. 
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Death of a policeman in the FRG

	It may not be surprising that one can see such acts again and again. There is a discussion about integration and how does it manifest itself in people who want to live in our democracy. Not only refugees are imported, but also their negative attitude towards our form of government. People are thinking about how to welcome such people into our Union and believe that this problem can be solved by building a fortress Europe. Not only can such immigrants live quite well with us, certainly better than in their homeland, they also have to exercise their opinions and views. If individual regions then start to stop putting money in the hands of these people, but tend towards benefits in kind as well as payment cards, this can be an approach. If one also thinks about deporting delinquent refugees immediately to their former homeland, for example in the FRG, one cannot exactly reject this. However, this is still based on the handling of such people. There are laws, regulations and conventions in the EU that regulate very precisely who is allowed to come to us and who is not. Only such applications for asylum, for example, take an unnecessarily long time. Not only are there now very good techniques that make it more difficult to defraud when entering our Union, but it must be discussed for months and years whether such people can settle in our Union. One should react more rigorously from the point of view of politics and not always postpone everything, because such an approach does not bode well.
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
