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Part One


One of the initial topics in this new ministry was God speaking about revival and various other things. I found myself wondering, 'Revival? Why talk about that?' Hallelujah! But of course, God had me talk about something I had to walk away from. People might not understand how challenging it is to be in the midst of revival and sustain it as long as I was able to in the presence of God.
 God did so much during that time—hundreds of healings, miracles, signs, and wonders. It was an incredible journey. But then, at the peak of it, He told me to leave. People don't understand how difficult it is for anyone's flesh to leave. I could have just shown up at every service, declared everyone healed and set free, and gone home, guaranteed payment every time. I didn't have to work hard anymore. It got to a point where people were getting healed just by showing up. However, there were underlying issues that I didn't realize until I left, and they've been confirmed repeatedly.
 It's not about a single location; God is going to move in multiple places. One of the keys to reaching there is having '3rd heaven experiences.' Some may not understand what the '3rd heaven' means, so let me explain briefly. According to the Bible, the first heaven is where we are, the second heaven is where demons and the devil operate, and the third heaven is where God reigns on His throne. Some call it the 'throne zone.' Often, we have to battle through the second heaven to access the third heaven. Multiple people in the Bible experienced the third heaven, and they shared details of their encounters. We need to believe and expect these experiences, not just for the five-fold ministry but for everyone.
 In Isaiah chapter 49, verses 8-10, it speaks of a favorable time, a day of salvation, and God's help to restore the land and bring people out of darkness. This is a season of Apostolic Reformation, a reestablishment of the Church. The Church needs to regain its power and authority. We must understand that while Jesus has already won the ultimate battle, we are still called to engage in spiritual warfare. We must take hold of what God has for us with faith and expectation.
 I've received numerous testimonies of God's healing and blessing recently, which reminds me that God is moving. We may not fully understand His ways, but we must humble ourselves and trust Him. Our Redeemer lives, and we should refrain from judging others until we've walked in their shoes or known the whole truth. Let's get excited about what God is doing; hunger for His presence is rising, and we're in for some amazing experiences. Praise God!
 In Hebrews chapter 4, the writer emphasizes an important point in verses 8 and 9. He says, "For if Joshua had given them rest, he would not have spoken of another day after that, so there remains a Sabbath rest for the people of God." The apostle Paul was entrusted with a remarkable understanding of the Holy Spirit's strategy for leading the church. You might be wondering, "What does this have to do with third heaven experiences?" Well, let me tell you, I want a blueprint when God speaks to me about getting somewhere. I want to have a blueprint, an instruction manual, if you will. I want to understand how to get there.
 All of this is leading to the fact that we are about to witness a church with power, but it won't come without third heaven experiences. That's right; that door that John saw standing open in heaven in Revelation 4, I believe it's still standing open. Nowhere in the Bible does it say it's shut. That's an open heaven! And I don't know about you, but I want an open heaven. I want to experience what Paul, John, and Elijah experienced. Biblical prophecies are pointing to what God is about to do, and we have so much to look forward to. He's pouring out His Spirit on all flesh. Get ready to see children rise up in power!
 But wait, let's not rush our kids off to children's church. Maybe they should be in the crowd with us. Sure, they might get restless, but so do we sometimes. We need to reach out to the children now, while they are children, especially considering the state of the world. Even if they fidget a little, let them be here with us so God can touch them.
 Many will have third heaven experiences, but let's be careful. Not everyone who claims to have them truly does. There's a lot of flakiness out there. We need to get back to the real deal. One thing we must remember is that when God pours out His glory, there are boundaries we shouldn't cross. We should never stray too far from the Bible, no matter how profound our experiences may seem.
