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The Language Flowers

 

 

The language of flowers had a great development in the nineteenth century, when the flowers were used to express feelings and emotions that you could declare a voice. In Japanese culture the language of flowers is called Hanakotoba. Since ancient times to the flowers were attributed precise meanings, used mainly in the Middle Ages and later in the Renaissance. The interest has strongly developed starting from 800 when were also published many books on the meaning and language of flowers. These books were called "Flowers Book" and were decorated with drawings, illustrations and lithographs. The creator of diffusion of secret language of flowers to England, Miss Corruthers was, to whom we owe the first Paper (1876) that soon became a sort of bible of flowers, to consult and to possess. Through the flowers so they could express feelings that otherwise would not be possible to communicate by voice. The flower most praised and nominated by poets and writers is undoubtedly the rose, the undisputed queen of flowers and absolute symbol of elegance. In recent years they are spreading rainbow roses: it rose whose petals have different colors and are the result of certain botanical experiments. These experiments have also affected other flowers such as gerberas and primroses. There is also a language that concerns the way in which I offer you flowers when you give:

•       If those who give flowers, hands them facing upwards, it means that he is in love, and the donated holes are a symbol of love.

•       If those who give flowers horizontally hands them means that only proves affection or friendship.

•       If the person who receives the gift of flowers takes them with his right hand means that reciprocates the love.

•       If it takes with the left, it means that he does not return.

•       If those who receive the flowers take them with both hands, it means that it is confused about his feelings.

•       If the person who receives the gift of flowers is located in the house and put them immediately into a vase, it means that highly appreciates the gift, if it supports them without putting them in the pot, means that did not appreciate the floral tribute.

 

The flowers have their own etiquette that suggests some general rules to keep in mind whenever you are going to give a flower or a bouquet of flowers. Here are some tips to avoid making mistakes. On some occasions the flowers must be of importance, and then the choice falls on orchids. In this case it is better to choose small orchids on a long branch: they are the most elegant and read, even if they will have a shorter duration than the large-flowered species. The orchid can also be given alone especially if in an elegant package. Giving huge decks, especially if bulky, it is not tasteful. Tall woody stems of rose more than a meter will not serve; it is best to choose a small bouquet, packed carefully, perhaps with some little rose mignon. Some exceptions can be made with your loved one, to which even a single flower will always be welcome. Not everyone loves cut flowers and often, unless you know the recipient well, you should choose a beautiful houseplant or balcony. In a professional or a person to respect that you want to thank is always more appropriate that the classic green plant. Attention also to pay homage to flowers to a sick person: in such circumstances to avoid absolutely fragrant flowers, preferring, no doubt, especially completely odorless, or a green plant. As mentioned above, only one flower is generally only suitable for your loved one as a symbol of affection. In this case it will be appreciated any species, even a simple violet collection from the edge of a ditch. In most cases you give bouquets or large bouquet in which, those who receive them, hardly going to count the number of flowers, but in some circumstances particularly felt (anniversaries, engagements) may suffice few flowers, provided that rare and precious. If you offer a bouquet of flowers of one species it would be better that the number of flowers was odd, especially if the recipient is a little superstitious. Even men can be gifted flowers as long as you avoid fragile flowers, romantic meaning and soft colors. The colors have to be decided (red, yellow or orange), also decided to be the design of the corolla (tulips, red anthurium or sterlizie). They will go well as long as the roses of bright color. Even the packaging must be appropriate, avoiding ribbons of velvet or silk, but preferring a matte cotton webbing, possibly in agreement with the dominant color of the flowers. For doctors and other professionals, in any case, a green plant is always an honor to be placed in the hall well liked, especially if it is a species not particularly demanding specific care. Some attention should be paid to the choice of color, because this is attributed to a certain symbolism.

 

Blue - The blue flowers are used as the other, but given the uniqueness of these flowers, they are beloved especially for the decoration of houses, shops or ceremonies to which you want to look young, fresh and mysterious. The ceremonies in which they are used blue flowers are first of all those who celebrate the birth of a male child, who is the world welcomed among flakes, confetti and flowers all made blue. While in recent years it is fashionable to decorate the churches in which they celebrate weddings with blue flowers, as they symbolize the mystery before which you go and decided to face a life together.

 

White - The white flowers are those among the most chosen in furnishing, as they befitting classic furnishings and elegant and give light to the rooms, as well as sophistication. The choice of where to place the white flowers is beyond that also varies very wide. In fact, white roses, orchids and candid white lilies make a fine show as well as in precious crystal vases or porcelain placed on the coffee table, they can go to give a fresh new look to the bathroom, perhaps placing them on the edge of the tub and close the sink. In this way the house always assumes a clean appearance and class. White is the symbol of purity, innocence and modesty. It expresses a pure and sincere feeling. Is used even when you are waiting for new news.

 

Yellow - a color difficult to understand, since it contains within itself a multiplicity of contradictory meanings, wisdom, anger, envy optimism. A bouquet of yellow roses, for example, can mean a message of love, less intense than that transmitted from red roses, or at the same time can mean infidelity or jealousy; It is commonly associated with infidelity and betrayal, but it is also a symbol of luxury, glory and success.

