These are the big questions that philosophers,
  scholars, poets, and scientists have pondered through the
ages.

  it may seem that the answers to these questions are out of reach,

  believe that we are much closer than we think. 




 







  
In
  many religious faiths, the answer to these questions would be
  God. In
  Buddhism, which does not believe in an external deity, it would
  be
  Ku. Ku is the essential aspect of existence. It is formless,
  timeless, and non-changing. In other words, it cannot be
  perceived by
  our senses and is beyond our ability to comprehend. 




 






  

    
From
it arises everything that we experience, including us. In quantum
physics, there is the quantum field, which has the qualities of Ku
and is made of energy. From religion to quantum physics, it appears
that everything that is known arises from the formless. In this
book,
I will refer to this source of everything as consciousness.
Consciousness is the awareness that creates all of
existence.
  



 






  

    
Everything
that we experience arises from consciousness. The water cycle is a
helpful metaphor for understanding how consciousness manifests into
form. Water in its gaseous state cannot be perceived by us. The air
contains water in its gaseous state. When the moisture in the air
cools, it condenses and forms clouds. When the moisture in the
clouds
becomes saturated, it becomes rain. When rain is exposed to cool
enough temperatures, it becomes ice. In this manner, water in its
formless state manifests into the form that we know as rain or ice.
Regardless of its form, water’s essential nature remains the same,
which is two hydrogen atoms and one oxygen atom.
  



 







  
Consciousness
  is a form of intelligence and information and has the infinite
  potential to express itself, which it does to expand. To expand,
  consciousness needs to experience itself. 





  
What
  we refer to as manifestation is consciousness expanding, and the
  expansion process begins with desire.


  

    

      


    
  




 Desire is the genesis of
  physical manifestation. Consciousness manifests desire from the
  information that it receives from our sense of experience. Desire
  manifests as thought, which we experience as the mind. Thought
  manifests as emotion, which motivates us. Emotion manifests as
  action, and action creates the effects that we experience. The
  effects that we experience create new desires in us, which
  completes
  the manifestation cycle and the expansion of consciousness.
  




 







  
Like
  gas, consciousness is formless, or non-phenomenal, and expresses
  itself as the phenomenal. The term “phenomenal” refers to that
  which we can perceive through our mind and senses, while
  non-phenomenal refers to that which we cannot perceive. Desires,
  thoughts, emotions, and action are phenomenal. 




 






  

    
Because
we identify with these phenomena, we experience ourselves as the
mind
and body. Because we experience ourselves as a mind and body, we
experience ourselves as being separate from our
surroundings.


  

    

      


    
  





Because
we experience ourselves as being separate from our surroundings, we
experience contrast. Because we experience contrast, we can have
experiences. Here is an example of what I mean:
  



 







  
I
  am a physical expression of consciousness, which is my essential
  nature. Because I experience myself as being a separate being, I
  experience the world as “me and other." I am "me,"
  and everything else that I experience is "other." I am not
  my home, my family, my dog, or my car; all of these things are
  perceived to be something outside of myself.  Because I see
  myself as
  being separate from these things, I experience contrast. I can
  see
  how my home is different from me. I can see how my family is
  different from me, and so on.  That contrast creates experience.
  




  

    
My
experience appears to me in the form of thought. It is my thoughts
that inform consciousness of my experience.
  



 







  
My
  thoughts, which result from experience, inform consciousness,
  which
  allows it to experience itself. By experiencing itself, it
  creates
  new potentials that are consistent with the information that it
  receives. Here is another example: 




 






  

    
I,
who sees myself as a separate being, sees my car parked next to a
fancy sports car. Seeing my old Toyota next to this shiny new
sports
car creates contrast. I can see the major differences between the
two
vehicles. This contrast leads to an experience, which may appear as
thoughts such as:

If my previous thought was, "I
  need to wash my car," then all the conditions that are needed
  for me to wash my car will appear.

  my thoughts are, “I am going to save my money to buy a car like
  that,” consciousness will manifest conditions that make this
  possible. It is this attracting of conditions that match our
  thoughts
  that is known as the Law of Attraction. As our essential selves,
  the
  Law of Attraction does not exist because the nature of
  consciousness

yourself, is made of molecules. Molecules are made of atoms. In
fact,
the carbon atom is the basic atom of all living and non-living
beings.
  



 







  
Once
  thought to be the fundamental unit of matter, we now know that
  the
  atom is not solid. Rather, the atom is made of subatomic
  particles
  that are separated by vast distances of space. Additionally, the
  subatomic particles are not solid. Atoms are fluctuations of
  energy. 




 







  
What
  this means is that, at the most fundamental level, there is no
  difference between you, this book, your electronic device, and
  your
  environment. Further, you and this book are no more solid than
  the
  air around you. At the atomic level, you and the money that you
  desire are one in the same. At the most fundamental level,
  everything
  is energy. 




 







  
The
  cause of our experience of separation is our identification with
  the
  mind and body’s functions. We experience ourselves having
  thoughts,
  perceptions, emotions, and feelings. We also experience ourselves
  as
  having a body that appears to be solid.
