It's certainly not about that, because I do not assume that's what you yearn for. I don't  assume you desire to be as  bright as you can  be  in  your  texting.  And  I  don't  assume  you  would  like  to make her fall for your text messages.

I believe what you want is to be capable of getting her to say YES

when  you  ask  her  out  or  ask  her  to  meet  up.  That's  precisely what this book is about.

The book is most likely to challenge a few of the most cherished conventional  beliefs  on  "good  texting."  If  a  few  of  these challenges    I  toss  your  way  make  you  a  little  uncomfortable, that's  good.  What  I  want  you  to  accomplish  when  that  takes place  is  to  take  the  empiricist's  perspective  and  say,  "Okay,  let me attempt it."

Your  intuition  might  point  out,  "She  would  certainly  never  do that,"  but  often,  your  intuition  lies  when  it  comes  to  trying something new.



The emphasis here is not to build your ego unnecessarily or fill your  head  with  platitudes.  Instead,  the  main  objective  of  this book is to get her off the phone and on a date with you.






CHAPTER ONE 

How to Text a Girl 

Your Objective in Texting 

Let's begin with the fundamentals and strategy of texting ladies.

This  is  what  will  effectively  drive  how  you  structure  your messages and how you view texting generally.

Most  text  messages  from  men  have  a  slipshod  approach:  they text  girls  without  any definite  aim.  It  is  not sure  just how  they expect objective-free and direction least ext messages to achieve much.

This  book  will  shine  a  little  light  on  texting  and  get  you  in  the right direction. You will ever have two objectives when texting, and  they  ought  to  never  overlap.  Here  are  the  common objectives in texting ladies: (1) Build rapport and comfort, or (2) Set up a meet.

The  number  2  (set  up  a  meet)  is  your  core  objective.  And  the rapport-building or comfort-building you do in #1 must remain 



in  operation  to  make  to  2  a  reality.  Beyond  that,  these  two objectives are the core.

It  has  been  observed  that  a  lot  of  men  that  text  has  a  kind  of pseudo-objective…  like  "keep  texting  her,  then  fish  around  in some  way  to  get  a  date."This  awful,  atrocious  quasi-objective leads  men  to  send  all  sorts  of  half-baked  text--  messages  that leave  a  girl  staring  at  her  phone  and  asking  herself,  "Why  the hell is he texting me this?" All these types of texts do is torpedo a guy's efforts towards getting the girls interest. Thumbs down for the pseudo-objective. If you are one of those who do that, stop it now.

When you send text, a woman should recognize right away what your  objective  is.  And  if  you  remember  the  two  goals  earlier referred to, they are: (1) build rapport and comfort, or (2) set up a meet. You want her to be capable of telling straightaway what the text is all about. The reason you wouldn't want any overlap is that as soon as you mix date demands with chit-chat, it becomes messy.  That  is  when  you  see  a  guy  fish  around  as  he  builds rapport, seeking for some way to transition into asking her out.

Do  not  fall  into  this  trap;  Keep  your  objectives  distinct.  Either 



you text her intending to build rapport, or you text her to set up a meet.

Don't  beat  around  the  bush.  Don't  text  without  any  objective.

Don't send lots and whole lots of content. Don't  get too wordy.

Be  straightforward  and  direct.  Do  text  with  your  goal  in  mind.

Do  send  a  handful  of  strategic  texts.  Be  concise  and  accurate.

You  should  regularly  be  trying  either  to  build  rapport  and comfort, or set up a meet.



Cold Texting and Warm Texting 

It's  essential  to  understand  the  distinction  between  cold  and warm texting. When you text a girl that is thinking about you or even expecting to hear from you at the time you text her, that is warm texting. While cold texting is when you text a  girl that is not  in  any  way  thinking  about  you  or  even  expecting  to  hear from you when you text her,

Why the distinction? Given that you're going to adjust your tone to match exactly how prepared she is to talk to you, I'll give you examples:

First,  envision,  you're  off  to  meet  a  male  colleague  for  lunch.

You're friendly with him but not very close. He sends you a text:

"Just parked my car. Grab a table yet?" This may be the first text he's  sent  you  all  time,  but  it  feels  normal  because  you anticipated hearing from him.

Let's now imagine it's 10 am the next day, and you are busy with some  work  you  don't  like  doing.  You'd  rather  be  back  in  bed.

Then, you receive a text coming from that same coworker, which reads:  "Just  had  my  second  cup  of  Joe.  How's  your  morning?"

To  an  exceptionally  social  individual,  it  could  be  trendy  to 



receive  this  text  ...  however,  most  individuals  will  find  this intrusive  and  strange.  They  will  wonder,  "Why  did he  text  me?

What does he want?"

That  is  the  difference  between  cold  and  warm  text  messages.

The  first  one--  where  you  considered  to  meet  your  coworker--

was normal, since you needed to know when and where to meet.

The second one, though-- where would that originate from? This isn't  a  guy  you're  very  close  with.  Is  he  making  an  effort  to become buddies with you? Does he desire something from you?

