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At first glance, mastering even the basics of Russian grammar can seem like a daunting
challenge. However, while it can be significantly different from English grammar, it is not
as difficult as it seems. For one thing, Russian grammar does not make use of articles.

Also, Russian grammar follows the same subject-verb-object pattern that English gram-
mar does. The only thing that can make this a bit more challenging is the fact that vari-
ous word combinations can be used in order to emphasize a point. However, as long as
you are determined to learn then you will easily be able to master the basics of the lan-
guage and earn praises for your efforts.

The Nominative Case (Hard Stem) and Gender Nouns

Gender nouns are dividedinto three classes. These classesare thoseformen(m y x ¢ k 0 i),
women (xx e v ¢ k u i), and neutral genders (¢ p e 1 u u it). It is easy to distinguish be-
tween the classes based on their last letter.

Masculine nouns often end with a consonant. A few examples using this pronoun are the
words 1 om and B a u.

Meanwhile, feminine nouns end with a vowel. Commonly, this is the vowel “a” as in the
casesof tramma and Auwua.

Finally, the easiest way to distinguish a neutral or neuter noun is through its vowel “"0” end-
ing. An example of a neutral noun in its nominative case is o xk 1 o

Personal Pronouns

In order to avoid repeating a specific name again and again, a few corresponding pronouns
can be used to replace the names in conversation. Similar to English pronouns, Russian
pronouns are also governed by gender.

The Russian pronoun oH is translated as he. This pronoun replaces any masculine noun. A
sample sentence is oH xypHanucT of he is a journalist.

The Russian pronoun oHa or she refers to female nouns. It is used to replace the feminine
nouns AHHa and koMHaTa. A sample sentence is oHa ctyaeHTka or she is a student.

For gender neutral nouns, the common pronoun to use is oHo. This replaces the noun okHo.
A sample sentence is BoT oHO or here it is. However, it is also possible to use the feminine
pronoun OHa.
