  Born on the 23rd of August, 1978 in Philadelphia, Pennsylvania, Kobe Bryant got selected by the Charlotte Hornets right from high school. He then was immediately traded to the L.A. Lakers, where he went on to win five championships and turned into one of the leading scorers of the entire NBA. He has had a well-known competition with one-time teammate Shaquille O'Neal and was once implicated of sexual offense, though costs were later dropped. In 1984, after finishing his NBA profession, the elder Bryant took the family to Italy where he utilized the Italian League. Growing in Italy along with 2 sports more mature relatives, Shaya and Sharia, Kobe was a passionate player of both basketball and soccer. When the house returned to Philadelphia in 1991, Bryant registered with the Lower Merion senior high school basketball team, leading it to the state champions four years straight. With an eye on the NBA, he additionally began exercising with the 76ers.
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
