This story, 'Little Bun Rabbit,' is from a book of his short stories for children, but he is most famous for his very successful novel, that you probably already know of, called 'The Wonderful Wizard of Oz.'

This magical short Christmas fantasy story by L. Frank Baum, is intended for adults to read to small children, especially at Christmas, although of course anyone can read it. But we have also included a short introduction for the adults who might be interested, and also, mainly, to fulfil our obligations as publishers of a vintage work.

Frank Baum, called 'The Life and Adventures of Santa Claus,' which makes a great Christmas story for kids who are a little bit older, which you and your kids might also be interested in. The famous American children's fantasy author, L. Frank Baum, grew up in a wealthy family, in a part of New York called Mattydale, in his parents large house and estate called 'Rose Lawn.' By all accounts, he was a fun, sensitive and creative child with some, probably psychosomatic, early health problems.

The letter 'L' of L. Frank Baum's first name, stands for 'Lyman,' which he was named after his uncle. But he always disliked it, so he asked everyone who knew him to call him by his middle name, Frank, instead, which they did.

Frank had a great interest in non-fiction writing, theater, acting and playwriting, all his life from childhood, but he had many other jobs and businesses as well.

His family encouraged his creative interests as a child, and helped him financially, but he still had to make his own way as an adult, and he suffered many disasters and disappointments before becoming truly successful in his forties as a children's fantasy author, by which time, he was happily married with one child of his own, and three more on the way.

This short story, 'Little Bun Rabbit,' is the very last story in L. Frank Baum's book of childrens' short stories, called 'Mother Goose in Prose.'

Just before 'The Wonderful Wizard of Oz' was published, catapulting him to worldwide fame, Baum wrote several other children's books, and Mother Goose in Prose was one of them. Illustrated by young artist Maxwell Parrish, who also went on to become very famous, it was quite successful at the time.

The stories were based around the characters and basic plots of famous childhood nursery rhymes, and they all begin with the first few lines of that nursery rhyme.

Most of the nursery rhymes in the book are still well-known today, like Humpty-Dumpty, Sing a Song O' Sixpence, Little Bo-Peep, and Hickory Dickory Dock, but the origins of this last one in particular, 'Little Bun Rabbit,' are more mysterious.

L. Frank Baum's books often contain lots of symbolism, and we can even see his own deep motivations and train of thoughts coming through in the story, as he navigated the internal and external obstacles of his own journey, in life and as an author.

As well as the main girl character in this story, Dorothy, having the same name as she does in 'The Wonderful Wizard of Oz,' Baum was basing these stories around nursery rhymes, in the same way that Santa, in this last story, is making toy rabbits for the children, by modeling them on the real rabbit.

As an author, he is like Santa, creating toys for the children. The toy rabbits are like a metaphor for creativity, and the creation of his own books, with rabbits a symbol of the children he was creating them for, and his own vulnerability.

By doing this, he was both practicing and preparing, to become a talented, world famous author, creating only from his own imagination, as shown especially in: "After this," said Santa Claus, "I can make rabbits without having you for a pattern; but if you like you may stay a few days longer in my castle and amuse yourself."
