to the Global Statshot Report, today more than 6 out of 10 people
on Earth are
connected to the web. In detail, internet users have grown by more
than 330
million in the last year.
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As a
result of increased access to the internet, more than 500 million
new users
were registered on social media platforms in the last 12 months,
meaning the
number of users has increased by an average of more than 1.4
million per day ,
most of them Chinese.
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Internet
users between the ages of 16 and 64 say that WhatsApp is their
favorite social
media platform. Facebook is second in the ranking, with almost 22%,
while
Instagram is in third place, with 18.4%. Thus, the three main
platforms of
Facebook represent more than two thirds (67.9%) of the global
favorites.
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At a
general level, the typical user of social networks says that they
actively use

idea of the internet dates back to the 1900s when scientists and
engineers
imagined the possibility of transmitting information through
technology. But it
wasn't until the 1960s that JCR Licklider of MIT thought of the
"Intergalactic Network" for computers. Shortly after, the ARPANET
(Network of Advanced Research Project Agencies) was created, the
first
functional system.
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The
first email was sent in the 1960s. They used the ARPANET system
which allowed a
rudimentary way of sharing files between connected computers. It
wasn't until
the late 1990s that web-based email became popular on systems like
AOL.
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In
1989, Tim Berners-Lee created the World Wide Web or www thanks to
which the
first web page was codified on August 6, 1991. By the way,
Berners-Lee was
knighted on July 16, 2004 by Queen Elizabeth.
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Berners-Lee
known as the "Father of the Web" was also the one who uploaded the
first image to the internet and once confessed that the double
slash
"//" in web URLs is what he most regretted because they were not
necessary at all.
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The
wireless internet connection was founded in September 1990, which
means that
Wi-Fi is only 31 years old but today it is the largest transmitter
of
communications in the world.
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The
names for wireless internet were WaveLAN, FlankSpeed, DragonFly,
WECA, and IEEE
802.11b Direct Sequence, but Wi-Fi was adopted as a marketing
strategy.
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Wi-Fi
is a pun on the term "Hi-Fi" or "High Fidelity", but Wi-Fi
doesn't really mean anything.

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Nokia
was the first company to bring the Internet-enabled mobile phone to
market. It
was baptized with the name of Nokia 9000 Communicator and exhibited
at the
CeBIT Technology Fair in Hannover in 1996.
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The
first video posted on YouTube is titled 'Me at the zoo'. Its author
is Jawed
Karim, one of the founders of the platform itself. With a duration
of 19
seconds, it was shared on April 23, 2005 and has already exceeded
48 million
views. In addition, it was the only video released by Karim.
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What
is the relationship between a coffee maker and the world's first
webcam? To
find out, we have to go back to the year 1991. The invention of the
webcam
occurred almost by chance in the computer laboratory of the
University of
Cambridge (England), by a group of researchers called Quentin
Stafford-Fraser

Tired
of taking walks to the department's coffee machine located in
another room (the
famous Trojan Room), they chose to connect a camera that would
allow them to
monitor whether there was coffee or not without having to get up
from their

The
camera used corresponded to the Philips model in black and white
with a
resolution of 129 x 129 pixels. However, it was not until 1993 that
Dan Gordon
and Martyn Johnson updated the software to respond to web requests
using the
graphical Mosaic browser.
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According
to the 2020 Bad Bot Report from cybersecurity software and services
company
Imperva, only 62.8% of total internet traffic is generated by
humans. The
remaining 37.2% comes from machines or bots. Thus, this last
percentage is
divided into 24.1% of malicious bots and 13.1% of good bots.
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ARPANET
is considered to be the mother of the Internet. This computer
network developed
in 1969 by the United States Department of Defense (DOD) was
intended to
function as a means of communication between different state and
academic
institutions. Its first node was created at the University of
California in Los
Angeles, and was the backbone of the Internet until 1990.
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Between
1989 and 1990, the British engineer and physicist Tim Berners-Lee
launched the
World Wide Web (WWW), publicly presented two years later. It was a
set of text
and hypertext documents, and lacked colors, animations, photos, or
videos. Its
objective was the exchange of data between the thousands of
scientists working
at the European Center for Nuclear Physics in Geneva,
(Switzerland). By the
way, you can still visit it if you enter the terms 'info cern ch'
in the
search.
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The
man behind the invention of email was Ray Tomlinson, who passed
away in March
2016. In the early 1970s, he created the first email program on the

His
contribution made it possible to send the first message between
networked
computers. It is the first step of the revolution in the form of
digital
communication. Tomlinson is also credited with using the at sign
("@") in email addresses, a tradition that has been maintained to
the
present day.

MetaBallStudios (specialized in comparing and representing the
measurements of
various elements) designed an animation to demonstrate what the
dimensions of
