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German is one of the most widely-spoken languages in the world, and is said to be closer to
English than French or Spanish is due to the Germanic origins that both languages share.
Thus, an elementary knowledge of the German tongue is said to be quite helpful in improving
one’s grasp of the English language as well as vise versa.

To get started on learning the German language, it would be advisable to begin by building
up your basic vocabulary:
