This book was written to help the beginner, be they child or adult, learn to play music
in a simple and easy way that requires no previous knowledge of music. Just by
following the circles with letters, you will sound like an experienced musician.
Playing music can be effortless and an enjoyable game. That is our goal: to give you
what you need to begin to play beautiful music while having a good time.
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FOR THE BEGINNER
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To begin to play right away without any musical knowl-
edge, you just need to obtain and apply the stickers with
letter-notation and place on each key of your melodica.
You can buy them or create your own using common
peelable paper stickers (the ones commonly used as
price tags in stores).

Note that you must place the stickers correctly. Apply
the stickers according to the graphic corresponding to
your keyboard (the 32-key or 37-key melodica).
Prepare the keyboard for the sticker by cleaning it with
a tissue or cloth. Apply each sticker corresponding to its
proper note. Placing stickers correctly is important.

Usually each Melodica includes a long hose and a short mouthpiece.

It's easier to start with the hose, so that you can see what your fingers are doing.

You can hold the melodica using the hand strap or play on a tabletop using both hands. Make sure
your hands are relaxed and your fingers are not rigid.

Care of the Melodica:

Keep your melodica in a warm, dry place. Always keep it in a case or box when not using it.
This will protect it from dust, dirt and pets.

The melodica is a reed instrument played by blowing air
into it, so moisture will naturally build up inside and
needs to be removed regularly.

This simple procedure prevents the keys from sticking.
To remove the liquid press on the spit valve, the small
button usually placed underneath the melodica.This
button helps you to remove excess saliva, especially
immediately after playing.

Blow through the instrument without pressing any of the
keys or hold the melodica vertically and shake up and
down. Open up the melodica after long periods of use to
clean further.

All songs were adapted especially for beginners. Most songs will be played within the main
octave (great octave). You can experiment with the neighboring octaves yourself.

The small circles in each song correspond to the keys of the neighboring octave (small octave).
Hitting the # mark inside the circle activates notes on the upper row. We group circles to simply
show correct rhythm, and organize melodies in order from simple to complex.

There are 3 levels in this book:

Level 1 and 2 are for beginners and use circles with letter notation, instead of notes. Level 3 has
letter notation and traditional musical notes.

Level 1. Songs which are possible to play within the main octave.

Level 2. Songs which need to be played in an octave other than the main octave, or songs which
involve the flat notes. The pictures of the notes no longer have the small circles which correspond
to the small octave keys, as in Level 1. Now you will need to select the proper note/key by ear.

Level 3. These songs have been written for one octave with ordinary “adult™ musical notes and
symbols. For small children, most musical notation can be ignored. The most important thing is to
begin to identify notes and recognize their sounds.

The third part of this book includes 3 songs which have the same tune/melody. Twinkle, Twinkle, Little Star, Alphabet Song,
and Baa, Baa, Black Sheep are based on a tune by Mozart, which in tum is based on a French tune, “Ah, vous dirai-je, maman”
(“Ah! Would tell you, mother?”) Children will be able to see that while some songs can have the same notes, the notation

is in fact unique. Each song is meant to be played in a different way
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
