Many emphasize the battlefield, overlooking the fact that battles are often legal disputes before they manifest as physical conflicts. Jesus portrayed prayer not as a battlefield struggle but as a legal endeavor within a judicial framework, as highlighted in Luke 18. In this narrative, the widow's interaction with the judge, not her adversary, is pivotal. Her approach implies that once justice is decreed by the judge, the adversary's power diminishes.
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
