Spot The Narcissist





What Is Narcissistic Abuse?

Narcissistic abuse is a type of emotional abuse that occurs in a relationship between a narcissistic person and their victim or victims, whether a romantic partner, family members, friends, or coworkers.

It is possible to undergo considerable levels of abuse while being in a relationship with a narcissist. This is especially true of emotional abuse. While they may not be aware of it, narcissistic people have a tendency to use words and language to demean, invalidate, or manipulate their partners, as well as to exert control over their conduct. As a result, the victim may feel inadequate or like a failure in the relationship.

Being a victim of narcissistic abuse can result in symptoms that are comparable to those of post-traumatic stress disorder (PTSD), such as emotional triggers, flashbacks, isolation, detachment, avoidance, and hypervigilance, among other symptoms.

The result of exerting excessive effort to obtain the narcissist’s approval over a period of time is a loss of one’s own personal identity. Individuals who have been affected frequently experience a significant loss of self-esteem or self-worth, and they may find it difficult to trust others and to make decisions. They will frequently separate themselves from others out of a fear that others will not understand or even believe what they are going through.

Who Are The Usual Suspects?

Research into the psychology of narcissism has revealed that this sort of identity is typically motivated by a deep-seated sense of shame, in many cases. In other circumstances, it could be that a narcissistic person is attempting to distance themselves from a traumatic portion of their past that makes them feel helpless or unimportant.

It has been shown that early trauma is strongly associated with the development of narcissistic personality disorder (NPD). Other signs of narcissism include an urge to be the center of attention and to neglect the sentiments of others, feigning victimization, or pathological codependency.

However, it should be noted that narcissism is a tough trait to discern in others. Psychologists examine a wide range of indicators and symptoms that, on their own, could be completely normal. This is because of the lack of medical tests that can detect it. Therapists look for signs of narcissistic personality disorder, such as excessive grandiosity, perfectionism, or self-loathing, to determine whether or not a patient has the illness.

Narcissistic tendencies are more prevalent in those who are well-off or well-known, as opposed to the general populace. Their environment exacerbates narcissistic characteristics if they already have them.

It is possible for a wealthy wife to feel separated from her husband due to his narcissistic behavior. Although they may be well-liked in public, their significant other may be suffering from a narcissistic personality. It is possible that you, like many other victims of narcissistic abuse, are not aware that the way your partner treats you constitutes abusive behavior.

The following are the physical and emotional responses to experiences that are similar to or reminiscent of traumatic situations, which are seen as intrusive, invasive, or otherwise unwelcome triggers:


	Suffering from flashbacks, which are the experiences of being taken back in time and reliving some of the most unpleasant memories from the past.

	Complete avoidance of any interaction with anyone or anything related to the narcissist.

	Having feelings of loneliness or a sense of being shut off from other people and feeling isolated.

	The feeling of being on high alert or guard all of the time.



The narcissist’s predilection for destroying and harming other people’s lives, which they may find gratifying, may be the catalyst for any or all of these symptoms to manifest.

Warning Signs

These are some of the ways that narcissistic people might try to gain power over their victims. To get what they want, the abuser may have to do different things in different ways. The difference between narcissists and sociopaths is that narcissists enjoy getting what they want. Some people might not like the conditions they make, and they might not even know that their actions are bad. After they reach their short-term goal, they may stop behaving badly, only to start again when a new goal is at risk.

Controlling Behavior

People who reflect the characteristics of narcissistic personality disorder are more likely to engage in controlling conduct. For a while, it may appear that they only want to be in control of their partner’s time and attention, but they will gradually demand more. They may demand that their preferences be followed, and they may even attempt to persuade their significant other to participate entirely in activities that are appealing to or beneficial to the narcissist. 

While some controlling actions are subtle, they are always persistent. Expect a narcissistic person to lie, cheat, or hide information to get their way on a regular basis. Control is synonymous with power in the eyes of narcissistic individuals.


Focusing on Themselves

Intensely self-absorbed and conceited, narcissistic abusers put their victims’ well-being at risk with their actions. It is their goal to coerce others into paying them an excessive amount of attention by engaging in a variety of acts that range from humorous to aggressive. The presence of violent demonstrations has the potential to cause distress to onlookers. They are capable of being frightening. 

A narcissistic individual who is motivated by personal gain will attempt to control everybody and everything in their path to success. In response, their victim is continuously aware of their emotions and may expend a significant amount of energy attempting to predict the narcissist’s wants, which are known to fluctuate dramatically.


Love Bombing

When meeting a narcissist for the first time, they may appear to be overly pleasant, excitable, or extremely nice. They may overshare interesting or emotionally compelling aspects of their personal history or personality in an attempt to be liked, and whether or not these are true or false stories, they will be believable. This practice, called love bombing, initially attracts people to the narcissist and gives them a confidence boost, though this is a way to endear the victim to the narcissist so that they start a relationship off on a positive note before turning to other methods of control.


Gaslighting

Gaslighting is a type of psychological manipulation that is intended to confuse its targets. A person who adopts this strategy forces them to question their perception of reality. They may claim to have forgotten an incident in which they were involved or to have mistrust in the memory of others to gain an advantage over their victims. The fundamental goal of this approach is to maintain their position of dominance over others.

Narcissists can maintain their version of reality at the forefront of people’s minds by making them doubt their judgment or recall. After gaining control of the narrative, they believe they will be able to influence the outcome in their favor.


Isolation

A common tactic used by narcissistic abusers is to isolate their victims, which is typically a prelude to more serious physical and psychological abuse. Initially, the narcissist may remove the individual from their support network of friends and family members to establish themselves as the primary source of affection and validation for that individual. If a person’s loved ones, the ones who are most familiar with them, are kept away from them, it may provide an abuser more opportunities to gain control over the individual.

In order to prevent their victim from spending time with loved ones and friends, the narcissist will make repeated attempts to prevent them from spending time with those who inquire about how much the victim has changed since being with the narcissistic abuser or who express disgust for this connection. Narcissists may attempt to erode trust by lying or making disparaging remarks about their spouse’s family members, or they may fabricate disagreements or circumstances to prevent their partner from making or keeping plans with other people, among other tactics.
