Some people experience revival, while others allow revival. We should let God take the lead. If God desires to extend a gathering past a certain hour, then we simply need to say, 'Go ahead.' Similarly, if God suggests showing up an hour early, we should wholeheartedly embrace it.  This isn't a structured event with five points; it's a single point – prepare yourself for God's presence. We must prepare ourselves. When it comes to readiness, think about how people prepare for the changing seasons. As the weather starts to improve, they eagerly anticipate wearing their favorite holiday attire and getting their yards in shape. The first time you mow the lawn, it seems like it never stops growing. Thank you, Jesus.
 God gives us an opportunity to prepare. It's one thing for God to start moving without warning, but it's different when He tells us to get ready because He's about to manifest His presence. That changes everything. When you sense something is on the horizon, it's time to make the necessary preparations. Thank you, Lord.
 Many people feel they can't allocate the time needed for revival. They believe they're too occupied. But God revealed to me today that religion often resists revival during the summer, while He embraces it. Have you ever noticed that gas prices seem to rise during the summer months? People want to spend more time outdoors as the days lengthen. Yet, we claim we don't have time for revival. That's the message God is hearing from the church today – "Come, Holy Spirit, move," but when He's ready, we say, "We don't have time." God can disrupt your schedule. Personally, I've never had a problem calling a church and saying, "I can't make it; something's happening here." Instead of them coming to me, I'd say, "Why don't you come here?" There have been times when the next city was 100 miles away, but the church members joined us because they had a heart for God. They said, "I've got time; I want this move of God so badly that I'll drop everything for it." Our lives have become too complicated, with too many commitments. Sometimes, as Christians, we become overly busy. Church programs on Sunday mornings can resemble television shows with commercials, main attractions, previews, and constant changes. Our lives are cluttered. But we should prioritize God's move over everything else. If God is going to move, we want to be part of it.  When God is ready to move, we must make time.
 Our lives are too complex. We often tell friends, "If you ever need anything, just call me." But when they call, we're too busy. We need to set our affairs in order to be available. God is saying, "Get ready for a move of the Spirit." If you're too busy for revival now, and God starts moving, will you be ready? You need to prepare in advance. Sometimes, God can place His eternal touch on something in your life to extend its impact. This touch can make a significant event last longer because it's serving a purpose in your spiritual growth. When you're in the glory, time seems to accelerate, but it's during those lingering moments that God shapes you. It's like a 21-day period where God holds everything still to teach you valuable lessons. Embrace those moments; they're preparing you for acceleration. Time may appear to be moving faster, but in the spirit, God can bring an acceleration that shortens the journey. So, let's prepare ourselves, stay focused on God, and be ready for His move.
 He can put you in a holding pattern, or He could accelerate you. But you know what? Both in the area of time are the same because completion takes place in your life that what would take 10 years is taking place like that. See, when I was raised up in church, many ministers would look at me and say, "Well, you're too young. You can't do it because you're too young. You haven't been in the ministry as long as we have." But God had another answer to that. See, I want you to understand that God will use you wherever you are. When we stay in the glory, there are enough minutes in every hour and enough hours in every day to get your job done. Have you ever done something in a day that you should have never been able to get done? It's like, how in the world did I get this house painted? And then you had another day, and you're like, how in the world did I not paint the porch? Sometimes it's accelerated, and other times it's in a holding pattern. I'm saying these things for a reason because God is going to bring in the entire harvest, but He's also going to bring it in steadily. Sometimes God finds a busy person to do His special tasks. He never asks me to do anything unless I'm busy. When God tells you to do something, do it, even if you don't have time. Sometimes things just get accomplished. Sometimes you just get anointed to get things done, especially in the things of God.
 We need to get ready because it could just be one moment, and God is going to move. Do you think God's going to announce His return on a certain date? No, we need to get ready for revival, not like that, but get ready for revival. There's a shortness of time, and every moment is precious to God. Cherish the moments with your family, friends, and loved ones. We will see hundreds of thousands come to Christ in a single service in the days ahead, and it will be a spontaneous move of God. So be ready to throw everything up to God, your plans, your possessions, and let Him take control. In God's time, there is an acceleration that can impact your life, your finances, and everything you offer Him.
 Take it all. He accepts all your sacrifices. Do you know what happens when you sacrifice? Sometimes, you have to let go of something for Him to bless you. There are moments when you struggle to hold on to something in your life when you should release it to God. He blesses our sacrifices when we lay them down.
 The days of normal sermons and business as usual at church are fading away. There must be a new urgency in our sermons, and they must come by revelation. Some of us need to throw our schedules to the wind and let God lead us. Have you ever wrapped your schedule around a TV show? Sometimes, we get so caught up in our routines that we forget to prioritize God.
 Let's not return from the presence of the Lord the same way we entered it. Every time we come into His presence, we should leave with something new, leaving our burdens with Him. God sometimes gives us a challenging word to change us. He loves us too much to leave us the way we are.
 Sometimes, God needs to replace the old you with a new you. It might feel offensive at first, but He does it out of love. He wants us to come back to Him transformed. Revival is about transformation.
 God is laying new anointings upon us, and we must be ready to carry the glory on our shoulders. We should be prepared for whatever is necessary to get ready for revival. Sometimes, there are physical preparations to be made. We must be prepared for overflow, as God is ready to pour out His blessings upon us.
 Revival is not done in America. The United States is ready for revival, especially in these times of darkness and division. God is going to bring changes in various areas, including how we support Israel, address issues related to different lifestyles, and promote unity.
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
