That was the greatest legal transaction in history. 


	That's what the cross is. It was a legal transaction. He became sin for us that we might become the righteousness of God. He took sickness that we might be healed. And he actually took poverty so we could be rich, and many other things. And so it was a legal transaction that when we by faith in our hearts come into that with him, we get the benefits of everything he did for us. But the enemy comes through different scenarios to build legal cases against us that do not allow us to get the full benefit of everything. Jesus died for us again. So we have to learn how to approach God not just as our father as important as it is, not just as our friend but also as the judge that is in that place in the spirit realm. We can get everything legally in place so that we get the full benefit of everything Jesus died for us to have. 
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
