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  Introduction 1 by A.E




  Fix your eyes on Jesus




  To some, this book may bring discomfort, to others, it may seem as heresy, and to others still, a blessing of great proportion. It contains encounters rarely spoken of, much less often shared outright in a book. Nonetheless, this book will challenge and provoke you to pursue a more intimate walk with Jesus and a life lived for the expansion of His Kingdom.




  Hebrews 12:1-2 speaks of the great cloud of witnesses, believers gone before us who now reside with our Savior and Lord in Heaven, still cheering us on in the faith. These saints, though they have experienced death in their physical bodies, are alive spiritually because of eternal life through Christ. After all, we know that life does not cease at our passing from our life on this earth. We will live eternally either with God in eternal joy or without Him in eternal suffering. These believing saints now live forever with Christ, just as we, who have given our lives to Him, will also do when we pass into eternity.




  Some may speak against encounters such as these so courageously shared within the pages of this book, pointing to the passage of Scripture describing King Saul’s visit to a medium so that he can get counsel from the prophet Samuel (1 Samuel 28:5-19). Of course, we know that Saul’s act was a disobedience to God. He used an occult worshipper and method to do so, a way of man and of Satan, not the way of God. King Saul, of his own accord, asked to have Samuel brought forth, versus the Lord Himself bringing someone to speak to him of His deciding. Saul sought counsel though a witch and medium of the occult when we, by God’s own choosing, encounter the Lord or one of His saints who is now with the Lord. We seek after the Lord with all our hearts, but we leave the way He answers our cries for more of Him and more of Heaven to His rightful choosing and His holy ways. Father God loves to answer our hunger for Him and show us glimpses of Heaven where He dwells, but He is against doing so though the means of men or the devil.




  Furthermore, Jesus Himself spoke with two saints mentioned in the Bible, meeting with Moses and Elijah on the Mount of Transfiguration (Matthew 17:1-9). Jesus’ closest disciples, Peter, James and John, were with Him and met those two saints as well, and in such a tangible way that though they were mere men, Peter spoke of wanting to build three tabernacles for their visitors right then and there! Jesus Himself says of us, “Most assuredly, he who believes in Me, the works I do, he will so also, and greater works than these he will do, because I go to My Father (John 14:12).




  Another example of this is mentioned in the Gospel of Matthew. It speaks of how, after Jesus’ death and resurrection, many saints rose from their graves and appeared to the people in Jerusalem (Matthew 27:50-53). Wow! That sure makes encounters with saints in Heaven seem more real, and they are real!




  Make no mistake: We do not run after encounters with saints or angels only and forget about our Lord. In fact, such encounters are meant to draw us closer to Jesus, reminding us that we are seated with Him in Heavenly places even now (Ephesians 2:6). Above all else, we must set our hearts on Jesus, but if in our intimacy with Him, He introduces us to one of the saints now in Heaven, He must have His reasons or He would not bring us into such encounters. The Lord says in His Word: “For as the heavens are higher than the earth, so are My ways higher than your ways, and My thoughts than your thoughts.” (Isaiah 55:9).




  That said, we must also remember to test the spirits as John exhorts us in 1 John 4:1-3. John makes it clear that we are not to dismiss every spirit we encounter just because it is not solely God. But we are to test the spirits to find out if they are “of God” as not only Jesus and His Holy Spirit are, but also any of the saints in Heaven with Him. John himself said to “test the spirits, whether they are of God” not only God Himself, and how we know whether they are of God is... “every spirit that confesses that Jesus Christ has come in the flesh is of God” (1 John 4:1-2, Emphasis added)




  Perhaps, the Lord desires to allow the great cloud of witnesses to further spur us on in seeking His Kingdom and righteousness first (Matthew 6:33). As you will discover in reading these conversations with the saints, they often exhort us to put every weight and sin that attempts to ensnare us, calling us to wholeheartedly fix our eyes on Christ, the Author and Perfector of our faith. (Hebrews 12:1-2).




  May this book spur you on in your pursuit after the heart of Jesus. Seek Him diligently!

  Introduction 2 by Matthew Robert Payne




  It has now been two years since I recorded the interviews for this book. I have published three other books before I had the fortitude to put this book into the editing process and the assembly line to get a book published.




  When I wrote His Redeeming Love - a memoir and published it, I thought I knew what stress was. It tells a graphic tale of my sin-riddled life, but those feelings are nothing compared to what I am feeling now as I prepare this book for publication.




  What you hold in your hands is a two hundred and twenty Microsoft word page prophecy. I was chatting with my sister who visited me from Heaven today and she was reassuring me that people will be blessed by the book and that I don’t need to go over the book line by line and make sure everything that was said by a saint can be backed up by scripture. She said that even the scriptures that are 100% inspired can’t be agreed upon by the people of the Christian faith, as to their particular meanings and applications.




  She told me that God was the God of my reputation and God is the God of promotion and though some may find errors in this book in doctrine or understanding, the same God who asked me to make the book would look after me and see that I live to outlive the bad reports.




  You will notice two years ago, the saints were reassuring me that even though I will be attacked and persecuted for publishing this book, that my God would honor me and make sure that I go on to fulfill the prophecies in my life.




  I have heard Graham Cooke, a popular prophetic teacher, say that every prophet hears things according to his prejudices and His doctrines. If you have read four of my books or so, and you read this book, you would see the common themes of what I believe in being repeated. Is this because what I believe in is true and right doctrine, or is that the saints merely spoke with a framework of what they wanted to communicate though this book around what I already believe and endorse? I’ll leave you to ponder this.




  This book, I personally believe, is a good representation of what I heard the saints say, and yet I have to say this work should in no way be considered or treated in the same manner as the Bible. Whilst my own hearing and my own beliefs that influenced what I heard may be found to be faulty in some way, I personally did my best to bring those saints’ words to earth.




  I am not the only person who has met a saint and conversed with them on earth or in Heaven. Rick Joyner, Todd Bentley, Ian Clayton and Jason Westerfield have shared about meeting and conversing with saints. It is my personal belief that over the next twenty years, more and more people are going to meet and converse with saints. I feel that God has had me publish this book so I would be a forerunner in this and spiritually open heavens over people’s lives for them to have the personal faith to have an encounter of their own.




  Never have I felt so scared to publish a book and you can be sure I would not doing it if I had not had numerous prophecies about this book and been urged by God to do so. No prophet with a good reputation would risk ruining it just to sell a few books.




  Jesus reminded me of the time that He was told by His Father to tell all His thousands of followers that to continue with Him, they must drink His blood and eat His flesh. At that time, all the Jewish people were commanded by God not to drink blood in the Old Testament. Jesus knew that most of the people would not be able to handle what He said. And from that day, nearly everyone left him. He asked Peter, “Are you also going to leave me?”




  My question to you is: are you going to embrace something you can’t understand? Or are you going to dismiss it as heresy?




  If you are game, read on and enjoy!




  

  Chapter 1 King David




  I’m Matthew Robert Payne and in this book, “Great Cloud of Witnesses Speak,” I have interviewed nineteen hand-picked saints of the Old and New Testaments. Each one of them was selected by God in the order that they appear in this book and all have a special message for us today. I have ten standard questions for each saint and at times, there are more than ten questions.




