Clay Pot Crafts: Create a Porch Bell
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Clay pot crafts are an adorable way to create home décor. Clay flower pots can be made into a range of ornamental items that appeal to gardeners in clay pot crafts. Typically, the craftsperson starts with new pots. The pots are frequently painted and then strung together with rope or cord to build structures.
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POTS FOR CLAY POT CRAFTS are available in a variety of sizes, ranging from little ones with a diameter of less than two inches to enormous ones measuring more than a foot wide. Begin with smaller pots for your first endeavor. Additionally, the beginner should choose clay pot crafts that do not incorporate an excessive number of pots into an ornate design.
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MAKING A BELL FROM two clay pots is an excellent hobby for someone new to clay pot crafts. Purchase one pot with a diameter of approximately five or six inches and another with a very small diameter. The little one will serve as the bell's clapper. Additionally, decorative ribbon, two large wooden beads, and paint in suitable colors are required. Additionally, you may choose to purchase some glue-on diamonds to embellish the bell. The bell is an attractive addition to a front porch.
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CUT THE CORD TO A LENGTH of two feet (60 cm.). Fold the end over three inches (eight centimeters) and make an overhand knot to create a loop. This loop is used to secure the bell to a hook or nail. Now invert the larger clay container. Pass the cord's loose end through the hole in the pot. Invert the pot and slide one of the large wooden beads up the cord until it is approximately 10 inches (25 cm.) from the loose end. Now secure the cord around the bead, ensuring that it does not slip off the cord. If you've done everything correctly, you should be able to raise the pot by the loop. The beads used in clay pot crafts must be large enough to prevent the string from passing through the hole in the pot's bottom.
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
