  Tom Brady had a background in baseball and football prior to being picked to play with the New England Patriots in 2000. Dealing with coach Bill Belichick, he's led the group to 3 Super Bowls champions, been voted organization M.V.P. twice and acknowledged as Sportsman of the Year by Sports Illustrated. In his final season, he assisted lead his team to an Orange Bowl victory in 2000.


  Moving on to the NFL, Brady was composed by the New England Patriots in 2000. At first he acted as a backup quarterback and played in only one game in his first season. The 2001 season was a various story. After starting quarterback Drew Bledsoe was wounded, Brady took over for him. He showed to be a strong leader, with a powerful arm and good objective. Anybody who questioned his abilities just had to look at the team's record, an excellent 11 wins to 3 losses in the 14 games that Brady began. In the post-season, he assisted the team secure a win over the St. Louis Rams at Super Bowl XXXVI. He was gotten one of the most Valuable Player Award for this Super Bowl.
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
