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Foreword


	 

	Considered as the little Genesis, the book of Jubilees or of the distribution of the days of the law; it is an ancient religious text of Hebrew origin, written around the year 100 b.c., and it relates in a deeper and more detailed way the events and facts of Genesis until culminating with the departure of the Israelites from Egypt.  It is worth mentioning that it is a canonical text for the Ethiopian Orthodox Church, although for most Protestant religions it is not.

Introduction 


	 

	This is the history of the segmentation of the days of the Torah and the testimony of the events of the years, weeks, festivals of the covenant, of its Shabbats (Saturday), of its jubilees throughout all the years of the world, as The Lord spoke to Mosheh on Mount Sinai when he went up to receive the tablets of the Torah and the commandment according to the will of the Lord when he ordered him: Climb to the top of the Mountain.

	                       



	
Chapter 1

	The Lord calls Mosheh to Mount Sinai.

	 

	 

	And it happened in the first year of the exodus of the children of Israel out of Egypt, in the third month, on the sixteenth day of the month, *2450 where the Lord spoke to Mosheh, saying: Go and come up to me on the mountain, and I will give you two stone tablets of the Torah and of the commandments that I have written, so that you can teach them to the people.”

	 

	[image: Image]So Mosheh went up Mount Sinai. And the splendor of the Lord rested on Mount Sinai, and a cloud covered it for six days.

	 

	And he called Mosheh on the seventh day from the midst of the cloud, and the appearance of the splendor of the Lord was like a blazing fire on the top of the mountain.

	 

	And Mosheh was on the Mount forty days and forty nights, and the Lord taught him the before and after history of the division of all the days of the Torah and the testimony.

	 

	And he told him: Incline your heart to all the words that I will speak to you on this mountain, and write them in a book so that their generations may see that I have not abandoned them for all the evil they have done by transgressing the pact that I establish today between me and you for your generations on Mount Sinai.

	 

	 And so it will come to pass that when all these things come upon them, they will acknowledge that I am more just than them in all their judgments and in all their actions, and they will acknowledge that I have truly been with them.

	 

	And write for you all these words that I declare to you on this day, because I know their rebellion and their stiff neck, before I bring them to the land of which I swore to their fathers, to Abraham, Yitzchak and Yacob, promising them: To your offspring I will give a land flowing with milk and honey.

	 

	And they will eat and be satisfied, and will turn to other gods, to (gods) that cannot deliver them from any of their anguish or suffering. And this testimony will be heard for testimony against them. Because they will forget all my commandments, and everything that I command them. And they will walk after the Gentiles, and after their uncleanness, and after their shame, and they will serve their gods, and this will be a stumbling block and a tribulation and an affliction and a snare for their hearts.

	 

	 And many shall perish and be taken captive, and shall fall into the hands of the enemy because they have forsaken My law and My commandments, and the festivals of My covenant, and My Shabbats, and My place of kodesh which I have hallowed for Myself in their midst, and My tabernacle, and My sanctuary which I have sanctified for Myself in the midst of the earth, to put My name on it, and to dwell therein.

	 

	And they will make high places and forests and carved images, and they will worship, each one his own, *carved image, to go astray, and they will sacrifice their children to demons, and to all the works of the error of their hearts.

	 

	And I will send witnesses to them, to testify against them, but they will not listen at all, and they will kill the witnesses as well, and persecute those who seek the law, and invalidate and change everything to do evil in My sight.

	 

	And at that, I will hide my face from them, and will deliver them into the hands of the Gentiles for captivity and for prey, and will remove them from the midst of the earth, and will scatter them among the Gentiles.

	 

	And they will forget all my Torah and all my commandments and all my judgments, and they will go astray as to the new months and Shabbats and festivals and jubilees and ordinances, and all my law.

	 

	 And after this they will return to me from among the Gentiles with all their heart and with all their soul and with all their strength, and I will gather them from among all the Gentiles, and they will seek me so that they may find me of them, when they seek me with all your heart and all your soul.

	 

	 And I will reveal abundant peace to you with justice, and I will take away from you the plant of righteousness, with all My heart and with all My soul, and beton to blessorny not for curseorn, and betoNo head and no tail.

	 

	And I will build my sanctuary in their midst, and I will dwell with them, and I will be their Lord, their sovereign ruler, and they shall be my people in truth and righteousness.

	 

	And I will not forsake or fail you; because I am your lord and your

	sovereign ruler.

	And it happened that Mosheh fell on his face and prayed and said: O Lord, do not abandon your people, so that they wander in the error of their hearts, and do not deliver them into the hands of their enemies; the Gentiles, so that they do not lord it over them and cause them to sin against you in a great way. And may your mercy, Lord, be exalted over your people, and create in them a right spirit, and do not allow the spirit of Belial to rule over them to accuse them before You, and turn them away from all the ways of your justice, so that they perish from before your face because of their sins.

