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	Chigbo, a Nigerian, and graduate of the University of Benin in Nigeria, had to go for his one-year national service expected of any graduate of a Nigerian institution of higher learning. He wished his service year would end in a flash because he was in a hurry to move over to Lagos from Ibadan, in search of a job that would guarantee him decent living. On getting to Lagos at the end of his service year, Chigbo rented a room for a year, in a very remote area, a swampy area where a part of the sum of money he had saved up during his national service could afford him a roof over his head. The room he rented was in an uncompleted two-story building that he first feared it would collapse one day. But Chigbo’s fears were quickly put aside because he believed he would get a job fast, being a university graduate, and move into a decent apartment.
