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~-/Public Speaking

Referred to as oratory or oration, public speaking is the delivery or performance of a struc-
tured or themed speech or presentation in which the objective is to inform, entertain, influ-
ence, or motivate a live group of audience. The speech is usually delivered by a single person,
a main speaker, but guest speakers may participate in the presentation as necessary.

TYPES OF SPEECH

NARRATIVE SPEECHES- is a speech telling a story. While stories can be told in many
different ways, they usually consist of five parts:
Opener: A short statement announcing the story .
Example: You won't believe what happened to me.
Orientation: Introduction of time, place, and characters.
Example: Yesterday, me and my friend went canoeing on Laz River.
Complicating Events: The events of the story.
Example: We arrived at place at 10 a.m. and we got the red canoe.
Resolution: How the story ends.
Example: We were soaking wet but still alive.
Coda: A connection between the past and the present.
Example: Looking back, it was quite funny, really.

Demonstration Speeches- show how something works or how something is done.
Audiovisual aids are therefore essential. Sometimes, the demonstrations show
something that takes place on the floor. During such a speech, it is important that all
listeners have a clear view.

Informative Speeches- aim to educate the audience. Speakers basically act as
teachers and provide new knowledge and ideas. Topics can include people, places,
objects, events, concepts and issues.

Persuasive Speeches- The goal of a persuasive speech is to convince the audience. It
can be centered around claims of fact, claims of values, and claims of policy.

PART OF A SPEECH

Main Points - Thinking of “main points” rather than a “body” can help speakers remember
to keep it simple,

Introduction - The introduction should get the audience’s attention, describe the topic,
state the thesis or purpose, and give an overview of the speech and its main points.
Conclusion - The conclusion should summarize the main points and state a strong thesis.
Transitions - A transition is a change or shift from one topic to another. It may be using to
see that transitions are one of the four key components of a speech.
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
