	EARLY LIFE AND EDUCATION

	 

	Sir Patrick Stewart, the renowned actor best known for his iconic roles in Star Trek and numerous Shakespearean productions, was born on July 13, 1940, in the town of Mirfield, West Yorkshire, United Kingdom. He was born into a working-class family, with his parents, Gladys and Alfred Stewart, playing significant roles in shaping his early life.

I've grown a mustache for Macbeth. My father didn't have one, but when I looked in the mirror just before I went on stage, I saw my father's face staring straight back at me."

	Patrick Stewart's educational journey began at Crowlees Junior and Infant School, a Church of England-affiliated institution located in Mirfield. It was during these early years that he would meet a pivotal figure who would shape his future career—his English teacher, Cecil Dormand. Mr. Dormand introduced Patrick to the works of William Shakespeare and encouraged him to take the stage, igniting a passion for acting that would become the hallmark of his career.

	In 1951, at the age of 11, Patrick transitioned to Mirfield Secondary Modern School, where he continued to pursue his interest in drama. Simultaneously, fate would have it that he crossed paths with another aspiring actor, Brian Blessed, during a drama course in Mytholmroyd. This encounter would mark the beginning of a lifelong friendship between the two actors.

	By the age of 15, Patrick Stewart made the bold decision to leave formal education behind, choosing instead to immerse himself in the world of local theatre. To support himself financially, he worked briefly as a newspaper reporter and even wrote obituaries for the local newspaper. However, his heart was firmly set on pursuing a career in acting. He eventually left his journalism job after his boss presented him with an ultimatum: choose acting or journalism.
