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There is no doubt that Rabindranath's name will be added to the list of the best tourists in the world. It can be said that Rabindranath traveled the world. And we also know the various descriptions of that journey through the eyes of a poet. The poet Rabindranath had the ability to see the world, the people and the land of the world and to describe it in the light of perception. Before each trip, he would prepare, learn from the history of the region. And later he would write that travelogue. It has become important in various colors, castes, divisions, history-politics-religion-mythology and one's own attire. As a reader, this national composition of Rabindranath seems to be very important, especially the poet's perceptive narration deeply touches me. Ancient tourists like Zahiruddin Muhammad Babur, Ibn Battuta, Hiuen Tsang and their writings also stirred our thoughts. These writings inspire us about ancient life, culture, civilization, behavior, etc. Only a small part of the descriptions given by kings or emperors touch us, there is a lot of talk about expansion, inheritance, conflict. But sometimes in someone's writing we get some deep feeling that is new and addictive to our eyes. For example, Babur writes in Baburnama: ‘When the sun was in Aquarius in the month of Shaban, I traveled from Kabul to Hindustan. We reached Adinapur in six days by way of Badam Chashma and Jagdalik. I have never had the good fortune to visit a warm country or Hindustan before. When I reached Adinapur, the scene of a completely new world floated before my eyes. I saw, the grass of this world is different; The wildlife here is different, its birds are different. Even the nomadic people of this new world, Il and Ulus, behave differently. I was stunned. 'He described his birthplace, Fergana, as a poet. Each district has its own unique natural identity, giving a varied description of the natural location; He has seen other cities of the world together with him. He read Rabindranath and Baburnama and quoted many of Babur's comments in his writings.
When Rabindranath traveled to Persia, he too was amazed to see the life, culture, nature and manners of Persia, their religion, philosophy, ideology and way of life. Persian ancient civilization is one of the centers of literary culture. The poets of Persian literature have taken the world to a new world of thought. The poems written by countless poets from Rumi, Ibn Sina, Omar Khayyam, Sanai, Hafiz, Saadi, Attar expand our mental world, take us to the world of chinmoy feelings. Persia, one of the foothills of the Babylonian, Achaemenid, and Sassanid civilizations, had long occupied the poet's mind. When King Reza Shah Pahlavi of Persia invited the poet to visit the country, he accepted the invitation even though he was seventy years old at the time. Examples of how much Persia was in his mind are scattered throughout every writing in Persia. Muslim society revolved around civilization, the Bahাই', Faith, the Zoroastrian community and their history, the life of nomads, and the past history of Persia, especially the deep world of Persian poetry. He started his journey on April 11, 1932. He wrote after receiving the invitation. At that time an invitation came from the king of Persia. I think it would be unnecessary to refuse this invitation. Yet seventy years of tired body did not hesitate. Bombay My Persian friend Dinsha Irani wrote with confidence that he would also be my companion from the Persian port of Busheyara. He also informed that Mr. Kehan, the Persian Consul in Bombay, has been entrusted by the Persian government to accompany and arrange my journey. '
The poet describes in great detail every step of his journey, along with the necessary information-history, the usage identity of the people, the various remedies of nature and his own comments and reactions. Nothing was left out of his eyes. Here we find the poet's subtle sense of humor, Persia's connection with India, Persia's heritage and glory in great detail. Poet Rabindranath's contemplative taste has been beautifully expressed here. Here is the overall attitude of the poet towards Persia, there is his fascination which sometimes seems endless. In this short essay, we will try to give some examples of the poet's fascination with Persia in this writing, as well as review some of his analyzes related to Persia.
The poet toured almost all cities in Iran and Baghdad in Iraq (Bogdad by the poet). He first entered the city of Bushehr (April 13) by air. Before that he used to go by sea. Thinking that the body would not give in, he flew to Persia. But the inner journey was in many ways. The poet's daughter-in-law, the poet's secretary Amiya Chakraborty was with him. The poet covers childhood memories in the context of airplanes. The stories given throughout are the pearls of this composition that draw us deeply. As the poet wrote before boarding the plane again from Bushehr: I remember looking at the chil- dren from the rooftop in the afternoon sun; It seemed that he was not flying because he needed to. His right to free movement in the air seems to be enjoying. Bring that 
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
