“ANSWER”

The “answer” to the “question” asked, was embedded in the question itself.

 

Jesus didn’t know before hand how long His ministry days will be!!!

 

Without a doubt, the termination of His Ministry/Mission was to occur with His sufferings and death on the cross; 

And though He foreknew that He was sent to the Earth to die, He only knew the exact time, when He “perceived” in His heart, that His “hour" had come!

We will come back to this “hour” matter subsequently in this response.

 

Recall, that we stated “that the purpose of this Trivia is to provide succour to us who’re Christians today, who sometimes, feel that our Heavenly Father and God, hides key information from us until the last minute.

Of a truth, Jesus, wasn’t spared from this same frailty.

 

He just couldn’t. 

Or His purpose of being made in the likeness of men would have been sourly defeated!

 

For it is written:

 

"Wherefore in all things it behoved him to be made like unto his brethren, that he might be a merciful and faithful high priest in things pertaining to God, to make reconciliation for the sins of the people. 

For in that he himself hath suffered being tempted, he is able to succour them that are tempted.”

(Hebrews 2:16-17)

 

To those of us, who still believe that Jesus’ omniscient nature ought to have made His "Ministry duration and death timing" information available to Him - before He came into the World;

Jesus, Himself, made a “queer scene" that showed emphatically, that NOT ALL the events that transpired in His life on Earth, were pre-discussed between Him and His Father prior to His coming.

 

A notable example of this, is seen in the gospels, as it is written:

 

"And when the sixth hour was come, there was darkness over the whole land until the ninth hour. 

And at the ninth hour Jesus cried with a loud voice, saying, Eloi, Eloi, lama sabachthani? 

which is, being interpreted, My God, my God, why hast thou forsaken me?”

(Mark 15:33-34)

 

Jesus saw His Father’s abandonment at such a crucial time in His deathly venture as very “hurtful" - and “shocking", to say the least!

Obviously, this part of the job wasn’t pre-discussed between them.

It hints that at no time prior, did the Father ever tell His Son, that He would be abandoned by His Celestial family - when He needed their comfort the most.
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
