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Part One


Lord, I seek Your anointing on my words. May I not utter a single phrase unless it reflects Your will, sharing Your heart with Your people. I often speak of intimacy with the Lord, a closeness with God unlike any other. Once discovered, its absence is unbearable. As a minister for 17-18 years, I once realized my spiritual numbness. My connection felt lifeless. Reading the Bible felt like reading myths or fairy tales. Witnessing only a handful of healings over years felt insufficient. I remember when healing a woman from cancer in '91 or '92 was significant, but now, such infrequent miracles seem inadequate. If I can't testify of recent acts of God, then what is the point?
 In desperation, I sought the Lord, pressing into Him and, unknowingly, I found the secret place. This discovery was profound, especially given that no minister I knew seemed to have experienced this depth of connection with God. Sharing my sense of spiritual deadness often made others uncomfortable, as it reflected their own spiritual state. But this awakening, this yearning for something more authentic and alive in our faith, is crucial.
 In the U.S., some have pushed the boundaries of seeking God, sometimes appearing eccentric and causing others to shy away from deeper spiritual pursuit. But I believe in asking the Holy Spirit to maintain us in a safe, sacred space while we delve deeper into God's presence. Our experiences should always align with the Word of God. My recent book on the Rapture discusses the inconsistency between what many say and what they actually do. Authenticity in our relationship with God is paramount.
 While visions of cherubim’s and angels might occur, our focus should remain on the simplicity of God's work. Exaggerating spiritual experiences detracts from their authenticity. Instead, we should cherish the genuine, powerful, yet simple acts of God, like the pillar of fire in the Bible. Overstating these experiences is unnecessary; their divine nature speaks for itself.
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
