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The Dawn of Everything: - (A New History of Humanity) is a work of dizzying ambition, a work that aims to save stateless societies from the condescension with which they are normally treated. Yet, it is better able to gather conventional wisdom than to create his own story. The result is a thrilling and exasperating book, showcasing the promise and perils of the anarchist approach to history.

The majority of the book, which is over 500 pages, takes us from the Ice Age to the first states (Egypt, China, Mexico, Peru). However, it actually begins with a look back at the beginnings of the species before the Ice Age.

This revolutionary book also includes discussions of princely burials in Europe during the Ice Age, conflicting views on slavery between the original communities of Northern California and the Pacific Northwest, the political implications of dryland cultivation versus riverbed cultivation; and the complexities of pre-agricultural settlements in Japan; and many other topics.
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David Rolfe Graeber was a professor of anthropology at the London School of Economics. He is the author of Debt: The First 5,000 Years and Bullshit Jobs: A Theory and contributing author of Harper's Magazine, The Guardian, and The Baffler. An iconic thinker and famous activist. His early efforts in Zuccotti Park made Occupy Wall Street became a movement that stood out in time. Unfortunately, he passed away on September 2, 2020.
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David Wengrow is Professor of Comparative Archeology at the Institute of Archeology at University College London and Visiting Professor at New York University. He is the author of so many books, including What Makes Civilization? In addition, Wengrow conducts archaeological fieldwork in various parts of Africa and the Middle East.
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
