Part One: Discussion Questions 
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About the Book’s Content
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The Stranger in the Lifeboat: A Novel was published on 2 November 2021. It has been hailed as a “profound novel of hope and faith.” Consider the title of Albom's new novel. What does it make the reader feel?

	The book is structured along three threads: Sea, News, and Land. Throughout the novel, these three threads are interwoven and we read the perspectives of the people on the boat, the news reporters, and the investigators on land. Consider why the author chose to structure his book this way. What do you think each thread covers? How do they work separately and together?

	The first part of the book takes place at sea, where 9 strangers are stranded in a lifeboat together after their yacht, the Galaxy, sinks. Why do you think Albom chose to call the yacht “the Galaxy”? Do you think that what happened to the Galaxy has a symbolic meaning to the story? Discuss.

	The yacht belonged to a billionaire by the name of Jason Lambert. Everyone on the boat is either one of Jason’s guests or is a crew member. The 9 people on the lifeboat are all from different backgrounds, some are absurdly wealthy while others are just working to make a living. What kind of dynamic does Albom create by bringing these people together? Discuss. 

	Everything that takes place on the lifeboat is chronicled by a deckhand named Benji. He scribbles everything down in his notebook. Why do you think that Albom chose Benji to be the one who chronicles the events that take place? Is his being a deckhand relevant to why Albom chose him? Discuss.
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
