	Jason came to share his story for our future documentary series. We brought in a few bottles of soda, a pizza for each of us(including Jason), and we begun. Jason hails from(city name withheld to protect privacy).  Although small, it had a rich history. 


	 


	It featured several Independence War battles, it had its own witch trials and executions, was a gold rush site where many were killed over this precious metal and finally, a refuge for mobsters fleeing from justice. 


	 


	All this left deep scars, unique buildings and a great many restless spirits. Lost souls are  still lingering, and there is a great evil lurking among the old church ruins(locals won't even get close to that place). 


	 


	John was living alone when he moved in, but his girlfriend Alice helps him with this process. Though they were from the same city, they met online and recently started dating. Days and weeks pass without incidents. 


	 


	One night, John can't sleep. He is drawn in to the basement, an area he never really got to explore.  He checks  the old shelves and finds earth and a shovel. Was something or someone buried there? After all, it was, for a while, a place where organized crime flourished. Could this house had anything to do with it?


	 


	The next day, when Alice comes through, John asks for her opinion. She told him to ignore everything. John spends the day out with Alice, then takes her home. When he returns, his obsession gets the best of him. 


	 


	He digs the earth. He finds old papers and notes, property deeds and a small bag. John opens it. It contains a few gold coins. John takes everything upstairs. 


	 


	He places the documents on the table, and the bag on top of them. He then goes to sleep.


	 


	The next morning, the documents are scattered all over the floor. Only the bag is still left on the table. John gets scared a bit, but soon dismisses the incident. 


	 


	As days pass without further incidents, John forgets about it. He decides to use the purse and its coins as decorative items.


	 


	Alice hated the idea. However, it was John's house. John recalls that was the first time they ever argued. 


	 


	Alice had no choice but to accept the coins, although she confessed to us she always felt there was something strange about them. Something that made her uneasy.  


	 


	Weeks pass calmly. The two get married. One night, John wakes up to see a ghostly figure. A woman in XIX century attire. She just stands there. And a few seconds later, she vanishes. 


	 


	The next morning, John heard Alice screaming and ran to her. She shows John the laptop screen. 


	 


	Alice was trying to write her new screenplay, but this writing session went wrong. The entire document repeated the same sentence: “They will come!". Alice had no recollection on how or why did she wrote that.


	 


	John spends the day researching the house history and finds out it once belonged to a woman locals considered to be a witch. She was feared, but also sought by them. Her description matched the apparition John saw the other night.


	 


	He talks to Alice. She confesses that, the same night, the door to her room opened, then closed by itself. Another month passes by with no unusual incidents. 


	 


	Then, one night, they arrive. John and Alice said they felt like drafts of air coming from all sides. Alice feels chocked. John finds himself unable to move. Alice screams for help. The assault ceases. For now.


	 


	That night, the two have the worst fight of their lives. A loud bang can be heard from the kitchen. John grabs his baseball bat. When they arrive, they see that the place was trashed. All their dishes and glasses were broken. Every single item! 


	 


	John tries to clean up. He sees Alice calmly pick up a knife from the floor. Her eyes are like that of a predatory  beast.


	 


	Her gaze, John described it, was otherworldly, as if all the wickedness and hatred in the world was concentrated in it.


	 


	She slashes at him. John ducks. Alice cries: "Sorry, I don't know what came into me!". John tries to comfort her. They both cry. At first, these demons tease and play. Lights would go on and off. 


	 


	Each night, there would be noises. Doors that kept slamming. And both John and Alice were under attack. 


	 


	The enemies would beat or choke them. Daily, they saw dark shadows sliding all over the house. John threw the bag of coins away, only to find it back to its place the following day.


	 


	That night, he sees a demon. It was horrific to behold. It teleports behind Jack and pushes him down the stairs. Another demonic spirit appears on top of him and sucks something out of John.


	 


	The next day, John falls so ill, an ambulance had to be called. With John hospitalized, but in stable condition, Alice calls a team of paranormal investigators.


	 


	The investigators first set up their gear. They want to make sure nothing goes unrecorded. The team's psychic identifies the spirit John saw. 


	 


	She confirms it's the woman who lived in that house two hundred years ago and that her name is Nathalie. 


	 


	The medium attempts to make contact, but suddenly, before Nathalie could talk, the link breaks. The demonic entities appear. They attack the medium with great ferocity.


	 


	She describes them as shadowy figures, armed with claws and weapons of some kind. Other investigators get scratched or pushed around the room. 


	 


	The team leaves, but the medium asks John and Alice to come by their office. Meanwhile, a priest is contacted for a house blessing. But it would take time.


	 


	The following day, Alice refuses to join John at their appointment with the psychic Christine Lee. John agrees to go alone.


	 


	Christine tells him the spirit of Nathalie has followed him and she is protecting them. Next, the medium connects with the spirit to learn more information. 


	 


	She finds herself back at John's house, only different. Its furniture and decorations reveal a different time frame. It was 1879. The peak of the gold rush for this city. 


	 


	Nathalie owned a shop where she sold herbal remedies and potions. One day, two men come in. They were desperate, as the gold rush wasn't kind to them. 


	 


	They never found the treasures they dreamed about and were now deep into debt.


	 


	They bid all their fortunes and even borrowed money to follow their dream. And now, they were about to lose everything.


