Chapter One

	Introduction

	The first recorded history of Scotland was during the first century AD, which formed part of the Roman invasion of Britain. The Romans were great record keepers and their scribes chronicled history in a way their subjects never would have done. The Romans incorporated the southern part of Britain into their empire under the name Brittania, but despite their military prowess, were unable to subdue the fierce tribes to the North who were never annexed to Roman Britain. 

	Roman Emperor Hadrian had a long, high wall built right across the country in an attempt to stop the Scottish warriors from invading Brittania. The central border with Scotland was fortified by the formidable Antonine Wall, and in fact, parts of Hadrian's wall can still be found today. The Romans called this land Caledonia and its people the Picts (from the Latin word to paint) because they painted their faces and bodies blue when they went to war.

	In 800 AD, Scotland was invaded by the Vikings. They settled in the West of Scotland while the Picts began to develop the legendary Kingdom of Alba.

	By the fifth century AD, the Celts from Ireland settled to the north of the River Clyde. These people were called Scots and they were Christian. In the sixth century, the Pict king was converted to Christianity. The Pict kingdom joined the Scots under the Scottish king, Kenneth MacAlpin in the ninth century, and by the tenth century, the land had become known as Scotland.

	When the Normans invaded England in 1066, many of the Anglo Saxons moved into the Scottish lowlands, and the Lowland Scots adopted feudalism and other English ways, gradually becoming more Anglicized. The clan chiefs became nobles.

	In 1040 AD, Macbeth ruled Scotland as the King of Alba for 17 years. This story was immortalized by William Shakespeare and shows how sophisticated the Scottish kingdom had become.

	By the twelfth century, most of Scotland had become a feudal society. Only in the distant Highlands did the old clan still dominate.

	During the Battle of Stirling Bridge, William Wallace, who made movie fame as Braveheart, saw the English being forced to retreat in 1297 from its attempt to become Scottish overlords.

	In 1306, Robert the Bruce became King of Scotland, finally defeating the English, and in 1320, Scotland declared itself independent in the symbolic Declaration of Arbroath.

	In 1542, Mary Queen of Scots presented a threat to the English throne, which had recently rejected Catholicism during the time of Henry VIII. Mary was executed at the command of Elizabeth I. Shortly after Mary was imprisoned, her son became James VI of Scotland and James I of England. This unification of the crowns consolidated English control over Scotland. In 1707, this was strengthened by the Act of Union, which placed a single Westminster-based parliament over both countries.

	The Jacobite rising, which was ruthlessly crushed during the Battle of Culloden in 1746, as all Outlander fans would know, ended any chance of Catholic rule over Scotland and consequently any chance of independence. 

	The British Government recognized the Highlanders as a potential threat and began ruthlessly cleansing the Highlands, forbidding the wearing of tartan and removing all power from the Clan Chiefs.

	The periods of Enlightenment and Industrialisation in the centuries which followed saw Scotland play key roles in science, art, literature, invention, and education.

	Scotland remained firmly in the power of England, until 1999, when the Scottish parliament was reconvened after 300 years. In 2014, almost half the population voted to leave the UK, but the vote went for staying with England. The Scots, however, were firmly against leaving the EU, and with this came an increasing opposition to remaining part of Britain. As a result, a new referendum is planned for October 2023. Perhaps Scotland will finally be an independent sovereign state again.
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
