	About the Book’s Content
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		Anderson’s book, When Harry Became Sally: Responding to the Transgender Moment was published in 2018 and deals with what Anderson calls the “transgender moment” that America is currently going through. In his book, he goes further to add that a few years ago, “most Americans had never heard of transgender identity” and yet in a short time, it has become “a cause claiming the mantle of civil rights.” Discuss what Anderson means by the term transgender identity. What do you, as an individual, understand by this term?

		The title of the book is a play on words. It references the popular 1989 movie When Harry Met Sally. Some critics have said that the title is clever, others think it comes across as insincere. What do you think of the title? Discuss why some people might find it insincere.

		In the book, Anderson poses several questions regarding the “transgender movement.” One of these questions is whether a boy can feel “trapped” in a girl’s body, and vice versa. Discuss what you think. Are gender identities fluid? 

		Anderson also grapples with the question of what someone can do to help anyone who is struggling with their gender identity. He asks, “What is the most loving response” that we can offer someone? Discuss what you can do to help someone who is questioning their gender identity. 
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
