It is written:

“For when God made promise to Abraham, because he could swear by no greater, he sware by himself,

Saying, Surely blessing I will bless thee, and multiplying I will multiply thee.”

(Hebrews 6:13-14)



In the lifetime adventures of Abraham on this planet, one intriguing question however comes to play.

A strange inquiry, that seeks to understand the rationality of Abraham’s experiences, in his quest for the promised child.



The scriptures recount:



“Now the Lord had said unto Abram, Get thee out of thy country, and from thy kindred, and from thy father's house, unto a land that I will shew thee:



And I will make of thee a great nation, and I will bless thee, and make thy name great; and thou shalt be a blessing:”

(Genesis 12:1-2)

It is written:

“And Sarai said unto Abram, Behold now, the Lord hath restrained me from bearing: I pray thee, go in unto my maid; it may be that I may obtain children by her. And Abram hearkened to the voice of Sarai.



And Sarai Abram's wife took Hagar her maid the Egyptian, after Abram had dwelt ten years in the land of Canaan, and gave her to her husband Abram to be his wife.



And he went in unto Hagar, and she conceived: “

(Genesis 16:2-4a)



Furthermore, the bible testifies that after Sarah’s death, Abraham took for himself another wife, Keturah; and bore many sons and daughters.