 

Orange - The potential offered by the flowers of this color are countless and amazing. You can think for example to accompany compositions of these flowers with the essences extracted from them, and that change fragrance depending on what you wanted to emphasize or part of the plant used. Since then this plant has also fruits, which sometimes can accompany the composition giving it a rustic look and homemade suitable when the gift is intended for owners of farm or equipped with good taste at the table. For those interested to furnishing the house, you can accompany these flowers with scented candles and candlesticks with which to embellish their stays. Is a color that symbolizes joy, happiness and satisfaction for a success already achieved. Also sentimentally it expresses an already consolidated and fulfilling love.

 

Pink - Pink is the color of women par excellence, the flowers are among the most beloved gifts from women. Giving pink flowers means communicating to a woman who has great charm and elegance. The pink flowers are symbols of femininity and are also suited to a gift from woman to woman, because their specific meaning is not to passion and love. The pink flowers are an accessory that every woman has received at least once in their lives and are a great symbol of elegance and charm. No flower can be compared to another, the beauty of flowers lies in their uniqueness. There is no better gesture to send flowers to those you love. It is a symbol of youth and expresses a love newborn. Pink is also associated with great admiration.

 

Red - Red is the color of love and of all the passions. With this color was designated for the first time the fire, an element that is burning, burning, just like the overwhelming passion. Give, then, a bouquet of red roses is to declare with all his strength passionate love for the other person. Red carnations, however, are the symbol of unrequited love, but just as present in the thoughts and hearts.

 

Dark red - symbolizes constancy, continuity and immortality.

 

Violet - The violet color par excellence of power, symbolizing royalty, ambition but also love at first sight; for example, give the purple roses, very rare, it is to speak of a love that was born recently but can get away. A climbing plant with purple flowers is the Cobea. These flowers are little known and also can be planted only at certain times of the year neither too cold nor too hot. Its name comes from a Mexican man named Cobo. Although it is a climbing plant, it is very delicate and needs the proper care and due attention. The color of its flowers ranging from deep purple to purple hue, more nuanced but this always catches the eye because it creates a beautiful contrast with the green of the leaves and the rest of the climbing plant. It expresses feelings of modesty, generosity and humility. It symbolizes an insurmountable shyness.

 

Lille - represents a sincere love and without interest, even if directed just to friends.

 

Blue - The blue light is a symbol of difficulty and anxiety due to problems of different origin (money, health). Turquoise is rather a reward for those who work with great talent in art or science.

 

Green - symbolizes the hope or a danger already averted. It also represents the joy and optimism.

 

The meaning of a flower changes depending on whether you wear in your hair, feather, inserted into the cleavage, that giveth with the right hand or the left, who is present alone or added to a bouquet. It is the combination with other flowers to determine the "words": if a flower that means "forever" is placed in a bouquet of flowers that mean "love", the message will be "will always love you", but if you put in a bouquet with flowers that mean "remember" and others that mean "hate", the message will be clear: "I will hate you forever and you will remain my only bad memories." A flower such as heather, which means loneliness, but also luck, if matched with a flower as the primrose, that can mean melancholy, he says: "you're alone / o sad," but if the same heather is offered with pink roses, whose meaning is "success", the message is "I wish you much success and luck."

We can then divide the flowers depending on what we want to express or communicate, namely:

 

Flowers to express Friendship

 

The flowers that express the Friendship are: Wisteria, symbolizing the sweetness and the availability and therefore in a sense is suitable for a friend, Freesia, a symbol of "platonic love" and also suitable to be donated in friendship, Cornflower, expressing "sincere friendship", and finally the Acacia and the Lily of the Valley. Alternatively you can opt for a plant of Gardenia, whose flowers, in fact, express sympathy, so sending a good message. The ever-present friend in need is represented by the Snowdrop, the first flower to spring of the year, then remain open for long. The evergreen creeper Ivy, charming and idyllic on the walls where it grows tenaciously resistant roots sinking into the depths, it represents fidelity in friendship, affection and love. The Gerbera is perfect to be donated to a friend; in shades of yellow, pink and red, the gerbera is a symbol of this pure feeling.

 

Flowers to communicate Admiration

 

If we want to communicate admiration the most appropriate flower is the Camellia; Some give this flower a negative meaning, of coldness and detachment, in fact if you look closely, the perfection of the corolla and the variety of colors make it a stylish and elegant flower, therefore suitable to communicate this feeling. Other flowers to give for this purpose can be Lily or Lotus flower and red carnation.

 

Flowers to express love

 

Love is an intense and deep feeling, affection, sympathy and passion, facing a person. it is unthinkable not to associate love red roses, at least once in their life all women should be addressed. There are other flowers with which you can communicate this feeling: the tulip, in the red variant expresses a way to declare your love and the yellow symbol of desperate love, pink carnation, which means mutual love, Primula, the first early spring flower, symbolizes the first love, the Iris yellow ardor and passion, 'Hibiscus physical passion, and finally the Cyclamen meaning love but unpretentious.

 

Flowers to express Beauty

 

For some time the flowers are considered a source of beauty, with various fragrances, the pleasant aromas and the charm of their colors. The flowers that are most appropriate to express admiration for the beauty of a person may be: Calla has always been considered a symbol of beauty, suitable for women with a comfortable and elegant beauty; the Orchid, suitable for very sensual women and the mysterious charm; Finally, do not overlook the Rose, also, in fact, has influences on the beauty, especially the Rose musky.
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