Does he have some form of a crush on you? Those are the type of confusing  questions  that  would stand  out  in your  head  when  a crisp text isn't structured right. Structure it inappropriately, and it can quickly appear like it just happened from nowhere.

Proper Ways to Structure Your Texts 

The  moment  you  send  your  first  message  in  anew  text conversation,  there  are  a  few  elements  you  often  would  like  to feature.  For  our  purpose,  a  new  text  conversation  (with  a  cold text)  begins  whenever  the  old  conversation  reaches  a  natural end. No exceptions, regardless of whether you only spoke to her 



via  the  phone.  This is  still  a  new conversation,  even  if  you just changed channels.

The  components  to  include  in  a  new  text  conversation  are:  (a) Greeting, (b) Her name, (c) a new relevant information, and (d) something that presents consideration for her.

Each  of  these  plays  a  major  role  in  the  "real  feel"  of  the  text.

Below's  what  a  complete  first  text  along  with  all  the  features look like:

"  Gabby,  hello.  Running  a  bit  behind,  sorry; it  will  certainly  be there closer to 2:30. Still cool?"

We have:

( a) The greeting: "hey" (b) Her name: "Gabby."

( c) Some info: "Running a bit behind"-- "will be there closer to 2:30" (d) A little bit of consideration: "sorry"-- "Still cool?".

The fact that you texted to let her understand you will be late in the 1st place--that also counts as consideration.

In certain instances, we can quickly lose the greeting, and it still feels fine, mainly if the text is warm and comfortable. Therefore in the example above, we can drop the greeting (hey), and it is 



still fine because she expects you to deal with logistical issues in the  run-up  to  the  date.  Often,  though,  you  will  wish  to  include the  greeting--  it  improves  the  possibility  you'll  get  a  positive response.

Next off, you should always use a girl's name in the first message of  a  new  text  conversation.  This  trips  a  mental  trigger  that assures her that you're speaking to her. Text, phone, and email don't  just  feel  that  person  when  you  do  not  use  the  other person's name.

Exclamation points and emoticons have a lot more upside than downside.  They'll  add  more  benefits  to  your  text  and  help compensate for the absence of body language, voice tone, etc.

If you make use of periods, your message will appear like this:

" Hey, Jim. I hope your week has been perfect. Seem like mine's never going to end."

If I get this type of message from a girl,  It makes me think the girl's  a  downer;  she  appears  whiny,  and  I  get  worried  that  if  I meet  her,  she'll  drag  me  into  negative  topics  or  even  she'll  get clingy and too dependent if we meet.



Surprisingly,  some  researchers have  found  out  that  people  rate text  that  ends  in periods,  like  the  one  cited above,  as  a  lot  less sincere than text messages without them.

Now, compare that earlier message to this:

" Hi, Jim! I hope your week has been perfect:) Feels like mine's never going to end..!".

Doesn't that feel fresher, energetic, and stunning! I can not wait to meet this girl. The same message, with different punctuation at the end of the sentences, She's likely to be a breath taken. Our text messages (as men) will not be that bouncy since we won't be texting just as ladies text, but it'll be related.

Texting  is  just  one  of  those  mediums  from  which  you've  to choose.  In  this  instance,  the  choice  is  between  masculine  and negative  or  feminine  and  positive.  I'll  go  for  feminine  and positive and count on my real life masculinity to plow under any kind  of  worries  of  my  text  being  too  adorable.  Despite  these features,  texting  still  feels  more  natural  than  face-to-face communication.  You  can  not  much  afford  to  do  without  them and go through a lot more unnatural feeling.



One more point to keep in mind on text  messages is grammar.

How grammatically correct should you be?

The  challenge  with  regards  to  grammar  is  becoming  loose enough  to  look  informal,  but  positively  not  careless  that  you appear  ignorant.  Individually,  what  this  means  will  vary  by subculture, nation, continent, and age. I can't  tell you precisely what syntax to use because it might be the wrong grammar  for your  age  or  where  you  reside!  I  will  say  this,  though: your  aim with grammar needs to be making your text persona match your in-person persona as much as you can.

Text works better as an extension of the person. Hence, if you've acquired an incredible office works and you suit up correctly and appear to be good, you won't wish to text her:

" Wat up bae, would u like to eat some food with me?"

Even though you're the local crack dealer, you yearn for cleaner grammar  than  this.  Usually,  a  slang  is  more  challenging  to understand,  and  the  more  complicated  your  texts  are  to understand, the less she will go through and answer them. Don't forget,  mental  loads.  Casualness  as  a  stylistic  choice  is  indeed 



excellent; going too  far into way too much shorthand is all you should avoid as much as possible.

Thus  far,  we've  talked  about  greetings,  syntax,  names,  and punctuation.  Next,  we  will  discuss  the  other  two  elements  to feature  in  every  new  text  conversation:  Information  and Consideration.

The  relevant  information  you  discuss  is  the "point"  of  the  text; it's  the  main  reason  why  you  texted.  The  consideration  is  the
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