  

    (1) How do you feel today about being here to speak to the world?

  




  It’s an amazing opportunity to come down here and spend some time with Matthew, to sit on his lounge as he repeats what I say to him. A lot has been said and preached about me, from the Psalms that I wrote. People also know about me from the stories in the Bible, relating to different things that I did and the various things I experienced.




  It’s good to come down here and share firsthand a couple of things and to address the questions that have been given to Matthew by the Holy Spirit to ask each of us. This is not the first time I’ve been to earth. There are other people in the world that I’ve appeared to in these last days. There will be various saints from Heaven appearing on earth to give counsel and wisdom to certain people on earth.




  Just for the record, these saints will be used to speak into lives of people on earth, regarding specific information and duties that people will need to know about. All the saints will be led by the Holy Spirit and we receive our utterance from the Spirit of God, as well as having our own personalities and our own unique memories. It’s good to be here.




  

    (2) What do you think is special to God?

  




  I feel that God enjoys someone whose sole focus is on Him and have their life set apart for Him. In saying “set apart,” it says in the Book of Hebrews, “Pursue peace with all people, and holiness, without which no one will see the Lord.” Hebrews 12:14.




  I hear many preachers on earth speak about righteousness and holiness. They talk about these attributes as a standard of perfection and if one doesn’t reach this sinless state, then they will miss out on going to Heaven. However, I feel that these preachers place fear into their congregation because the people know that they cannot reach the required standard for Heaven.




  The point is that we know, and all people on earth should know, that it’s only the “righteousness of Christ” that sets anyone free.




  At the time of Jesus, it was the Jewish tradition for the host of a wedding to supply every wedding guest with a special “wedding garment” to wear at the function. The point was for all the guests to be dressed identically, so that no one looked better or worse than anyone else.




  This, too, is how God sees every believer today. Spiritually, each of us at salvation received a special robe called the “Righteousness of Christ.” We wear this garment all the time as it signifies that all our sinful works and all our works of the flesh are covered over by the righteousness of Christ.




  Jesus explained this Jewish principle in one of His parables about a particular wedding feast. Here, one of the guests refused to wear the wedding garment given by the master, but chose to remain dressed in his own clothes. After being questioned as to why he wasn’t dressed appropriately, he was ultimately thrown out of the wedding feast.




  Those who preach about a standard of personal holiness have little understanding of the Biblical meaning of the word “holiness.” These people are actually preaching self-righteousness, which is human self-works. This type of righteousness puffs one up with pride and can cause undue stress to those who feel that they cannot perform as well as others.




  The point I’m making is that you are uniquely special to God when you’re set apart for Him.




  To be set apart for God is a great definition of holiness. What does “set-apart” look like? A set-apart person is someone whose life is motivated by Godly desires, rather than by chasing after the empty and temporary pleasures the world has to offer, which may include such things as the collection of grand earthly assets. A set apart person is able to divorce themselves from the lusts of the world.




  A set-apart person is someone who desires to be a God-pleaser rather than a man-pleaser. This is because they are focused on the Lord and His desires.




  The Lord needs to be the “pearl of great price” to all believers. They need to give up the lifestyle of the world and focus wholly and solely on Jesus Christ and Who He is to them. I would say that it’s quite uncommon to find people who are wholly devoted to the things of God and who can easily divorce themselves from worldly thinking.




  If you have the resources, all the things of the world can be possessed by you, just as long as your possessions do not possess you. However, many people spend their money to keep up with others or to impress people. Their attitude is worldly, not godly. We want people to have money set aside to be able to help those less fortunate and to give others an opportunity to know the Lord.




  That’s what I find. God wants to be everything to you. He needs to be the central focus of your life. You need to worship Him in spirit and in truth. In other words, not only worship Him at church but worship Him in every action you do. My life was devoted to God. I loved God. Many of your worship leaders sing songs based on the words that I penned in the Book of Psalms.




  

    (3) What are some things that God said to you that impacted you?

  




  God said to me that I was special to Him. I don’t know about you, but I certainly had my faults and like anyone else, I had my fears. I went through a tremendous amount of suffering and running away from King Saul and I had to hide for a long time. I found that life was very difficult. Then, in the midst of my kingship, there were wars happening and even my son betrayed me, and all sorts of calamities and dangers were constantly happening to me.




  Right in the midst of me feeling attacked by all sorts of people, a deep, sad, sort of sickness began to overwhelm me. People today understand this as being depression. In the midst of one of these depressions, I heard God say to me, really clearly one morning, as I was preparing something to eat. He said, “You’re special to Me, David. People are going to remember you for how special you are to Me!”




  It was just the words, “you’re special” that got me. Now, I know that everyone who lives and breathes on the face of the earth would love to hear God or Jesus say to them that they’re special. The word “special” denotes something that’s like, set apart! It sounds like something that’s above or different or peculiar, or just totally contrary to the ordinary. When God said I was special, it just made my heart feel so good. He really said I was special to Him!




  I never forgot that. It resounded in me. It came up in my memory when tears were coming at night and all sorts of sufferings were happening to me. I remember those words in the midst of the struggle; that I was special to God.




  

    (4) What do you like about Heaven?

  




  It’s an exciting place to be! The whole of Heaven revolves around the mighty King, Jesus, the Exalted One. He sits on a throne of majesty and wields tremendous power in Heaven.




  It’s a wonderful thing to be recognized and known throughout Heaven that Jesus Christ sits on the throne of David; to know that Jesus Christ was called the Son of David and to be known in Heaven as “the” David, He was the Son of! It’s an enormous privilege to be a person whom Jesus descended from; Jesus the “Jewish Messiah,” was destined to be descended from me.




  It’s exciting and rewarding to walk around Heaven and people know and respect who you are. Not only that, it’s such a pleasure to do things that are given to me by God to do in Heaven; to rule in certain areas and make certain decisions. The people in Heaven are exciting and happy people and everyone has something to do in Heaven. Everyone feels worthwhile, but there’s certainly honor in Heaven.




  If you’ve lived on earth after the time of Jesus, and have done great things for God on earth, or you’re someone special God used for the proliferation of the message of Christ, people in Heaven honor that. If you lived prior to that time and displayed faith and great obedience to God, then everyone in Heaven also knows who you are. They know the deeds that you did and they know the level of intimacy that you had with the Father.




  Let it be known that there are certain glories in Heaven. There’s a certain light on the faces of certain people. There are “levels” of glory in Heaven. When you’re walking around with extra glory on you, people see that and they pay you respect and honor. Even though there’s no jealousy in Heaven, people certainly do recognize who you are. Heaven is an exciting place. We have many people to be interviewed coming after me, and I’m sure they can give you different facets of Heaven.




  

    (5) What personal advice do you have for me, David?

  




  I guess the best advice I can give you, Matthew, is the verse that you like: “We know that all things work together for good for those who love God and are called according to His purpose.”