	 

	But they are your people and your heritage, which you have delivered by your mighty power from the hands of the Egyptians. Please create in them a clean heart and a kodesh spirit, and do not let them fall into the trap of their sins from now until eternity, and have no salvation.

	 

	 And the Lord said to Mosheh: I know your annoyance and your thoughts and your obstinacy, and you will not be obedient until you confess your own sin and the sin of your fathers.

	 

	And after this they will return to me in all righteousness and with all their hearts and with all their souls, and I will circumcise the foreskin of their hearts. And the foreskin of the heartorn of their offspring, and I will create in them a kodesh spirit, and I will purify them so that they will not depart from me from that day to eternity.

	 

	And their souls will be attached to me and to all my commandments, and they will fulfill my commandments, and I will be their father and they will be my children.

	 

	And all of them will be called children of the Lord, and every malak and every spirit will know, yes, they will know that these are my children, and that I am their Lord in righteousness and uprightness, and that I love them truly.

	 

	And write for yourself all these words that I declare to you on this mountain, the first and the last, which will happen in all the divisions of the days in the Torah and in the testimony and in the weeks and jubilees until eternity, until come down and dwell with them for all eternity. And He said to the malak of the presence: Write for Mosheh from the beginning of creation until my sanctuary has been built among them for all eternity.

	And the Lord will appear in the eyes of all, and all will know that I am the

	Sovereign Ruler of Israel and the Father of all Jacob's sons, and King on Mount Zion for all eternity. And Zion and Jerusalem will be kodesh.

	 

	And the malak of the presence that went before the camp of Israel took the tables of the divisions of the years from the time of the creation of the Torah and of the testimony of the weeks of the jubilees, according to the individual years, according to all the number of jubilees (according to the individual years) from the day of the new creation, when the heavens and the earth are renewed, and all their creation according to the powers of the heavens, and according to all the creation of the earth, until the sanctuary of the Lord be made in Jerusalem on Mount Zion, and all the lights be renewed for healing and for shalom and for blessing for all the chosen ones of Yisrael, and may it be so from that day and for all the days of the earth.

	Mosheh is given the story of creation

	 

	 

	And the malak of the presence spoke to Mosheh according to the word of the Lord, saying: “Write the complete story of creation, and how in six days the Lord Almighty finished all his works and all that he created, and kept the Sabbath. on the seventh day and hallowed it for all ages, and appointed it as a sign for all his works.”

	 

	[image: Image]For on the first day he created the heavens that are above and the earth and the waters and all the spirits that serve before him, the malakim of presence, and the malakim of sanctification, and the malakim of the spirit of fire and the malakim of spirit of the winds, and the malakim of the spirit of the clouds, and of darkness, and of the snow and of the hail and of the frost, and the malakim of voices and of thunder and lightning, and the malakim of the spirits cold and heat, winter and spring and autumn and summer and all the spirits of his creatures that are in heaven and on earth. He created the depths and the darkness, the evening and the night, and the light, the dawn and the day, which He has prepared in the knowledge of his heart.

	 

	And then we saw his works and we praised him, and we praised him before him because of all his works; for seven great works He did on the first day.

	 

	And on the second day he created the firmament in the midst of the waters, and the waters were divided on that day. Half of them went up above and half of them went down below the firmament, which was in the middle over the face of the whole earth. And this was the only work that the Lord created on the second day.

	 

	And on the third day he commanded that the waters should pass from off the face of the whole earth to one place, and that dry land should appear. And the waters did, as he commanded them, and receded from off the face of the earth to a place outside this firmament, and dry land appeared.

	 

	And on that day he created for them all the seas according to their separate meeting places, and all the rivers, and the gatherings of the waters in the mountains and in all the earth, and all the lakes, and all the dew on the earth, and the seed that is sown, and everything that sprouts, and the trees that bear fruit, and the trees of the forest, and the very Garden of Eden. These four great works were what the Lord created on the third day.

	And on the fourth day he created the sun, the moon, and the stars, and set them in the firmament of the heavens, to give light over all the earth, and to rule over the day and the night, and to separate the light of the sky and the darkness.

	 

	And the Lord set the sun to be a great sign on the earth for the days and for the Shabbats and for the months and for the festivals and for the years and for the Shabbats of the years and for the jubilees and for all the seasons of the years.And separates the light from the darkness and for prosperity, so that all things that sprout and grow on earth may prosper. These three classes he did on the fourth day.

	 

	And on the fifth day he created great sea monsters in the depths of the waters, because these were the first things of flesh that were created by his hands, the fish and everything that moves in the waters, and everything that flies, the birds and all their kind.