	 


	The men ask Nathalie for a spell book that would allow them to find hidden treasure. In desperation, they resort to magic. When Nathalie refuses to help, they attack. They shoot, then stab Nathalie.


	 


	One of them grabs a book about magical travelling. With her last words, Nathalie warns them not to take anything from "there". And then, she dies.


	 


	The medium sees the two men again, this time as owners of Nathalie's house. They look rich. She also sees the gold coin purse on a table. The men laugh and drink.


	 


	Back in present reality, Christine writes some more in a copybook. The text reads:" I warned them not to take anything, but they stole a bag from the Cathedral of Darkness, full of gold. The fools! The gold is theirs and they will come for it."


	 


	John and Christine go to a local library. Upon further research they learn that, according to occult teachings, but also old religious texts, The Cathedral of Darkness is a place from hell. A place the gold diggers visited, and couldn't help themselves but steal some gold from.


	 


	When John gets home, he finds everything upside down. Literally. All books were laid upside down. All images. All the furniture. The table with the chairs. On the ceiling, they find Alice. Something simply defied gravity to keep her suspended. 


	 


	She moves(John's description) like a spider on the ceiling and hisses like a snake. Her eyes were fully black, no pupils. 


	 


	When she roared, John simply fled the house in fear.


	 


	The next day, the paranormal investigators come with two priests to perform a blessing. John is reluctant to enter. Only the presence of others gave him the courage to enter.


	 


	When they enter the house, everything looks normal. Alice was just fixing a meal. "Honey, I had no idea we had guests, why didn't you tell me?". Alice hugs her husband, but everyone knows this is just an act. 


	 


	The men ask Alice to take a seat. She acts surprised. "What's going on?". The priests waste no time beginning the ritual. They must exorcize the demons within Alice first. 


	 


	As they continue, Alice gets more agitated. Lights turn off, then on. The frequency of this light switching increases. The lights switch on and off increasingly fast.


	 


	But the holy men are in for a fight. Alice's eyes turn black again. All light bulbs blow up simultaneously. Two chairs swing by themselves and knock down the two priests. Alice laughs. She and her chair now levitate above ground. 


	 


	"They... are very powerful", said an investigator. The priests continue. Alice roars and screams. Soon, three demons appear in the room. Many simply run in fear at their sight. 


	 


	John almost faints. "It's a scare tactic, we must continue". The ritual is over. Alice screams and hits the floor. Multiple shadows float across the room. They obstruct the sun light for a while.  And then, they're gone. Everything is calm now. 


	 


	But the priests explain the battle is far from over. Other demons, perhaps even more dangerous, will come for the coins. The purse does not belong to our world. Unless it is returned to hell, the family's terror will never stop. 


	 


	That would prove a very difficult task. First, John would have to convert the gold coins into money which he would give to the poor. This act will create a copy of it in the other realm. The bag itself would have to be burned.


	 


	John does as instructed. Though the coins are not recognized as having monetary value, their gold earned John 20 million $. He would have to give all of it away. John and Alice organized an open house. 


	 


	Poor and homeless people from all over town gather to receive free meals and stacks of money each. The event was organized that every person present there would receive the same amount of money. 


	 


	A catering firm was hired. There was plenty of food and drinks(both beverage and soft drinks) to go around, so everyone could eat and drink as they pleased during the entire day. There were events like sport contests, karaoke, and music. 


	 


	The remainder of that money was spent on trucks with food and clothing that were sent to poor people both in other cities and abroad.


	 


	The next step would be to access a hell portal, as did the two gold diggers centuries ago. Luckily, they knew a place with a lot of negative energy: the church ruins.


	 


	The medium explains that on the other side, there is neither time, nor space so you can enter from everywhere to "anywhere" you like. A glass that flew from the table by itself, then smashed into the door suggested John and Alice they should hurry.


	 


	The group enter the church ruins. The medium reports seeing several spirits. They were not the main focus. The team places mirrors around John. An ambulance awaits just in case something goes wrong. 


	 


	John recalls his journey to the other side. Those mirrors seemed to catch life and reflect scary images. John could see his body from beneath. Instantly, he finds the purse full of gold in one of his pockets. 


	 


	He enters the huge Cathedral of Darkness, with two rivers of fire in its midst. Demons float around the area. John remembers seeing a demon wearing a bishop's robes, a mockery of the Christian faith.


	 


	As was the whole establishment, with a reversed cross in the middle of the building. John approaches an area full of weapons. 


	 


	Then, an area full of many bags of coins and gold. Demons scream and howl, but John kept his cool. He threw away the bag of coins.


	 


	John then has to walk "forward" to an energy portal that reflected our world. A pack of demons start chasing John. John flees these relentless pursuers.


	 


	The team cover the mirrors as fast as possible, but it’s too late. Two demons escaped, hitchhiking John as he returned. 


	 


	Christine and the team waste no time engaging them. One of them possesses John. The team smashes all mirrors. In this state, John is told the demon that took him over tried to seduce Christine in order to destroy her credibility and reputation.


	 


	She almost succumbs to this unnatural charm. They kiss. Had her team not interveened, she shamefully admits she was so seduced she was ready and willing to have sex with John right then and there.


	 


	At home, the other evil spirit attacks Alice. Knives pointed at her by themselves. She tries to flee, but something keeps the door locked. 
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