  It’s my message to you that no matter what the suffering or the pain is, no matter how many trials that you have yet to go through, or how hot the furnace is, that’s refining or how hard and difficult life is, there is a purpose for everything. There is a sovereign purpose of God for everything that happens.




  As you already know, not everything comes from the hand of God. Satan is certainly in this world and he has certainly played his hand many times to hurt you and cause you strife and trouble. But we know through different Bible verses that the life of a true servant, the life of a true follower of Jesus Christ, is full of affliction and persecutions.




  Paul was quick to say and to accept and to tell others that the Christian life has troubles and trials in it. The example of Paul’s life demonstrates to believers that things in life can be tough. There are also examples from my own life. For years, I was on the run from Saul, with the betrayals of my son, with my army almost turning against me one time and wanting to stone me. There are all sorts of trials, hassles and persecutions in this natural life.




  God has a sovereign reason why everything happens and there really is true beauty that comes out of ashes. You need to concentrate on the will of God and his goodness. Satan has an agenda in this world to tell you, or to show you, that God is unfair to you that you’re not having it right. It seems to you that many others, by the age of forty-eight, are fully in ministry or are running churches or travelling the world and ministering to people.




  Here you are, still not travelling the world and still not doing big and exciting things for God. It’s very easy to be lied to by Satan that you’re not special, you’re not appointed and you do not a calling on your life, or God has forgotten you, or God is unfair! It’s Satan’s agenda to give you all these negative thoughts.




  Let me say, it wasn’t easy for me when I was on the run from Saul. Remember, I had already been anointed King of Israel but I hadn’t yet come into the “office” of king. Therefore, I know firsthand the reality of being appointed, but not in a position of leadership.




  When you haven’t been promoted into the position of king because the reigning king is still alive, it’s very easy to become disheartened, stressed, worried and in fear. I had been in a miserable state for a long time. Many of my Psalms were written out of total despair and anxiety. I was wetting my pillow by crying all night. I definitely know about not being able to sleep and having anxiety overtake me. I understand all of those things that you are going through.




  Yet, Jesus was descended from me and Jesus sits on the throne of David. In the end, my name was exalted. Take comfort that God says in the Book of Peter, “Humble yourself under the mighty hand of God and in due time, He will exalt you.”




  You just have to understand that if you do humble yourself and you remain humble, if you obey the leadings of the Holy Spirit each day, if you have patience and endurance; if you let the fruit of the Holy Spirit manifest in your life; and you humbly wait on God; He will exalt you! Be patient. Understand that God has His reasons for everything. Understand that God is kind and good and loving and merciful and long-suffering, and patient towards you. He’s perfect and He’s beautiful. He has great plans for you!




  Just relax and walk in the assurance that God is a good God and He loves you! He has a perfect plan for you. Jeremiah 29:11 is another Scripture that many people hold fast to and it’s one of the most quoted passages in the Old Testament. He wants you to know that He has good plans for you, plans to prosper you and to exalt you, plans to put you into a position where you’re His spokesman and you’re setting the captives free.




  God wants to bring you to a place where you’re bringing liberty to the brokenhearted and you’re speaking wonderful encouragement to all the people in your sphere of influence and where all your books travel to, and to help all the people who read them. You’re going to have a great impact and you’re going to change lives. You must hold onto and believe the prophetic words that have been spoken over you. Believe in your dreams and hold tightly onto them.




  That’s what I’ve have for you, Matthew, and that’s what I have for other people as well.




  

    (6) What keys do you consider important for the Christian life?

  




  As I said earlier, the most important thing is holiness, i.e. to have the righteousness of Christ. To be set apart for His purposes: to aim to have a heart that’s totally focused on God and His will for your life. This really is the basis of everything. 1 John 2:15-17 says, ‘not to be interested in the affairs of the world and the lusts of the flesh and the pride of life, and all those things.’ Quote this verse in full in your book, Matthew.




  “Do not love this world nor the things it offers you, for when you love the world, you do not have the love of the Father in you. For the world offers only a craving for physical pleasure, a craving for everything we see, and pride in our achievements and possessions. These are not from the Father, but are from this world. And this world is fading away, along with everything that people crave. But anyone who does what pleases God will live forever.” 1 John 2:15-17 New Living Translation (NLT).




  God isn’t excited in people who are caught up with the things of the world.




  People need to be set apart for God. Many people consider themselves as being good worshippers, because they sing worship songs at church. They come along to church or to a small group meeting once a week and they sing worship songs and they sing their hearts out to God. Sometimes, they weep and cry and they feel the presence of God, and they get caught up in the ecstasy of worship.




  Yet, these same people sometimes will leave church and then the stresses of the world and the daily struggles and the anxieties of the world, that is, “the life of the flesh,” will take over from Monday to Sunday again.




  They’ll go out into the world and they’ll walk past a person begging for food. They’ll be offended at work and gossip about the incident rather than turning the other cheek and forgiving the person. They don’t confront the person and say: “What you said yesterday in the staff room really hurt me. I know that you feel that it was funny, but I’m personally asking you to please not make jokes about me. I’m going through some difficult things at the moment. Your words really hurt and embarrassed me in front of other people.”




  That’s the sort of thing that Jesus told us to do. You need to worship Jesus by obeying Him. Your life should be a life of obedience and in that obedience, you’re carrying out His will, like a memorial; like an ever burning candle of incense to the Lord of hosts, saying to God, “I recognize your Son, Jesus. I recognize His dominion in my life and I come under His dominion. I come under His authority and I submit myself to His ways, above my own ways.”




  If you’re set apart and if you’re obeying Jesus and you have a lifestyle of worship, these are some of the essential keys that I consider would be beneficial to you.




  

    (7) What advice would you give to people who are struggling?

  




  You really only have to read the history of my life to understand what suffering is. You can also turn to the Book of Job and read what happened to him as an example of suffering. Sometimes, all you really need to do is to hear the accounts of others who have struggled and who have overcome, and have eventually experienced success and victory.




  There’s great power in people sharing their testimonies, their struggles, their trials, and victories that they’ve had through Christ Jesus and the power of the Holy Spirit. What advice would I give to those who are struggling? If you’re struggling and you’re going through a hard time, don’t look inward by saying, “Woe is me!”




  Choose not to dwell on being depressed and sad and caught up with how unfair God is because you’ve been listening to the lie that Satan tells you. Instead, I would suggest that you find other people who are struggling and start to invest your time in these people who are doing it tougher than you. I know that others too would say the same, but that’s some of my advice for you. Life can be sad and very depressing at times and I know that life can get completely on top of you when you are struggling.




  Matthew, you don’t read my Psalms very often, because so many of them are filled with my feelings of anguish and the cries of my heart. I know that many of my Psalms are depressing to you, Matthew. You want just my positive Psalms to be highlighted so you can easily turn to them. But the depressing Psalms are there for a reason, because it’s my story.




  When you’re struggling, it’s good to know other people who have struggled. One thing that I suggest for you to do when you’re having a hard time is to lift up your hands in worship and praise the Lord. Many modern songs encourage believers to praise God in the bad times and to praise Him in the good times. By doing this, you are praising God through all the storms and trials of life.