	 

	And the sun rose on them to prosper them, and on everything that was on the earth, and on everything that springs from the earth, and on every tree that bears fruit, and on all living flesh. These three species he created on the fifth day.

	 

	And on the sixth day he created all the animals of the earth, and all cattle, and everything that moves on the face of the world.

	 

	And after all this he created man, a man and a woman he created them, and gave them dominion over everything on earth and in the seas, and over everything that flies, and over beasts and cattle, and over everything that moves on the earth, and over all the earth, and over all this he gave dominion. And these four classes he created on the sixth day. And there were twenty-two genres in all.

	 

	 And he finished all his work on the sixth day: everything that is in heaven and on earth, in the seas and in the depths, in light and in darkness, and in everything that exists.

	 

	And He gave us a great sign on Shabbat day, that we work six days, but keep Shabbat on the seventh day of all work.

	 

	And all the malakim of presence, and all the malakim of sanctification, these two great classes, He has commanded us to keep Shabbat with Him in heaven and on earth.

	And He told us: I will choose for myself a people from among all the peoples of the world, and these will keep the Sabbath day, and I will sanctify them for me as my people, as my possession, and I will bless them; as I have hallowed the Sabbath day and hallow it to Myself, so I will bless them, and they shall be my people and I shall be their Lord.

	 

	And I have chosen the seed of Jacob out of all that I have seen, and have written him down as my firstborn son, and have hallowed him to myself for ever and ever; and I will teach you the Sabbath day, so that you may keep the Sabbath in it from all work.

	 

	And so He created in it a sign according to which they should keep Shabbat with us on the seventh day, to eat and drink, and to bless Him who has created all things as He has blessed and sanctified for Himself a Chosen people above all peoples and who must keep Shabbat together with us.

	 

	And he caused his commandments to rise up as a sweet smell acceptable before him every day.

	 

	There were twenty-two heads of mankind from Adam to Jacob, and twenty-two kinds of work were done until the seventh day; this is blessed and kodesh; and the first is also blessed and kodesh; and the latter serves with the former for sanctification and blessing.

	 

	And to these Yacob and his seed it was granted that they would always be the blessed and kodesh of the first testimony and the Torah, just as He had sanctified and blessed the Sabbath day on the seventh day.

	 

	He created heaven and earth and everything he created in six days.

	and the Lord made the seventh day kodesh for all his works, and it is therefore that he ordained in his favor that anyone who does any work on it should die, and that he who defiles it must surely die.

	 

	Why do you order the children of Yisrael to observe this day so that they keep it kodesh and do not do any work on it and do not profane it, since it is more kodesh than all other days?

	And whoever defiles it will surely die, and whoever does any work on it will surely die eternally, so that the children of Yisrael may keep this day throughout their generations, and not be uprooted from the land; because it is a kodesh day and a blessed day established.

	 

	 And everyone who observes it and keeps the Shabbat of all their work, will be kodesh and blessed for all days like us in heaven.

	 

	Declare and tell the children of Yisrael the Torah of this day so much that they must keep the Sabbath there, and that they must not abandon it in the error of their hearts, and that it is not lawful to do any unseemly work on it, to do their own pleasure, and that they must not prepare anything to eat or drink, and that it is not lawful to draw water, nor bring in or take out through their gates any cargo that they have not prepared for themselves on the sixth day in their dwellings.

	 

	And they shall not bring in or take out from house to house on that day; because that day is more kodesh and blessed than any jubilee day of jubilees, in this we keep Shabbat in heaven before it was made known to any flesh that kept Shabbat on earth.

	 

	And the Creator of all things blessed him, but he did not sanctify all the peoples and nations to keep the Shabbat there, but only Yisrael, only them he allowed to eat and drink and keep the Shabbat there in the land.

	 

	And the Creator of all things blessed this day that HE had created to bless and make it kodesh and splendid above all days.

	 

	This Torah and testimony was given to the children of Yisrael as a Torah forever in their generations.

	                                    



	
Chapter 3

	Adam names everything that was on Earth

	 

	And on the six days of the second week, according to the word of the Lord; we brought to Adam all the beasts and all the cattle, and all the birds, and everything that moves on all the earth, and everything that moves in the waters according to their kinds, and according to their kinds, the beasts in the first day; cattle on the second day; the birds on the third day; and everything that moves on the earth on the fourth day; and what moves in the water on the fifth day.      

	 

	Then Adam named them all by their respective names, and as he called them, so was his name. And in these five days Adam saw all these, male and female, according to every species that was on the earth, but he was alone and found no helper suitable for him.

	 

	So the Lord told us: It is not good for the man to be alone, let us make a special help for him.