  Practice lifting your hands to God and saying to Him, “Thank you for being a righteous God. Thank You for being the Savior of my life. I don’t understand my suffering but I praise You for being a good and merciful God! I praise You for saving my life and giving me a heritage that will end up in Heaven.”




  Praise is a good thing, Matthew. That’s how I praised my way through life and I lifted up my praises to God.




  Sometimes, in my Psalms, I sound depressed, and I’m asking God for relief. Then you’ll see the Psalm turn around into praise where God has met me where I was. Be truthful to God. Don’t hold on to any resentment or anger towards Him, confess these things to Him. Don’t hold on to negative feelings of unfairness or frustration. You can be honest and say to God: “it’s just not fair and it doesn’t happen to other people, everyone else is getting healed and I’m not getting healed. I’m frustrated, God!”




  Don’t hold all that sort of stuff in, give God your true feelings. He knows about it anyway. Get everything off your chest towards Him so that you don’t hold resentments of bitterness in your heart. These are some of the things I suggest, Matthew. I am mindful that and there are many others who want to talk to you.




  

    (8) What was the best lesson you learned in your life?

  




  Well, let me say, many times, people preach about me; familiar stories are retold about the life and times of David. One of the foremost things that come up when people are preaching about me is when I looked upon Bathsheba and invited her to my palace and had sexual intercourse with her. They talk about her getting pregnant and me allowing Uriah to be killed. What’s the lesson that I learned out of that?




  I learned a good lesson from Nathan, when he said that ‘a man had a hundred sheep and yet he stole a sheep from another man who only had one.’ I learned a big lesson from that. As good as I was, I didn’t have the authority to step outside the bounds of the Law. I didn’t have the authority to cross-out the Holy commandments of God. I didn’t have the right to take another man’s wife. I did learn that lesson.




  There was much that I lost, my son to Bathsheba who was born from that sin. Later, I had sons turn against me. I had all sorts of troubles in my kingdom that sort of resulted from that same sin. There are consequences to sin. There’s forgiveness in Jesus Christ but there are consequences to sin. You don’t always really get away with doing wrong things. I learned a lesson there. I was repentant for what I’d done, but that didn’t take away the fact that I did it.




  We all seem to have wisdom when we look at things from a distance, or when we look back in hindsight. Then, we all seem to have far greater wisdom. I learned a lesson there. I know that people reading this will be happy, too, for me to address that situation.




  Another lesson that I learned in life was to honor God with all of your heart. If you put the Lord first in your life and if you honor Him with everything you have, He’ll open doors and He’ll make your ways perfect. He’ll do great things for you and He will work on your behalf.




  We’ve fought many wars where we had success because we honored the Lord and were faithful to the Lord God. Many people would think of the time when I stood up to Goliath and stoned him with a stone from my sling. It was not particularly hard to defeat and kill Goliath. I had used the stones before to kill small and huge animals. I knew God was with me. Also, I was very accurate and well-practiced. I had every confidence that I could take him down with a stone from my sling.




  I want you to know that we must stand up against injustice. We are to stand up against those who bring down the church or who are acting unjustly. If you’re led by the Lord or by the Holy Spirit; it’s good to take a stand for justice and for what is right. Speak up! Move and do something to help prevent injustice in some way. I was personally disgusted that the whole army of Israel were cowering in fear of Goliath and his army.




  Even though I was disgusted, I did have real fear, because Goliath was so big and he was really powerful. He was extremely scary but in the secret place, I’d learned to trust in my God. As a shepherd boy, I had experienced many hours of what people would call boredom, standing around and looking at sheep eating the grass. I’d spent hours upon hours singing to the Lord and worshipping and communicating with the Lord, my God.




  I had fought battles with lions; I had fought battles with bears and I protected my sheep. I was comfortable with danger and standing up and protecting my flock. A lesson that I learned and I can pass on to you is: don’t be afraid to stand up for what is right.




  

    (9) What message do you have for this generation?

  




  There’s a song that says, “Hold on tight to your dreams” by ELO. That’s what you need to do in this life to survive and to prosper. Just hold on tight to your dreams!




  Everyone born on earth has a destiny written on their life. They have a blueprint made in Heaven and designed for their individual lives. Everyone has things that they are meant to do and successes they are meant to achieve. Many of those successes and many of those things that you are destined to do are found in your dreams. In your most passionate dreams are the things that you want to do in this world. You need to focus on those dreams and on your purpose and your destiny.




  If you don’t know your purpose or your destiny, you need to find out what turns you on that you’d really like to do in the world. But when you do know your dreams, you need to hold on tight to them. Life can get really tough and it may take many years for you to develop into the person to have the ability to stretch yourself and accomplish your dreams. However, my advice to this generation is to hold on tight to your dreams.




  

    (10) If there was a reader you had one message for, what would be that message?

  




  There’s a guy who lives in the United States of America. He is in his teens at the moment and is living at home. He escapes by going off to his friend’s place, where he listens to hard core music and smokes marijuana. He doesn’t bring marijuana home to his own house, but he plays heavy music at home. He had an unpleasant childhood and his mother is estranged from his father.




  His father was a rough person: he was a drinker and was violent towards him and his mother. However, now, his father is out of the picture. The young guy is a Christian who goes to church but he doesn’t find total fulfillment in his church. He stands out in the youth group as a rebel. He just doesn’t seem to fit because he’s had so much pain and anxiety in his life.




  He feels so worthless and hopeless that the music speaks to his pain and his friends speak to him. The marijuana takes him to other places and gives him a sense of peace. Marijuana has a real stronghold in his life. He’s going to read this book eventually and he’s going to realize that I’m talking about him. His friend lives in a three story place and it has a basement like a garage, underneath the house. However, it’s not where the car is.




  Apart from his upstairs bedroom, his friend has a pad in the basement with lounges and a stereo. His mother doesn’t come down to the basement as it’s the son’s private place. Most times, there’s a haze of marijuana smoke wafting out from the basement, but that’s okay by his mum. She figures that as long as it’s done at home and under her supervision, what else can she do? She loves her son. However, you’re his Christian friend and you’re in that basement.




  There’s a painting on the wall of a sunset over an ocean. You often, in your haze, look at the sunset and the ocean, and you think of better times. It brings you peace and so does the marijuana. God doesn’t condemn you for smoking the marijuana, but there is a better way and there are people who you can approach. For instance, Matthew knows that there are helpful people in Elijah House Ministries.




  If you look up Elijah House Ministries, they can put you in touch with people who can talk to you in order to deal with your pain. When this is dealt with, you can still have the friend but possibly, you might move away from that addiction. Even with your example and the change that happens to your life, you may be led to be such an example to your friend who lives in the pad in the basement, and you may even lead him to Christ.




  

    (11) How did you feel about getting the Ark of the Covenant back?

  




  I was the respected King of Israel. I was the anointed and appointed King and leader of Israel. I was so excited and so jubilant. But my wife, Michal, who was Saul’s daughter, was offended and complained because in my wild jubilant dancing, I had become partially naked. She was ashamed of my public jubilance.