	 

	And the Lord our Sovereign Ruler caused a deep sleep to fall upon him and he slept, and took for the woman a rib from between his ribs, and this rib was the origin of the woman from between his ribs, and He built the flesh in her place, and built the woman.

	 

	Then he awoke Adam from his sleep and when he awoke he arose on the sixth day, and brought it to him, and recognized it, and said to him: This is now bone of my bones and flesh of my flesh; she will be called my wife; because she was taken away from her husband.

	 

	Therefore husband and wife will be one, and therefore a man will leave his father and mother and be united to his wife, and they will be one flesh.

	 

	In the first week Adam was created, and the rib his wife showed him in the second week. And for this reason the commandment was given to keep the man seven days in his uncleanness, and the woman twice seven days.

	 

	And after Adam was forty days old on the earth where he was created, we took him to the Garden of Eden to till it and keep it, but his wife was brought on the eightieth day, and after that she entered the Garden of Eden.

	And that is why the commandment is written on the heavenly tablets regarding her who gives birth: If she gives birth to a boy, she will remain in her uncleanness seven days according to the first week of days, and thirty-three days she will remain in the blood of his purification, and he shall not touch any kodesh thing, nor shall he enter the sanctuary until he fulfills these days which are prescribed in the case of a male child.

	But if she gives birth to a girl, she will remain in her uncleanness two weeks of days, according to the first two weeks, and sixty-six days in her blood.

	of their purification, and they will be in total eighty days.

	 

	So, when she fulfilled these eighty days, we took her to the Garden of Eden, because it is more kodesh than all the earth and every tree that is planted in it is kodesh.

	Therefore, it was ordered regarding the one who gives birth to a boy or a girl, the statute of those days that she should not touch anything kodesh, nor enter the sanctuary until these days are fulfilled for the boy or girl. This is the Torah and the testimony that was written for Yisrael, so that they observe it every day.

	 

	And in the first week of the first jubilee; Adam and his wife were in the Garden of Eden for seven years, tilling it and taking care of it. And we gave him work and instructed him to do whatever is convenient for him.

	 

	And he tilled the Garden of Eden. He was naked and he didn't know it, and he wasn't ashamed. And he protected the garden from the birds and the beasts and the cattle, and gathered their fruit, and ate, and set aside what was left over for himself and his wife, and set aside what was being kept.

	 

	And after the seven years that he had served there had been completed, seven years exactly, and in the second month, on the seventeenth day of the month, the cunning serpent came and approached the woman, and the serpent said to the woman: Do you The Lord has commanded, saying, Will you not eat of all the trees of the garden?'

	In response she replied: Of all the fruit of the trees of the garden he has told us: they can eat; more of the fruit of the tree that is in the middle of the garden he has told us not to eat from it, nor touch it, so that we do not die.' Then the serpent cunningly said to the woman: You will certainly not die: for He knows that in the day you eat of it, your eyes will be opened and you will be like gods, and you will know good and evil.

	 

	 

	 

	[image: Image]And the woman saw that the tree was very pleasing to the eye, and that its fruit was good to eat, so she took from it and ate.

	 

	And when he had first covered his shame with fig leaves, he gave them to Adam and he ate the same, and his eyes were opened, and he saw that he was naked. And she took fig leaves and sewed them together, and made an apron for herself, and covered her shame.

	 

	Then the Lord cursed the serpent, and was angry with it forever.

	And he was also angry with the woman, because she heard the voice of the serpent, and ate; and He then said to her: I will greatly multiply your pains: with pain you will give birth to children, and your return will be to your husband, and he will rule over you.

	And to Adam he also said: Because you obeyed the voice of your wife, and ate from the tree from which I commanded you not to eat, cursed is the ground because of you; thorns and thistles will be what will sprout, and you will eat your bread with the sweat of your face, until you return to the land from which you were taken; because you are earth, and to earth you will return.'

	 

	And he made them coats of skins, and clothed them, and cast them out of the Garden of Eden. And on that day that Adam came out of the Garden, he offered as a sweet savior an offering, frankincense, galbanum, stacte and aromatic spices in the morning at sunrise from the day he covered his shame.

	 

	And on that day the mouths of all the beasts, and of the beasts, and of the birds, and of everything that walks, and of everything that moves, were closed, so that they could no longer speak because they had all spoken to one another. with others with a single lip and with a tongue.

	 

	And he drove out of the Garden of Eden all flesh that was in the Garden of Eden, and all flesh was scattered after its kind, and after its kinds in the places that had been created for them.

	 

	And to Adam alone he gave the means to cover his shame, from all the beasts and cattle. For this reason, it is prescribed in the heavenly tables for all those who know the judgment of the Torah, that they should cover their shame and should not reveal themselves as the Gentiles reveal themselves.
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