  Have you ever seen people rap dancing and having a wonderful time? Have you ever seen a person doing free-style rap and doing solo performances in front of a whole group of people and the crowd being excited as well? I was so caught up in the Holy Spirit that I just let myself go. I just danced and danced, and danced to the worship music and to the joyful note of the music being played. I was just so excited to bring the Ark of the Covenant and the presence of God into our city.




  It’s like a father who has missed his son for seventeen years, like Matthew has, finally seeing his son again. Seeing and having the tent of meeting and the Ark of the Covenant back and having the presence of God back in our city was something that can’t be compared to anything else. There’s no drug on earth that you can possibly take that can compare to the love and the excitement that I felt from God. I was totally, totally in rapture; Holy ecstasy, I call it.




  So that was a good question.




  

    (12) Does it upset you that preachers always mention your adultery?

  




  Any human being would be upset in having their sin continually brought up: continually having the adulterous relationship brought up and continually have the charge that I arranged to have Uriah killed brought up. If I was living on earth now, these things would still really upset me.




  Today, there are men on earth, even men having great ministries, who have fallen for prostitutes and fallen into adultery. For example: Jim Baker was one who fell. This sent reverberations around the whole Christian world. Consider if someone like say, Benny Hinn, one of your preachers on earth, was caught having an adulterous relationship with his secretary; it would destroy his reputation. Many people would no longer invite him to speak to the church.




  What I’m so happy about is that Jesus is a redeeming Jesus. God has stories of redemption all throughout the Bible. People came from terrible circumstances and they still do today. People did terrible things all the way through the Bible and things are no better today.




  Many people scoff at the Bible. They say it is a book written by man and it wasn’t inspired by the Holy Spirit. I’d like to ask how many people have a “Holy” book written with so many accounts of terrible stories and accounts of dreadful sins in it. Wouldn’t the dreadful sins of the saints of God be written out of the Bible if they’re writing a history account that’s meant to impress people? What makes me so happy is that sinners can relate to my story.




  There are so many men and even many women who are addicted to pornography. Also, there are multitudes of men in this world who have cheated on their wife and there are also wives who have cheated on their husband. All of those people can relate to me.




  Everyone who’s fallen into adulterous or fornication sins can relate to me. All of those men who are in sinful relationships and addicted to pornography can relate to me. Men who have had an affair with someone else’s wife and wanted forgiveness from his own wife and wanted to restore the marriage again - they can relate to a person who fell and did something wrong but was forgiven by God. Not only was I forgiven by God, but God chose to have a royal lineage to Jesus through my relationship with Bathsheba.




  After Uriah died in battle, I married Bathsheba and God’s plans still went ahead. God took something that was terrible, He took something that was a sin and He made something beautiful. There’s a song that Matthew knows and it’s sort of speaks of this. It was written by a prostitute and it goes like this:




  “Something beautiful, something good all my confusion He understood. All I had to offer Him was suffering and strife.


  But He made something beautiful of my life.”




  This is true of the life that I lived on earth. Now, in Heaven, it’s amazing for me to recognize how much victory and redeeming purposes; and how much guilt is taken away from people who have committed adultery. People read my account and they cry tears that, I too, had fallen into that same sin.




  It’s very comforting to some people to hear the testimony of another person who has sinned terribly. It makes them feel not as bad, you know. It makes them feel better about themselves to know that they’re not the only one who has succumbed to lust and succumbed to not being loved or appreciated by their wife as much as they can be.




  Matthew heard it said once, that not many people plan to have an affair or commit adultery. It’s just that they start to spend an unordinary amount of time with someone else. Suddenly, this person seems far more understanding and caring and they are not as distant as their wife. It seems that this friend has more of a listening ear and is more appreciative of them and they find themselves just falling into the sin of adultery.




  I hope that my testimony has blessed you and I hope that you’ve learned something helpful from me. I was very happy to be here and to speak to you. I remind you to set your sights on Jesus Christ and leave the things of the world just like the man who found the buried and hidden treasure. He went and sold everything he had to purchase the field so he can have that treasure.




  As my final words, I recommend to you to look to your life and start to focus on the Kingdom of God and to find your destiny.




  Start to live a lifestyle of giving time, prayer and devotion to the things of God and the purposes of God in your life, rather than living your life in wasted pursuits and the wasted accumulation of possessions. Jesus said that a man’s life isn’t made up of earthly success or the abundance of possessions. Instead, we are to store up treasure in Heaven where moths and rust cannot destroy, and the thieves can’t break in and steal.




  Treasure in Heaven accumulates when you give money to the poor or contribute to Christian ministries; when you make your life something that brings love and joy to others. When you invest your money or time into others and love them as you love yourself, then you will have much treasure in Heaven.




  Thinking about Heaven and the rewards you have there will cause you to be more Heavenly-minded. This will affect your daily walk on earth. I pray that you’ve been blessed and I pray that you’ll be excited and start to read more of the chapters of this book. God bless you and keep you, and I look forward to seeing you in Heaven.

  IMPACT: King David




  I am excited to read the interview that God allowed Matthew to have with King David. I relate to David a lot personally as a worship leader and someone who has gone through much waiting and challenges in life, yet still remained focused on the Lord.




  It is no surprise the first thing David says is about God being our sole focus. David knows deeply the truth of being a person who is set apart to the Lord in true holiness. He speaks of this in one of the most beloved Psalms he wrote:




   




  “One thing I have desired of the Lord, That will I seek: That I may dwell in the house of the Lord All the days of my life, To behold the beauty of the Lord, And to inquire in His temple.” (Psalm 27:4)




  Furthermore, in Psalm 27, David declares that he will seek God's face with all His heart (Psalm 27:8). As David says, it is of utmost importance that we divorce ourselves from the world and make God our everything. Jesus Himself says the greatest commandment is to love the Lord with all of our heart, soul, mind and strength (Mark 12:30).




  David exhorts us to not go after having the best of the best or having to compete with the world in acquiring material things. When we heap up earthly treasures and compare ourselves with others, we waste precious time, money and energy, and in the end, we are not any happier.




  Jesus tells us in John 15:5, “...without Me, you can do nothing,” and soon after, tells His disciples, “These things I have spoken to you, that My joy may remain in you, and that your joy may be full.” (John 15:11). In essence, He is saying that if we have all the treasures of earth and do not have Him, we have nothing. In every season of life, in good and in bad, true happiness will only be found if we have a growing, intimate relationship with Jesus.




  I have often found myself poring over David's psalms of devotion when I need to get my focus back on the “one thing” of intimacy with Jesus. David's songs of worship and love have inspired countless people to go deeper in relationship with God, not settling for less than all God has for us, even on this side of eternity.




  “You are special to Me”

  God is not mad at us for having emotions, even negative ones. God helps us work through our emotions and refines them with the help of His holy love. His response to David stirs my desire to persevere in living out God's destiny for me. It is good to know the truth of how God feels about us, and David knows this well!




  “And we know that all things work together for good to those who love God, to those who are the called according to His purpose.” (Romans 8:28)




  Yesterday evening, Father God led a friend to share a prophetic word with me about His purpose for the refining I have been recently experiencing. David, speaking of Romans 8:28, brings yet another reminder of God's great purposes for those who love Him. I am grateful to be reminded of this verse from Romans 8 through David's words to Matthew in this time of need. Again, I am reminded of God's great love for us in using all things for good and for His purposes.




  I thank God that He truly does take care of His own and that He brings beauty from ashes, as David shared from Isaiah 61:3:




  “To console those who mourn in Zion, To give them beauty for ashes, The oil of joy for mourning, The garment of praise for the spirit of heaviness; That they may be called trees of righteousness, The planting of the Lord, that He may be glorified.”




  As David said, God loves to bring us into a place and position in which we can change the atmospheres of regions and nations as we worship Him and proclaim His words of life. This brings Him glory as we do these things for Him, being all He made us to be. He does not give us prophetic words and then take them back. He does not give us the promises in His Word only to fail us. No, He is not a man that He would lie and He never fails us (Numbers 23:19). David's life is one of the greatest testimonies of God's faithfulness to fulfill His promises.




   




  “A LIFESTYLE of worship”




  David speaks of many who worship God in a weekly Sunday or small group meeting, but do not include Him in the rest of their week, loving and worshiping Him.




  My heart aches with David's words. I long to see all of the Body of Christ living as vessels of Heaven on earth, filled with God's love and pouring it out to others in kindness and mercy. Jesus told us to pray in Matthew 6:10, “Your kingdom come. Your will be done On earth as it is in heaven.”




  In Heaven, no one gets offended. No one gossips about another. No one has to beg for food. If we are praying for things on earth to be as they are in Heaven, then we should show mercy when someone offends us and forgive them. We should offer food to one in need.




  We are here to display Jesus to others in every area of our lives. We must have an intimate relationship with Him and then, we will desire to introduce others to Him by loving as He loves. We are vessels of the Holy Spirit, filled with Heaven and all the things of God, doing what we see our Father do (John 5:19). This is what it means to live a life of worshiping Jesus.




  Matthew's interview with King David is destined to impact many. David's exhortations to live a life of worship and thanksgiving will help all who choose to walk them out. He speaks from experience, having walked with God through joy, failure, trials and delight. His words in this interview, orchestrated by Father God, will bring many into a deeper relationship with Jesus as they discover that God believes that they, too, are special to Him, even in the midst of their weaknesses and failures.




  

  Chapter 2 Bathsheba




  Before the interview with Bathsheba, I want to first give an introduction to her story.




  King David was instantly captivated by Bathsheba when he was standing on the palace rooftop and saw a beautiful woman bathing nude on the roof of an adjacent building. David discovered that this alluring creature was the wife of Uriah, a Hittite soldier in David’s army. David later committed adultery with Bathsheba and she became pregnant, so he cunningly devised a plan of action to cover his sexual sin.




  David organized for Uriah to be released from his war duties for a short time, presuming that he would make love to his wife. In so doing, Uriah would be seen as the father of Bathsheba’s child. Most importantly, however, King David believed that his sin would not be made public.




  However, Uriah was an honest man and full of integrity. He resolved that he would not indulge in his matrimonial privileges whilst his men were in constant danger on the battlefield. He felt a little awkward about his unexpected short release, as his heart was really with his men in battle.




  David later realized that he was going to get into serious trouble, for Bathsheba had come to him and said that her husband didn’t sleep with her, that he had chosen to sleep with the servants instead. In doing so, Uriah had unknowingly signed his own death notice!




  Joab, who was King David’s nephew, was the commander of Israel’s army. In 2 Samuel 11:14-15, we read, “In the morning, it happened that David wrote a letter to Joab and sent it by the hand of Uriah. And he wrote in the letter, saying, ‘Set Uriah in the forefront of the hottest battle, and retreat from him, that he may be struck down and die.’”




  In fear of his own reputation, David had cowardly arranged for the murder of Uriah. You can imagine, Uriah and his men are in the process of having a savage and brutal sword fight with their enemy, then all his troops run away and leave Uriah standing alone, to be killed.




  God knew, however, that it was David in the palace who had essentially murdered him. When Bathsheba was free of Uriah, then David took her into the palace and married her. Bathsheba’s pregnancy resulted in the birth of David’s son, but God took that son; he died soon after birth.




  David had been repentant for all his sin and was crying and seeking the mercy of God for his son not to die, but God firmly told him that the child would die. When the death occurred, David came to his right mind and washed himself, put on clean clothes and resumed his role as King. Everyone was surprised that he was no longer weeping and he simply said: “Well, God said he would take my son and now He has. Let’s get back to business.”




  David recognized that God was just in all His decisions. He therefore resolved in his heart not to be upset anymore. Despite his personal grief, David had accepted the tragic outcome for his wrongdoing.




  Many times in the Bible, a prophecy has been delivered to a particular person and if they actually repented and turned away from their wrong actions, God would not fulfill His judgment plan. David assumed that this sort of thing would happen regarding his son, but in this instance, God had chosen to take his son. Because David really did love God, he bounced back as a righteous man and continued to live his life in his right mind again.




  Bathsheba is in the middle of the story of David. Bathsheba later became the mother of King Solomon, the wisest man who ever lived. Her first husband, Uriah, is listed in the Bible as one of King David’s “Mighty Men.” He too, has a lasting memorial recorded in 2 Samuel 23:39.




  This story of David and Bathsheba is preached often in churches. If you don’t attend a church, I just shared a brief outline to give you an understanding before my interview with her. You may want to look up Bathsheba on the internet, “Bathsheba and David.” If you like, look at the full story yourself. If you’re a Christian, you’ll understand who she is. Without further ado, we’ll invite Bathsheba to speak for herself. She’s sitting on my lounge now, so I’ll invite her to give her answers to the questions set down in my book.




  

    (1) How do you feel today, being here to speak to the world?

  




  Matthew, let me first say that many people may prefer that you had a woman’s voice right now, as I speak through you. To the people watching this video, you will just have to put up with a man’s voice speaking out my answers. I have to say that ever since we saw your future played on the screens of Heaven, we realized that these videos were going to happen.




  I’ve been so excited. Actually, I feel like a woman when her man is getting close to proposing. At every romantic location or opportunity, she’s sort of secretly wishing that he’ll get the ring out and propose. Being here today causes me to have somewhat the same kind on expectant feeling.




  I know that Jesus gave you the idea for the book last week. You asked a whole lot of people on your website for names and my name didn’t really come up. Therefore, I was delighted when you actually chose my name. In Heaven, we already knew the order in which you’d do the first five videos, but you only came to this same decision today.




  I’ve known for a long time, even before you were born, that this was going to happen one day. For forty-six years, we’ve all been waiting for you to produce a few books. Then, eventually, produce videos and then this book. Whilst you were interviewing David, I was actually sitting and listening and I was excited to hear what he had to say.




  I’m certainly very excited to step into the front line and share my story with you. Many women, both in the Bible and in churches today, have missed out on having center stage. Sometimes, I feel a little sad that men on earth seem to receive more honor than women. For me personally, it’s very exciting that I can be here for all the women, for they will really listen to something that I want to share.




  I have butterflies with my excitement. I’m sitting here happy and sort of nervous at the same time, but I trust that the Holy Spirit has all the right words for me to say. I’ve been planning this for years and years. As we go on with the questions, you’ll realize that I really have had the answers before you designed the questions.




  

    (2) What do you think is special to God?

  




  You can direct this question about being special to God or being special to Jesus.




  I believe that it’s very important for a wife to feel loved by her husband. This is because she needs to know and feel that she’s the center of her husband’s attention. It’s very special for her to be treated with dignity and honor and to feel safe and protected. It’s also very important for a husband to feel loved above all else.




  It’s very important for a husband to be respected and recognized as being the head of the home and to be obeyed. Many people would look at that statement and say that a husband doesn’t have to rule his wife and she doesn’t have to obey, but to my mind, obedience comes down to respect for your husband. What I mean is, if a wife submits to her husband, she wouldn’t purposely go and do things that he doesn’t approve of. Nor would she act in a manner contrary to what that respect would entail.




  Every husband likes to be respected. He likes to know that his wife will do what he asks her to do. Why? Because the husband would want his wife to be a representation of him. Getting back to the question, what do you think is special to God? What’s special to Jesus and His Father is that you obey Them, that you respect Them, that you honor Them, that you love Them above all else.




  For example: when Jesus was on earth, He gave the Sermon on the Mount. Later, throughout the four gospels, there are many other commands of Jesus. I know that you once saw a list of a hundred commands of Jesus. These are all things that Jesus told His followers to do or not to do. Jesus said, “If you love me, you’ll obey my commandments.” He repeated these words in John 14 three times.




  Jesus then encouraged us by making a promise to us. He said: “If you love me, you’ll obey my commandments. And if you’ll obey my commandments, my Father will love you and I will love you. I’ll manifest myself to you.” John 14:21. Jesus is essentially saying to His disciples, “The way that you prove that you love me is to obey my commandments.”




  Matthew, you realized that years ago. In the year 2000, you come across a group called the Jesus Christians and we allowed you to get a tract called the Top 40. At that time, they had forty of the commands listed and described what they actually meant and you took that list of forty and had your mom look through the Bible and the list actually grew to fifty.




  You produced an article called “The Commands of Jesus” and published it on Ezine Articles. You’re really excited about the commands of Jesus aren’t you? Well, Jesus says, “If you love Him, obey His commandments.” It’s just like a husband says to his wife: “There are three things that I want from you and they are: I want you to keep the house clean; have dinner on the table at 5:30 pm every day and more than anything else, you are to remain faithful to me.”




  You can imagine that if both parties agreed to this, it would be a very shallow marriage. Obviously, there would be other things, but let’s just say those were the three things that were most important to the husband. Perhaps his mother had always done these same things for his dad, as some men unconsciously look for a wife that best duplicates their mother.




  Let’s imagine that the wife decided that she was definitely loved by her man and that she can pretty well get away with anything. After a while, she started to neglect the housework because she’d be surfing on the internet, or being distracted elsewhere, so that she was not bothering to even start to get the dinner on until perhaps quarter to six or even six o’clock.




  Perhaps the husband was working too many hours. He was coming home for his evening meal and then going into his home office and working till late. She wasn’t spending enough time with him, and eventually, she fell into an affair with a more attentive man.




  If the wife agreed to his rules when they were married, and then blatantly started to ignore them, would this be right? Could you ascertain that the wife really respected her husband? Did she really love him if she blatantly disobeyed what he desired from her?




  The same principle is true of people who live a Christian life and blatantly disobey and wilfully go against the teachings of their Savior: their Groom, Jesus Christ. As the Bride of Christ, male and female believers should obey Him. They should know His commands and they should want to obey Him. Obedience shows respect and that makes Jesus happy.




  Jesus said that all of His words were the Father’s words. He said, “I only do what I see my Father doing and these words are Spirit and truth, and these words are from my Father.”




  Essentially, it was God speaking through Jesus, saying what the parameters were, to show Him that you love Him. I believe that cheerful obedience to His commands is one of the things that would be very special to God.




  Now, relating to my own life whilst I was living on earth. It was important for me to be well-dressed and to look as attractive as I could with the aid of makeup, fragrant body oils and perfume. I wanted to look desirable; to smell and dress in the most feminine way that I can, so that David would only have eyes for me alone.




  David wanted me to be respectful, kind and humble with people. He wanted me to take offences to him and not to speak out rashly with people who may speak rudely to me. I was to act with dignity and respect to all people and bring any complaints or problems to him to sort out.




  Certainly as the “wife” of King David, there was a few people who didn’t treat me with the respect I was due, so I would discreetly bring these people to his attention and he was moderate with them. However, they definitely understood his underlining message: “If you disrespect my wife, it means that you disrespect me!” Having been somewhat admonished, their behavior toward me greatly improved.




  David expected me to dress well. He expected me to act with dignity and respect, to be a faithful and loyal wife, who elevated him to others. He certainly didn’t want a wife who complained about his other wives. He didn’t want any scandal or complaining behind his back and moaning that “I don’t get enough time with him.” I feel that these are the sort of things that are special to God that a wife should respect and honor her husband at all times.




  In the Bible, it says that husbands should love their wives as much as Christ loves the church and that wives should submit to their husbands. You will note that a husband has a far harder call than a wife. So a wife is to honor her husband and remain devoted to Him only. I was married to the King of Israel. We lived under the statutes of God and the laws of Moses.




  It was important for me to act in a way becoming of a wife to the King. I had a good relationship with my Father in Heaven. I honored God through my respect and honor for David. I was very happy with his faith. He was a very exciting man to live with. He was passionate for the things of God and would often tell me things that God had put on his mind. I certainly helped him and partnered with him to accomplish many things.




  I think it’s important to God that you obey Him and it’s important to God that you treat your groom, Jesus Christ, as well as your earthly husband with dignity and respect.




  

    (3) What’s one thing that God said to you that impacted you?

  




  You have to realize that I lived in a time when the Holy Spirit wasn’t yet poured out onto all believers of God. At that time, not many people heard God speak much, so what was needful for me to know came through my husband. But I remember one time feeling that God was happy with me, because I felt a sense of contentment that I was doing a good job. It was unmistakeable and I still remember it to this day. Yes, God was very happy with me.




  It’s a good thing to be accepted and feel blessed, and feel that God is happy with you. As you know, our relationship started on rocky ground and it didn’t start like a lot of relationships should, but I was pleased with God that He told me that He was happy with me.




  Back in my day, it was not just priests, prophets and kings who heard from God. Job, Abraham and other Old Testament people heard from God as well. It was just that the Holy Spirit didn’t “rest” on people outside of priests, prophets, and kings.




  Still, I knew that God both loved and respected me. One time, I remember I was bathing and I was thinking of David and I was also thinking of God and how good life was. Suddenly, I felt a rush of peace and love sweep over me. I instantly sensed that God was saying that He loved me and He was proud of me. I’ll always remember that day.




  I realized then that sometimes in life, you don’t have to have too big of a moment, because there are some beautiful and memorable moments that just sort of happen quietly within. Of course, David treated me with much love, honor and respect, and through my husband, I felt the love of God.




  

    (4) What do you like about Heaven?

  




  Well, I really enjoy eating and I appreciate good food. I, therefore, enjoy cooking and having dinner parties. I love the fact that everything in Heaven is uniquely planned for you to give you total happiness. I enjoy strolling through parks. There are countless parks and other beautiful places in Heaven. Some children left earth very early, sometimes by abortion and some just died when they were very young.




  Certain women up there are presented with children to be like a foster mom or an Aunt to them. I like going to parks and sometimes, I spend time with the children and sow into their lives some love and affection. All children are beautiful to me.




  I especially love the beautiful fragrances and the brilliant colors of the flowers and the streams, and just the beauty of nature. People know that I’m the much loved wife of King David and they know that I helped and supported him as King.




  Many people say that, “their marriage is in Heaven” but Jesus spoke that there were no marriages in Heaven. Just because David and I may not live together in Heaven, the whole of Heaven knows who I was on earth and that I was responsible for Solomon being born. It’s through Solomon that the lineage of Jesus came from.




  I’m honored to be an important mother and one of the women mentioned in the genealogy of Jesus that had a special place in history. Though I am not mentioned personally by name in this important genealogy, it does refer to me by saying: David, the king, begot Solomon by her “who had been the wife of Uriah.”




  Although Jesus could have been born through one of David’s other wives, God chose me. I’m known to be the wife of King David and the mother of Solomon and this son of mine has an excellent reputation in Heaven.




  I love the parks. In Heaven, I am surprised by how much I just love catering, hosting dinner parties, sharing great food, and enjoying good times with all sorts of beautiful people. Heaven just has so many exciting things about it and there is an abundance of exciting things to do.




  In Heaven, you really live what you were born to do and you live in purpose and destiny. There are so many good things to say about it. I’ll just leave it open for other people to speak about.




  

    (5) What advice do you have for me personally?

  




  Matthew, let me say this to you. Forgive your wife for having an affair on you and telling you to leave because she was sick of you. Forgive her for moving in with her boyfriend and getting engaged to him. Forgive her. You are still sad and upset about all that. You need to take it before Jesus and the Father and let go of that pain. You can’t move forward and you can’t move into another marriage until you really do let go of that pain.




  Up until recently, you thought you’d dealt with it all, but it came up in a prophecy that you haven’t forgiven God or really forgiven her for what she did. I tell you that the women in Heaven absolutely love you. They cherish you. There’s a woman out there for you who is going to appreciate you, even though you suffer a mental illness. This woman will appreciate you even though you’re presently on a disability pension and you’re overweight.




  You see all these things as being no good: you see them as being impediments for a lovely girl to fall in love with you and marry you, and champion you. But this woman who is coming for you in the future is going to look past all those things. She’s going to see as being a champion. She’s actually going to look at your mental illness and she’s going to say he’s an extraordinary, unbelievable man. She’s going to see the positive parts of your mental illness: the ability to get good ideas and hold on to impossible dreams.




  This book would never be possible because no one else would have the courage to actually publish a book filled with conversations with long-gone Bible saints. It’s only because you have had visions of many saints before and walked and talked with them on earth that you have the courage to sit down and do something like this for the world.




  To my mind, you have a lot of courage and boldness. You have much passion, Matthew. You also have a tremendous relationship with my Savior, Jesus and with Father God. You are part of a royal priesthood and a chosen generation. You are a unique and a peculiar person who God loves. The only thing holding you back is unforgiveness towards your wife, and the sadness and unforgiveness towards God for allowing your wife to prefer another man. It was disheartening and sad because God wants all marriages to work out well.




  You know, I wasn’t totally happy with David requesting me to sleep with him when I was already married. That wasn’t something that brought me joy. I didn’t feel good about that and I certainly didn’t feel good about my husband dying. For me, it was really sad.




  I remember how I felt way back then. Even though there’s no pain or sadness in Heaven, God allows me to remember the pain and sadness of losing Uriah. There was sadness involved with being requested and brought before the King and having to have sex with him. I was really sad.




  There is sadness in everyone’s life and you need to let the past go. You need to forgive your wife and forgive God and get healing for that. Cry the tears you need to cry and move on because you have a tremendous future ahead of you and you have a precious wife who’s going to come and partner with you. I look forward to you meeting your new wife because I’ve already seen her and I know what she looks like. I know who she is and I know where she’s from. I look forward to seeing the day when you meet her and you will know that it’s her.




   




  

    (6) What keys do you consider important for the Christian life?

  




  Well, as you know, I lived in the Old Testament before Christ was born and of course, the Christian life comes from the life, death and resurrection of Christ. I think one of the most important keys is to be available. I was available to David. I was like a handmaiden or a servant for my husband. I’m not sure if women understand it but it’s a tremendous honor to be the wife of a king who is ruling a country. There’s enormous pleasure involved in that role.




  There’s much respect and honor from people when you’re walking hand in hand down the city street with the king of the country. Certainly, the people of Israel were very loyal and they loved their king, and they also loved their God. They loved me because I was the wife of David. You have to understand that most of the people of Israel didn’t know that David had an affair with me and they wouldn’t have known that he had organized my former husband to be killed.




  Certain people in the palace may have known what had happened, but the general population just thought that David had chosen me after my husband had died. I was treated with almost the same honor that David had. It’s only the women of the world that read the Bible that know my sad past, but the women of Israel respected me and had a lot of honor toward me. I believe that it’s very important to be available to your husband.




  Many people aren’t fully used in this world and they don’t really reach their full destiny because they didn’t make themselves available to God. Some people are busy watching television every night, or busy doing other things that fill up their time but are not really beneficial long-term. Yet, they could be out doing constructive things, like helping to fill a need in someone else’s life.




  Many people could be a help in a soup kitchen serving meals and volunteering. They could be doing visitations to lonely people at church. They could be doing all sorts of things and so much enjoyment and pleasure will come out of the Christian life if you make yourself available to God. To my mind, that would be one of the keys that I’d suggest for people to take on board.




  

    (7) What advice do you have for people who are struggling?

  




  The very best advice I can give to people is for them to forgive others or themselves.




  There is power in forgiveness. Unforgiveness is often the reason why people struggle in life. Now, you may be struggling with an illness or perhaps you may be struggling financially because you do not have a job. You may be struggling in all sorts of areas and saying, “It really isn’t a matter of unforgiveness for me. I’m in pain.” But it’s sad to say that many of those who struggle have a secret sin, or an un-confessed sadness, or hold unforgiveness towards God.




  You sort of think to yourself, “Woe is me, God isn’t really treating me fair. If He was fair, I would get healed. Why does everyone else get healed and I don’t?” I know that you struggle, Matthew, with the fact that you have a mental illness. You struggle that you sing songs in church, Christ is “My Healer” and all sorts of wonderful songs in church. These songs may speak about the wonderful healing power of God and yet you remain with a mental illness.
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
