To begin, it exist a question basically, "Does God exist"? 




GOD


God (Arguments) Exists


As initial and primordial point, I should clarify the following thing: "In my mind there is no smallest doubt on the existence of God." Once enunciated this premise, we can continue with our chat.


When it is about getting some documents or old writings with which we could illustrate ourselves us on the beliefs of the antiquity with regard to the existence or not of God, it is in an arduous and practically impossible task. The religions through the times and taking advantage of all their influence and power, because they are close or to participate of the power and they participate of the dome that has governed the peoples of the earth, they have taken charge of making disappear all those possible writings or documents in which the concepts were exposed that were not convenient. The human being requires of the existence of some God to fill a hole inside him. That God is who the people go to request or to request help when they have an imperious necessity, especially poor and humble people. 


From prehistoric times, for many years behind, it has been observed that the thought existed on the existence of God. This statement you confirms especially in the multiple discoveries that have been detected, in rupestrian paintings and in cuneiform tablets of Mesopotamia. The reasons for these representations are based on two theories. In the first, it is mentioned that they are an artistic expression and the second one that are figures and writings magical religious. It is considered that the second theory is more guessed right. In caves in France, human figures appear which are almost always in sentence attitude or with the open extended arms toward the sky. In the background of the rupestrian paintings, it is an impulse or momentous yearning that it is in the soul, from the humanity's beginning. In some indigenous more recent cultures and isolated geographically as Mapuche (Araucanian) in the astral part of South America, they maintained alive their beliefs, myths and legends for a lot of time, just as the legend of the marine snake Caicai and the terrestrial snake Trentren that remembers the universal flood.  


Having expressed it before as objective, we are going to try to analyze some of the oldest writings on God. After verifying several texts, we are that the oldest writings on God are those made by the Veda. Their writings are formed by four texts that are the oldest in their literature. The Rif-Veda comes from a very old stage of the Vedic religion, which is too related with the religion Zoroastrian of Persia ("Zarathustra"). The oldest parts are accepted to be of the age of brass of the human culture. Their writing has been dated around the 1700 years B.C. They consist on a series of hymns dedicated to God. In the Hinduism a wide variety of beliefs and gods exist. God can be personal or impersonal. The personal adoration resides in the devotion and it is denominated "bhakti", the impersonal adoration is inspired by the wisdom and it calls itself "jnana." These can be considered as the first relating writings to God that we know. Continuing with the search of these writings has more than enough God or form of life, in the distant east, some of these writings have been conserved but, in most of them are not mentioned to God in explicit form. In the writings reference is only made to him in impersonal form. These are in fact the cases of Lao-Tsé, (Centuries VII. VI B.C.), and those of Siddharta Gautama, (563 - 483 B.C.), of the city of Lumbini, of the Kingdom of Shakia in the Nepal. 


Lao-Tsé was a Chinese philosopher founder of the Taoism. Lao-Tsé does not look for God as first cause. It does not even recognize it in the same way that we recognize it in the occident. In their writings, he mentions that everything comes from that defined by him as Tao (The Road). According to their beliefs, everything comes from Tao, is carried out in Tao and finally it returns to Tao. Lao-Tsé considers and it defines to Tao like the absolute thing, the total existence, the maximum kindness, the absolute perfection and the total quietness in which the human being should enter to reach the fullness of his spirit.  


Siddharta Gautama, also called Shakyamuni or Buddha, is the most important oriental religious. In Sanskrit, Buddha means awake, illuminated and intelligent. It is the sacred representative figure of the two oriental religions with more followers, the Buddhism, of which was founder and it is the Great Illuminated and of the Hinduism, where it is considered as the Change of the God Vishnu.


Approximately near the year 500 B.C., Buddha reached the nirvana of the Shramanic philosophy. Nirvana is considered the liberation state so much as of the suffering (dukkha) like the cycle of rebirths. After his illumination, he went to the encounter of their old pupils in the north of India. The first teaching of Buddha was the four noble truths. The ideas reflected in them are part of the Buddhism. These four noble truths are: 


1—all existence is suffering (dukkha). The life is imperfect; therefore the dissatisfaction and the suffering exist, being these universal.


2—the origin of the suffering is the yearning, desire or ambition of something. When considering that some act, achievement, person or situation takes us to reach the permanent satisfaction of the ego, when this ego really is a nonpermanent structure of the mind.


3- the suffering can extinguish, eliminating the cause that causes the suffering.  To escape from the dissatisfactions of the life, there should be face these in direct form. When facing the reality, we can know it and to know how it is which are the causes of the suffering and how to eliminate them.


4—to extinguish the cause of the suffering, we should follow the octuple Nobleman road. The elements of this road are subdivided in three basic categories: a) wisdom, b) ethical behavior and c) training of the mind (or meditation); to rehabilitate it and condition it.


The same as the Taoism, the original Buddhism does not mention explicitly however to God, some branches of the Buddhism if they believe in God and they make it in explicit form. 


Among the first writings that we find centuries later, we can mention those of Aristotle. When analyzing the Greek old philosophy it is not observed on the existence of God because it was commonly accepted that the world was eternal and therefor it did not exist any reason to look for that concept. However, there are writings in which Aristotle (384 to 322 B.C.) wrote to try to demonstrate, from a theological point of view, the existence of God. In their writings, he considered God like the last aim of the universe, and as a motor and generator of the whole movement toward him -as a result of a loving attraction. The only way in which the Greek philosophers justified the harmonious movements of the universe, was for the presence or existence of a God. They referred to God like the immobile motor of all movement. Under this approach, they established the impossibility of God to be able to move since, if God has not been able to move, a cause should exist above God, which was able to generate that movement. To be this more powerful cause that God, she would be the supreme God and not the previous one. 


Continuing through the time, and we arrive to the point where some prelates of the Catholic Church are who have tried to demonstrate the existence of God following different theories. Among them, we have Anselm of Canterbury (1033 to 1109), Benedictine monk born in the north of Italy (Aosta) who was Bishop of Canterbury. He wrote what was denominated "Ontologic Argument" later on, with which wanted to prove the existence of God.


Anselm wrote: If God was the maximum thing that could be imagined, when considering that this being could only exist in the understanding, it would not be the maximum thing because it could be imagined as existent of another in the reality. In that case the one of the reality would be superior to that of the imagination and therefore, he would be the God. As conclusion of this analysis it is obtained that the maximum thing that it can be imagined it should exist as much in the understanding as in the reality. Consequently, the maximum thing that we can imagine unavoidably must exist in the reality, therefore, God exists. 


Another clergyman that wrote also on the existence of God to prove this, was Saint Thomas of Aquino (1225-1274 A.C.), born in Naples, very well-known for his theology studies and fundamental base of the Christian Religion. It proved the existence of God when he wrote their "Supreme Theological" book and in fact in their "Five Roads." In them, according to the Christian Religion, it demonstrates the existence of God. Next we will be about summarizing these roads.


 


The arguments starting from Saint Agustine's Roads


First via is based in the movement.


It is undeniable that in the universe everything moves, that is to say it not changes alone in physical sense or locomotive, but also metaphysician (condition Change). We should remember that all that moves is moved for other, anything moves unless it is reinforced with regard to that to which moves. To move is not another thing that to be in the fact of making pass something from the power to the act, and this cannot make it more than what is in act. As example we can consider the fire. This makes that the power of heat of the log, pass to be heats at once. It is not possible that one thing is in power and in act simultaneously. For this reason, all that moves is moved by another. If this other one moves, some other motor that moves should exist. This cannot continue indefinitely since a first motor that is not moved by anybody should exist. This first motor that is not moved by anybody is in fact what understands each other for heaven's sake.


 


Second via, it is based on the efficient chance.


In the universe a certain order exists among the efficient causes, because they are subordinate essentially to each other for the production of a common effect. In this universe it is not given, neither it is possible that a thing is cause of itself, neither for the being, neither for the action, reason in such a case must be previous to itself, and this is impossible. The efficient cause is this external reality that explains the step from the power to the act, taking out to the matter of its inertia. This argument was also used by Aristotle, Avicenna, Alain of Lille and Great Alberto. In the world of the sensitive thing there is a certain order among the efficient things (Step of the power to the act of moving), but it cannot be found a thing that is its own cause, because in this case it should be previous to itself, and this is impossible. The series of efficient causes cannot be prolonged indefinitely, because there are always causes efficient subordinates. If does not exist the first, neither any other one could exist subsequent.  For this reason a first efficient chance should exist and to this, it is the one that is denominated God. God exists.  


 


Third via refers to the possible being and the necessary being. 


In nature there are things that can exist or not to exist, because in it beings that reproduce exist and others that are destroyed, providing this possibility. Therefore, there exist beings that has not reason in itself for their existence, but they are conditioned for other beings and therefore, there is a possibility that they exist and that do not exist. These beings receive the name of contingent beings.


It is impossible that beings under such conditions had existed since ever, because what has the possibility of not being, have existed always since there was a time that was. If all the things have the possibility of not being, there was a time in that none existed. If this is true, neither thing should exist, because what does not exist does not begin to exist. Only what already existed exists. As a result of this, not all the beings are possible or contingent; they should have some of that, which is necessary. The necessary being or has the reason of being necessary in itself or does not have it. If the necessity depends on other, like it is impossible to treat the necessary causes in indefinite form, it should exist something that is necessary for itself and do not have outside of the cause of its necessity but that he is the cause of the necessity of the other ones. This being calls them all God. Therefore God exists.  


 


Fourth via, the grades of the beings' perfection.


In human beings one can observe that some are more or less good, noblemen, charitable and true than other, the same thing happens to their other qualities. Due to these reasons, the human being is more perfect than the rest of the living beings. Therefore, we should consider that the more ones and the less ones are attributed to the things or attitudes, according to their diverse vicinity to the maximum thing. This way, if that maximum exists, that it should be the most noble, the truest, the most charitable and the most good, etc. All that has a pure perfection in maximum acquired grade or for essence, it is cause of this perfection in all those that possess it in inferior grade, or for participation. Also, is not able to exist more than an only being, an only subsisting perfection in itself, an only perfection in all their fullness and in their entirety. As the philosophers say, "what is maximum truth is maximum entity." Consequently, something that is for all the things their being's cause and of all their perfections, it is what denominates God. 


 


Fifth via comes from the government of the world.


One can see that the things lacking of knowledge, as the natural bodies, work with a purpose. This is proven that always or they almost always work in the same way with the objective of getting what they need for their evolution and development and conservation of their species, or the dynamic order of the universe. For this reason it is understood that they do not go to an end working at random, they make it intentionally. We can say that the beings that lack knowledge do not spread to an end if it does not direct it somebody that understands and knows. For this reason, it exists an intelligent being that directs all the natural things toward an end. This ordinary intelligence cannot be subdued and controlled by an indefinite series of intelligences, but rather it is necessary that it comes from an intelligent supreme being. This being, is the origin and the foundation of all the other intelligences that knows and direct the lacking things of knowledge to their own end. This intelligent Supreme Being that directs all the natural things to their respective end, we call it God. Then God exists.


 


The tests presented on the existence of God are representative of their great number that exists. We should remember that for each one of these tests on the existence of God, several tests exist, which deny the Supreme Being's existence. Enunciating all is an arduous task and I believe in many sterile cases due to the so ingrained convincing that they have the person. 


 


In spite of it, I will be about getting some people to be convinced of the existence of God, exposing some theories.


 


We will begin with the study made by Mr. Paco Cortez, which is the following one:


 






The Existence of God


How do we know that God exists? Do we maybe believe only in God for "Faith?" Will there be good reasons to believe in God?


In this study, they will show up three arguments for the existence of God and a question.



II.- The argument starting from the creation



This argument (that it is also known as the cosmological argument) begins in the following way:


When seeing the universe (the creation), do we wonder "Well, how or from where did the universe arise?"


The reality is that there are only four explanations or possibilities for the existence of the universe.


The 4 possibilities are:


The universe arose spontaneously from the nothingness.


Can we consider that it is valid this possibility? This explanation is refuted by one of the fundamental laws of the thermodynamics that says "anything it is created neither is it destroyed, everything transforms." In other words, all effect has a cause. The universe (the effect) is here, therefore, it has to have a cause.


The universe does not really exist, it is an illusion.


Does it have validity this explanation? The truth is that all human being lives as if the universe (the matter, the physical thing) really exists. For example, all person looks to both sides of the street before crossing (because they believe that the cars truly exist.)


Also, it is almost impossible that all people (during the humanity's history) experience the same illusion. Why? An illusion (or hallucination) is something very subjective that only happens in the person's mind. The experience does not share it with other people, therefore, the idea that all person experiences this illusion (that the universe is real) is impossible.


Lastly, this explanation does not have validity because we can predict with accuracy the movement of celestial bodies (for example, the orbits of planets, the orbits of comets, solar / lunar eclipses, etc.). If these celestial bodies are illusory, how is it that we can predict with accuracy their movements? We could maybe predict the movement of an illusion!? So the fact that we can predict these movements it indicates us that the universe is not illusory.


The universe has always existed, it is eternal.


Until the decade of the 50's, this explanation was the most popular among astronomers. However, at the end of the 50's, astronomers began to observe that all the galaxies were expanding, moving toward out as leaving from a central point of origin. This observation demonstrated that the whole universe is really expanding. Therefore, astronomers concluded that the universe arose of a great explosion, well-known as the "Great Explosion (Big Bang)." The important of the "Great Explosion" is that it indicates us that, if we return to the past, the universe is made small and smaller, "until the universe decreases to the nothingness." Therefore, the "Great Explosion" tells us that the universe had a principle. So the idea that the universe is eternal is refuted by the evidences of the astronomy.


Also, it exists a philosophical rebuttal or logic. It is the following one: An infinite series of events in the past is impossible. If the universe is eternal, then the past is also eternal (or infinite). This means that we could never have arrived to today's (to the present) day. Why? They would always exist constantly events in the past that would alter our present; therefore, we could not arrive to the only present. But since we have arrived to this present, this tells us that the past is not infinite. 


Some will say: "If the universe is not eternal, God neither can be eternal. Then who created God?" The problem with this question is that we think that God is subject to the dimension of the time. The dimension of time, matter, and space it only exists in the created universe. Outside of the universe, these dimensions do not exist. Since God is not part of the universe, he is not subject to the dimension of the time. Therefore, God does not have principle, he is eternal and the same creation transcends.


Something or somebody outside of this dimension created the universe.


After having eliminated the first three possibilities, the only one that we have left is that something or somebody created the universe. Some will say that this explanation cannot be the correct one because it is not scientific (but rather it sounds as religion). But which can another explanation have for the existence of the universe? Not there is another! If four possibilities only exist, and the first three are discarded, logically we have to conclude that the fourth explanation is the correct one.



III.- The argument starting from the design or purpose.



This argument is also known as the theological argument, which says:


1) all the designs imply a designer.


2) there is a great design in the universe


3) therefore, a great designer of the universe should exist


In other words, we see a great order and design in the universe (for example, the galaxies, the planets, animals, plants, the human body, etc.) And we also know that as more complex the design, more intelligent their designer. Therefore, the designer of the universe should be a very intelligent person. But why do we deduce that this designer is a person? Only a person can have a mind (with the capacity to think and to design.) An impersonal force cannot think nor to design anything because it lacks a mind. So, this argument indicates us that the designer of the universe is a personal and very intelligent being.


Some will say that the chance can create therefore, we do not need a designer to explain the great design that we find in the creation. But the reality is that the probabilities that the universe has arisen for mere pure chance are astronomically low. "For example, so that an unicellular organism appears for mere chance, the probabilities are 1 in 1040,000." I believe that it is more reasonable to believe in a great designer of the universe that in the chance.


Also, the chance (that it is something impersonal) cannot create anything. Only an intelligent mind has the capacity to create.



IV.- The argument starting from the moral law.



This argument says the following thing:


1) all person is aware of a moral objective law.


2) all moral law (of this law) implies a moral giver.


3) therefore, a great moral giver should exist.


This means that all people are aware that certain things are good and certain things are bad. For example, all we wait to be treated with respect, courtesy, justness, dignity, etc. on the other hand, we all know that it is bad to murder, to deceive, to steal, etc.


Is the question then, which is the best explanation for the existence of this moral law? Some will say that the human being created this moral law. But, in this way the morality would be outside -subjective. Each person would invent her own morality, and therefore, we could never judge (morally) the actions of the other ones. However, this is not what happens. When somebody has committed a crime (for example, a murder) the authorities (and the society) judge and punish the criminal. Only when the morality transcends to individuals, inclusive to the different cultures of the world, it is possible judging the actions of others.


Others will say that the morality arose like part of the evolution. The morality is simply a help for the survival of the species. But this explanation is not convincing because each law implies a giver (or an authority.) A law by itself does not have any value. All law is effective because behind it an authority exists. For example, the traffic laws are obeyed because an authority (the police, the government) exists behind them. If that authority did not exist, nobody would obey those laws. For consequent, they would not be law. In the same way, this moral law of which we all are conscious should have an authority. So the best explanation for the existence of this moral law is an authority that transcends to the individual and the different cultures, that is to say, God.


 


What kind of God exists?


Each one of these arguments indicates us what kind of God is the one that exists. Each one of these arguments points toward the God of the Bible.


The argument starting from the creation indicates us that God is a God:

The argument starting from the design indicates us that God is a God:

So the only candidate to be the God that created and designed the universe and who put this moral law in our hearts is the God of the Bible.


Lastly, it is important to recognize that each argument has its strong and weak points. I believe that the best strategy is to use these three arguments on the whole. This way, the weak point of an argument is counteracted by the strong point of the following argument. This way we will be able to make a convincing presentation for the existence of God.


VI - Applying the Bases of the Thermodynamics


Next, and based highly on my formation and scientific experience of many years, we will present my theory on the existence of God, based on an exact science and scientific basics as it is the Thermodynamics. For it, we go starting from some basic principles of this universal science. These principles of the Thermodynamics are denominated and they constitute the first and second principle of the Thermodynamics.


The first principle prays: "The energy is not created nor is it destroyed: It only transforms"


The second principle rules: If the matter and energy cannot be created, so cannot be destroyed either. This can be transformed, establishing the sense in which this transformation takes place. It also establishes the impossibility of transforming the whole energy of a type completely into another without losses. This way, the second law imposes restrictions for the energy transfers that hypothetically could be taken place only keeping in mind the first principle.


When studying the Thermodynamics and basing us on the laws of the same science, we can observe that all movement requires of the energy consumption, that is to say that the machine of continuous movement, equivalent to say one schemes of movement without energy consumption, does not exist. With this concept in mind and the knowledge that we have on the matter that constitutes the universe known that it is constantly in movement. The whole universe is consisted by atoms in which are the nucleuses and its respective electrons that surround them. We also know that these atoms are extremely small and their electrons even more. The science tells us that those electrons rotate around its nucleus and they make it to a towering speed, near to the speed of the light. So that the movement happens, energy consumption should exist for each one of the electrons that are in the whole matter that conform the universe. Additionally we should consider the possible movements that exist in the same nucleus of all the atoms of the universe. 


The age of the Universe, in agreement with the Theory of Big Bang, is equivalent at the time lapsed from Big Bang until the present. For the scientists' consent, the lapsed time is around 13.700.000.000 (thirteen thousand seven hundred millions) of years. That is to say, at least for thirteen thousand seven hundred million years, the electrons have been moving around the nucleus. For as small that is the energy that each electron requires in its movement around its nucleus, these gentlemen have rotated uninterruptedly for a period of very big time. The question in matter is: From where does the necessary energy proceed so that these electrons have constantly rotated around their respective nucleuses? Who has provided it to them? How do they make to stay rotating from immemorial times? I do not have any explanation unless I can conceive that somebody or something that is giving them the energy that they have needed through this whole period of time. This is the point where the necessity arises of thinking of some Superior Being in charge of this task like could be God.

Considering an atom of hydrogen (1 A° = 1 x10-10 diameter meters and of a weight of 1,7 x 10-24 grams), and remembering that the speed of displacement of its electron is approximately 75% of the speed of the light (224844344 m / sec. Or 2,2484 x 1018 A° / sec.), to this speed, the electron makes the quantity of 71,57 x 1016 turns / sec. (715700101900000000 turns / sec.), around the nucleus. Due to this great quantity of having returned by second of the electron around the nucleus of the atom, it makes seem to the atom like a solid element, in spite of existing some no relatively and occupied immense spaces inside the same one. What we have exposed has been studied and described many times and it is a very well-known and irrefutable fact. 


The quantum mechanics is the last great branch of the physics that is in charge of from the physical phenomena to microscopic scale. Through it has been achieved the development and discovery of many technologies especially in the field of the transistors. This science describes the instantaneous state of a system with a wave function that codes the probabilistic distribution of all the appraisable properties as energy, position and moment. In this mechanics, the elementary particle responsible for the quantum manifestation and the electromagnetic phenomena: the photon. It is the carrier particle in all ways of electromagnetic radiation (gamma rays, the X rays, the ultraviolet light, the visible light, the infrared light, microwaves and radio waves). The photon does not have mass, it does not possess electric load and does not disintegrate spontaneously in the vacuous, but has energy. In the space, the photons move to the speed of light. 


As all quantum, photon presents properties as corpuscular and undulate. It behaves like a wave in refraction phenomena and like a particle when interaction with the matter to transfer a fixed quantity of energy. In theoretical physics, a photon can be considered as a mediator for any type of electromagnetic interaction. For the visible light to our eyes, the energy that takes the photon is of about 4×10.19jules. This quantity of energy is enough to excite the retina of our eyes and to allow us to see. 


All the exposed before is excellent and with it we could explain to where the electrons obtain their energy to be able to continue permanently with their work, however, the problem persists. When you were able to get the solutions to the questions on the photon, under this outline, the same questions and/or other similar ones that are making at this time on the photon will be transferred to any particle or new element that is discovered. This chain will continue until reaching the endpoint where is the origin of everything. You can imagine which or who is that endpoint, the responsible for the origin of the whole universe. 


The important thing at this time does not refer to the answers in themselves, what interests us is from where those elements come and how they acquire their energy. These theories are in the middle of development, they are very recent and it is the earliest thing that we have in that aspect. In these instants, my mind takes me to remember something similar to all these concepts, which had already read in the past. Indeed, I remember something very similar found in the book "The Keys of Enoch." 


How is it possible to find all those theories in a book written almost for forty years, when they are now developing? I will allow transcribing what I found in the page 535 of the book "The Keys of Enoch." This book was given in the days 2 and 3 of January of the year 1973. Their objectives are to prepare the humanity for the activation of events that must happen in the following thirty years." The first edition of the book was in the year 1977. Is the following question: Who provided all that information in so early date? I know who, do you?


"The electrons of the atoms are following a program presented by the Super Electron that can be seen as kind of a "program teacher" that governs the mechanics of this universe"


"Metatron created the super electron so that all the levels of conscience of Elohim are interconnected the whole time"  


"In our layer of conscience, all the individual couples of electron-positron they are like tiny magnetos that rotate to the speed of light that is in proportion to our layer of conscience"


"Therefore, each part of the three-dimensional space is connected with all the other parts through the basic unit called super-electron. The super-electron is divided in subtler units of space that we call the electronic and sub-electronic spaces; these are interconnected through holes of worms"


"Man's sub-electrons are condensations of taverns and fractional loads"


"This way, the electron as man knows it. He should extend to the activity of a super-electron. The super-electron also contains the stimulated emissions of Gravitational waves, or amplification Graser" 


Metatron is the name of a being, energy, an entity or an Archangel that it is very near to God, in some part of the immense infinite. It is considered that he is the Being of more hierarchy, the right hand of God. According to the traditions, the legend and the Jewish old writings, Enoch was elevated by Yahweh and became Metatron. Metatron is considered as the only angel inside the celestial spheres that it was in one time human. This opinion is not shared by many Talmudic authorities. Enoch was the seventh Patriarch after Adam according to the Bible. It has been written that "walked with God" and it was snatched to the Skies, where it was transformed into Archangel. The possibility of confusion between two beings with similar name exists. One is Metatron of seven letters (in Hebrew) and another of six letters. The first would be primordial Metatron and the second Enoc. In the Jewish writings you speculate that he is Shekinah, the being that drove the children from Israel through the desert. It is also thought that was Metatron who stopped Abraham, impeding the sacrificed to God his son Isaac. Metatron is also known as the first and the last of the Archangels, and receives diverse denominations like Chancellor of the Sky, Angel of the Alliance and King of the Angels. Their celestial function is supervising the annotation of all our acts in the Book of Life. In the book "The Keys of Enoch", Metatron is considered as a divine unfolding of the mind of God, the creator of the light and the electron and the super-electron. With this concept exists a circuit or cosmic connection among all the particles of the possible universes. This way, all the existent electrons are served by Metatron, with that which may complete their function around their nucleus. Considering that high position of Metatron inside the celestial spheres, condition very coveted by the different religions, Metatron has been put to a side and they have located well in its place the most excellent representative in the religion what interests them for its particular benefits to them, be for the reception of parishioners or for its economic benefit and of power. This you can consider the case of the Christian Religion, where Metatron seems to have been erased of the map and replaced by Jesus. For this reason, is that this Archangel Metatron is never mentioned in its liturgy neither in its writings, it has been eliminated and sent to the forgetfulness. This is the same case of the religion of the Muslims with Mohammed. Surprisingly, the Hebrew term Metatron is equivalent to Shaddai (God), for what is said that has a 'name as its master' "YHWH smaller" (smaller God). It can be considered the visible manifestation of God, Eternal and Almighty Lord and the Divine Voice of God. 



No God Exist (Arguments) 



As there exist arguments on the existence of God or of the gods, there is a good number of arguments also against the existence of the same. Many of them can enter in contradictions and some refer to specific definitions of God or Gods since not all the religions defines God in the same way. 


 






Empiric Arguments


Presence of Evil


Being God a perfect being, full with kindness and love, it is an opposed concept to the existence and presence of itself simultaneously with that of the wrong in their creation, According to this, considering that God who is omnipotent, omnipresent and omnibenevolent, he should not allow the presence of evil and suffering in the world. To this concept is opposed of reincarnation or Karma. The suffering and wrong or welfare, that any being endures in his life, are the compensation of that being's performance in his last life, in the road toward God.   


 






Poor design


This concept is based on the presence of the multiple evidences of the biological examples in the world of the wrong design and creation that they are. This is confirmed by the poor adaptations as a result of the biological evolution of the species, which are eliminated by natural selection or confirmed without being been of the creation.


Undoubtedly if we consider the creation of the whole Universe for a Divine Being, this does not discard the presence and/or feasibility of mutations in the nature, in fact for their great wisdom and kindness.   


 


The no Belief


Considering that God likes it and wants the human beings to believe in him and they love him, the existence of beings that you do not believe, demonstrates the capacity of that God to achieve it, therefore, it is no longer God.


This concept is in against to the free will that God gave to the human being in its creation. Depending on their attitude and development in the different lives, the human being reached the happiness to believe and to be near God. Everything is dependent of their will.  


 






The Moderation


This argument refers to the natural theories, which without supernatural concepts they explain in a form the sufficiently appropriate and comprehensible the existence or beliefs as well as the development of the religions and God or Gods. Under this concept, the existence of supernatural elements is not necessary. 


I consider that opposed to this principle, the existence of the supernatural elements, they are in fact those that stand out and they promote the development of natural principles for their understanding.


 






Theory of Russell


According to Bernard Russell, in his article, "Is there a God?” considers that the weight of the tests on the existence of God should relapse on the believers or theists and do not have more than enough the atheistic ones or no theists. In their book he writes:


"If I suggested that between the Earth and Mars there is a porcelain teapot that rotates around the Sun in an elliptic orbit, nobody could refute my asseveration, whenever I took care of adding that the teapot is too small as to even be seen by the most potent telescopes. But if I said that, since my asseveration cannot be refuted, the doubt of it is intolerable presumptuous on the part of the human reason, it would be thought with all reason that I am saying foolishness. However, if the existence of such a teapot was affirmed in old books, if it is taught every Sunday like sacred truth, if it settled in the mind of the children in the school, the hesitation to believe in its existence would be a sign of idiosyncrasy, and who doubted it would deserve the attention of a psychiatrist at one time illuminated, or of the inquisitor in previous times."


If the weight of the tests relapses in the believer, they should be these people those in charge of proving what they profess with authentic tests of that exposed.  


This concept does not bring anything new and only transmutes the necessity to have or to create the tests from a group to another.


 






Lack of Appearances


The Divine appearances are attested in scarce stories of the antiquity in few people's presence. The subjective tests are not enough to prove anything. Real tests are required with real data. This is translated in that "God does not exist until he appears."  


 






Revelations


The contradictory and unsubstantial revelations on the existence of God in the sacred books as The Bible, Koran and Tanakh that are in one self-writing are tests of the nonexistence of God. The Bible is not demonstration of the existence of God because it would imply a circular argument: "God exists because he says in this book that exists", the believer assures. "But, did such a book was written by God?" To this, the Atheist wonders: "did God really write it?" The believer answers: "No, man wrote it, but it was revealed for heaven's sake." With we fall again in an argumentation in a new vicious circle where the existence of God is not really proven without place to any doubt. The Muslims have the Koran like empiric test of the existence of God, not so much for that the Koran for their divine beauty and not to affirm it in him, which would take to a circular argument.



II.- Deductive arguments







The Omnipotence


The omnipotence is a completely contradictory concept under certain circumstances. Some examples of them are: Is God able to create a rock that he cannot lift up? Or is God Able to create a more powerful being than him? Or is God Able to destroy himself? These are events that question the omnipotence of God.


 






The Free Will


This paradox opposes itself to the existence of an omniscient God endowed with free will the same as the creatures created by him. Both properties are considered contradictory. Under this outline, God already knows the future and therefore, the humanity is dedicated to corroborate this knowledge, being for so much exempt of his free will in the proposed plan. This way, it can settle down that the free will is in opposition of an omniscient god. Another argument that conform the existence of an omniscient God and free will is that the will of the same God would be forced to follow what God knows ahead of time of himself, for all the eternity.






The Hell


The condemnation for the eternity for acts carried out during a finite existence is contrary to the conditions of justice, kindness and love of God.


 






The Cosmological Thing


The things cannot exist without they have been created by their creators. When it is applied to God, a vicious circle of creators is generated.


 






The Complexity


The existence of a complex and ordinate structure has to have been designed in order to exist. For this reason, the creation of such a complex system as the Universe has to have had somebody who designed it. Considering that a God responsible for the creation of the universe should be at least as complicated as its creation. Therefore when existing God, it should also have a designer. This chain is perpetuated until the infinite, transforming into a fallacy of the logic



III.- Inductive Arguments



This kind of arguments proceeds through the so called inductive reasoning. This kind of reasoning is based on the modality of obtaining general conclusions starting from premises with particular or singular data. It is the reasoning that goes from the peculiar information to generalize for a macro situation of the problem. 


Atheist-existentialist


The existence of a perfect and sensitive being comes from the asseveration that the existence is previous to the essence, and that a sensitive being cannot also be complete and perfect (Jean-Paul Sartre). According to him, God would be a conscience and simultaneously would be a thing, which represents a contradiction. 


 






Absence of Reason


With this concept Scott Adams, tries to demonstrate that an almighty "omnipotent and omniscient" being, would not have any reason to behave in a way that certain necessities and affections like those required by the humans. This generates a contradiction with the fact of an existing universe; therefore, an omnipotent God cannot exist. With this argument proposes a form of pantheism like theological fundamental model. He referred to him as the "praxeological argument ", affirming that a perfect being should always have resolved all his desires and necessities, and, if taking some initiative in the present, this, by itself, would prove his inability and therefore it would demonstrate his imperfection.


 






Historical Induction


Considering that most of the theistic religions in the history have come to be considered them as much as their God false or absurd, all the theistic religions even the current ones are, based on the inductive reasoning. Stephen F. Roberts says: "I sustain that as much you and me are atheistic. I only believe in a god less than you. When you understand the reason why I reject to all the possible other gods, you will understand the reason why I reject yours."


 






Biological Proves


According to Darwin, as biological test one has that the DNA of the chimpanzee and the human have in common more than 99% of elements, then man derives of a genetic evolution. Epicurus outlines the following thing on the creation of God: "I can persuade myself that a beneficent God had created on purpose to the Ichneumonidae with (endoparasite wasps) the expressed intention that they ate up from inside to alive caterpillars, or that the cats played with the mice until killing them"



IV.- Subjective Arguments



The subjective arguments against the supernatural divinity are based mainly on testimonies or witnesses' experiences.










Presence of God


It is based on the so much testimony of people of the present like of the past that doubt or do not believe in God, because in any case God has never become visible.










Argument of the Conflict


Each one of the religions gives one of these different versions from what God is and from what God wants. Since all the contradictory versions cannot be correct, many, if not all the religions, should be erroneous.


 






Argument of Deception


This argues that is based on the visible lack of help when is requested this to God. For this reason, there is not any reason to believe that a God that attended the human being exists.


 


Hinduists Arguments


The Hinduism has different reasons to reject to the creator God.


 






Samkhya Doctrine


The Samkhya doctrine argues against the existence of God for metaphysical reasons. It sustains that an unalterable God cannot always be the source of a changing world; God was a metaphysical necessary hypothesis demanded by the circumstances. Their texts try to demonstrate that the idea of God is as inconceivable and contradictory. Their comments are used with clarity on this topic. Sankhya-Tattva-Kaumudi affirms that a perfect God does not have necessity to create a world. If this creation is for kindness, we wonder if it is logical to create beings that, in not existing, they didn't have any suffering. Samkhya sustains that a benevolent deity should create happy single creatures, not an imperfect world as the real world. An unalterable god cannot generate a changing world. 


 


Mimamsá School


The Mïmämsä school considers that no probative evidence on the existence of God was convincing. According to them, there is not necessity to consider a creator for the world, the same as there was not an author's necessity to compose the Vedas or of a God to validate their rituals. They sustain that the Veda gods exist alone in mantras that repeat their names. Their divine power emanates of mantras. 


 






Beliefs in God


The beliefs or no beliefs in God are very varied. The belief in one or more deities is denominated "Theistic" and we can differentiate them to those beings that do not believe in God, the "Atheists." Some believe in a single God the "Monotheists" and others believe in many God, the "Polytheists."


The Atheistic term of the atheism, comes from the Greek (atheist), which means "without God." The atheism is known in two senses, the first or the widest, it is the no belief in any deity or other supernatural beings. In the strictest sense, the atheism maintains the nonexistence of deities. The atheistic being, is manifestation of the absence of any God. This does not represent to not belong to some religion. Religions like the Buddhism that denies or does not mention the existence of God. In this case they are atheistic or rather, no theistic. In the agnosticism, a branch of the Atheism, is affirmed the nonexistence of deities or other supernatural beings. It is the statement of the belief absence in all superior being. The atheism has existed since they originated the theistic beliefs but, the theistic opinions bound to the religion have almost always had a predominant position in the societies, limiting the opportunities to express their points of view in public for the atheistic ones. Among the first in denying the existence of the gods, they were some Greek philosophers, as Protagoras (485-411 B.C.) who was exile from Athens for atheistic.


The polytheism is a religious belief in which is considered the existence of many God. It comes from the word Greek "poly" that means many and of "theism" that means God. The most pathetic example is in the Greek-Roman mythology.  The widest forms in polytheism find them in the cultures of India (Hinduism) of the Vedic time. Those cultures have more than 300 gods. The same thing happened in Japan before the influence of the Buddhism, also in the Iranian culture previous to Zarazushtra, in the cultures of Mesopotamia, Egypt and other, around the entire world. The belief in multiple gods comes from previous beliefs of spirits, demons, and other forces as the stars and the nature that allowed the explanation of natural phenomena. 


Henotheism or Monolatrism (of the Greek: heis, hays "a" and theos "god") are a variant of the polytheism. Recognizing the existence of many gods but, only one of them is in the superior level and it is worthy of special adoration. You can consider like a transition between the polytheism and the monotheism. Has shown especially in the Polynesian towns and in the Hebrew (Song of Moses: Who as you, Yahweh (Jehovah), among the gods? Exodus 15:11) (note: In many Bibles this text has been changed, especially in the Catholics).


The Monotheism consists on the existence of a single God. The term is derived of two Greek words: "mono" that means "alone" and theos that means "God." For the monotheists, "God" is the supreme unique being. It is related with the ideas and philosophical higher concepts and superlatives in all the aspects. The giver of all the beings' life is considered everywhere and everything is in him. As it has already been mentioned, philosophical arguments exist about the impossibility of the existence of more than a God. It is considered as the endpoint in the evolution of the religions.


"Dualistic" they are the religions that suppose the existence of two principles or opposed divinities and faced to each other,


"No theistic" as some religions of the Buddhism and the Taoism that scorn or reject the existence of absolute gods or universal creators.


"Pantheist", they are who believe that the Universe, the nature and God are equivalent.


 


Concept of God.


What is considered believing in the existence of God and the philosophical concept of the same one will differ. The concept and acceptance of God comes from many centuries before the philosophical conceptualization of God.  


To emit a concept of God, according to Heriberto Dante, it should begin of the fundamental hypothesis that all that there is in the Universe, belongs to the nature world or the Kingdom of the culture. In it, man's hand has not had any intervention in what belongs to the world of the physical nature of the Universe. This enunciated is easily understandable because any difficulty does not exist to accept that man has not had neither has he anything to see, with the thousands of millions of stars with his respective thousands of millions of planets, satellites, comets and celestial other bodies that are. For this same reason, neither it is difficult to accept that the material constructions with their very particular architecture, the languages, the political institutions and the religions or beliefs are that is to say a product of the culture, they are the result of man's creation. The philosophy like the whole knowledge that exists in the universe is also a cultural product, it is a human product. For this reason, we should accept that the concept of God could only be used by man from the moment in which the evolution of the species allowed to the human brain to build some speculations about God and his existence with certain depth. Man to reach to this point of maturity of the abstract thought, had to create languages, writing, numeric systems, etc. it is unthinkable and impossible that the human species has arrived until these stages of its development, if before has not built those instruments or tools to achieve it. For what said before, it is also inferred that the primitive man was not under conditions of speculating on anything, less than such an abstract concept as it is that of God. For these reasons, the concept of God hardly if is 15 thousand years old. According to these considerations, man spent near hundreds of thousands of years without having the most remote philosophical concept of God. Starting from this we can say that God is a very new concept and it is man's product that developed its thought and the speculations that are made through that philosophical thought. For this thought, God is the creator of the world. This conception is probably the oldest in the history of the philosophy; the first that expressed with a lot of clarity was Anaxagoras (500-428 B.C.) that considered to the intelligence like the divinity that orders the world. Later on Plato and Aristotle insisted and expressed their concept of God. After man invents the concept of God, he meets with the task and the concern of proving his existence. In this philosophical effort the only thing that can make man of ideas is to continue speculating. The test that was considered as more solid by the classic and medieval world is the one that one deduces from the movement of the planets around the Sun. It is in our self-centeredness, ignorance and domain of the religions. 






Considerations of God


Commonly God is considered like the Supreme Being of all the Universes, and He is attributed all the qualities in superlative form. We have among them, the Omnipotent being (can do everything), Omniscient (knows everything), Omnipresent (is everywhere and embraces all) and Omnibenevolent (is absolutely good). Not all the attributes that are given to God agree to each other, some contradictions can appear among them, what allows the critics to refuse that God can have all the attributes that can be mentioned at the same time. Some of these examples subsist when affirming that God is the Creator of all the visible and invisible, Omnipotent, Omniscient and the only Supreme Judge of the universe. Then when creating the living things, included beings, the faithful ones, atheists, pagans and other, he knows ahead of time which will be each being's behavior and of not fulfilling the divine laws, he will have to punish them or to reward them. Then for why he created them? God is good, there is no doubt, but he cannot be good from the point of view of the humans if these are punished, it should have another form of understanding the good being that has not been revealed. In this point enters in question the existences of different lives for a human being. One of the human being's characteristics is the existence of the free will, with which all human being of the earth is born. Under this outline, God cannot even alter any decision that a person wants to take, the being is responsible for any decision or act that wants to make. God creates each human being to follow the path through lives that are necessary to reach the ascent toward other levels of conscience. As he ascends in these levels of conscience, he increases the knowledge toward God and gets closer to him. The objective is to reach such a level that allows feeling that Supreme Being's presence for the well-being and our being's supreme and permanent happiness near him.


When tackle about the existence of the wrong in the world and why it is allowed, we know that he represents one of the basic concepts and one of the obstacles outlined by the sceptic to accept that concept of God the Supreme Being. The believers usually allege the possibility of the free will of the beings to explain the existence and presence of evil in the world. Of not existing good or bad, we would not have free will since anything bad we could make. This is fine for the thinking beings of the universe, beings which will refer in general terms, when I mention to the human beings. This same concept is not clear for Nature, which is like it is and does not have options for not having freedom of choosing nor well-known reasoning for it. 


About the characteristics of God, the sceptic do not consider compatible the presence of the Omnipotence and the Omniscience of God with the possibility of the free will of the humans. For this, they allege that if God can do everything therefore, intervening in the life of the humans, it would imply to block the freedom of the human beings, knowing everything would also imply also that there is not any possibility of freedom for the human being. He would know all as it already fixed, established and said.


Other characteristics of God are the Omnipotence that is opposed in some cases characteristic Omnibenevlonce. The power that God has to make all that he wants, do not necessarily implies that he makes it. This is the reason for which allows the humans to behave of agreement with their characteristic, their freedom and free will, with the one which supposedly he created them from the beginning and it does not interfere. Due to this, in many cases it has let the human beings to have sufferings for any cause. This could seem a new contradiction with the benevolence of God. You can also consider that allows those sufferings for respect (born of their benevolence) to the nature with which the human being was created. Additionally, if he is Omniscient, he should already know previously which are the low characteristics which will evolve or to live each human being or alive being. This seemed logical, but it is not completely certain. The human being has the capacity to constantly alter his life through the decisions that he can take. All they should pay or to be rewarded by their attitudes of love or hate, kindness or wickedness that can have had in their previous life.


The oldest texts, which are can be identified and present as that written or engravings in language cuneiform thousands of years (The book of Enki, more than 10.000), recently translated for few years, they make reference that the human being considered them to these beings that came from other planets, as his gods however, they mention another God, which was never presented or referred to the humans neither described in his writings.


 






Definitions of God


We must recognize that practically nobody knows anything about the characteristics, form, energy or any other property that God can have. Therefore, how can we define something about who do not know, or knowabout how it is if that being does not exist, if any approximate description does not even exist. Definitively it is not possible to make anything out of nothing. Not knowing how it is or what matter, energy or substance is he constituted, made or formed, it is impossible any description or definition. The acceptance of his existence and presence comes conceived by each individual being, based on the concepts of some of the religions that exist in the world or for the experience or thought and own conception. The certain thing is that the matter of the universe, life, the stars, the sun, and all that exists is not known where it comes. From there arises the necessity of a God that has created at least the raw material for his evolution or formation. 


The old ones had a God for each case and each thing. That facilitated them or simplified understanding the reason certain events happened. When some of them did not have any explanation, they attributed to the will of a God in particular. People could always toss the blame to a God of anything that happens, this way they were discharged of any possible responsibility or explanation that had to give.


Plato in the part of their book, Timaeus talks about a creation of the world and he considers the existence of a god that created him for his own will. Analyzing what was written in the book, it is observed that Plato's creator is not a true creator because in the creation of that world, it uses the matter that had existed eternally. It could really be considered as a decorating God of the existent thing but not as the Creative God.  To the human being, he always has left the question of who created the matter or initial energy that made possible the evolution. When not having a logical and comprehensible explanation, the necessity of the existence of some Supreme Being arises as viable alternative, capable of contribute that matter or energy. Is the creative God an uncreated God? If it is considered the principle that everything has a cause, can we ask then: Who created God? With this in mind, we can consider the following answers:


-God created himself.


- Absurd, nobody can be created by himself


-God was created by another being. -Then somebody exists more powerful than God


- The creation of God is a mystery. -Incomprehensible for the human being.


- Nothing and nobody created or cause God. -God is a being no cause and uncreated.


According to this answer, God was not created neither needed anybody to be created, he has always existed.

How much I like that God was, it is a question I have made myself many times, and it is very difficult to respond. In that time, the priests or preachers exposed that great attribute of love to and from their God to his people. The primordial principle to be able to come closer to God was the love, was the God of love. That God whose immaculate image not yet had been contaminated with the longings of power and that of his pupils and money followers is that of the humility and kindness my ideal God. He is who does it all and gives it for love that distributes and has for his people. We should not forget that he is also the immense justice and he has an infinite mercy. He looked after his people, corrects the misguided, protects and rewards the humble, good and deprived people, especially to who adore Him. They respect him and love him. Theory of the Universe

Diameter of the Sun = 1392000 kilometers = 1,392 x 109 Meters = 1,392 x 10 19 A°

Relationship of Diameters Sun / Diameter of the Atom = 1,392 x 10 19 A° / 1 A°

Correlation of Dimensions:


Considering the correlation of dimensions mentioned among the atom of Hydrogen and the Sun; we can say that one Second in the Macro Dimension, corresponds to:


1 Sec. of the Macro System = 1,392 x 1019 Seconds in our Solar System


Years of our system = 1,392 x 1019 Seconds  31,536 x 106 Seconds  year


=   441,4 x 109 Years in our Solar System


=   441,4 thousands of Millions of our years


The above-mentioned indicates us that a reaction that takes one second in the macro world, would take the quantity of 441,4 thousands of millions of years in our system. 


We will continue with our possible hallucination. Considering that we are part of a chemical reaction that happens in that so immense system. Let us consider that the time of that chemical reaction is only 1 Second (1 Sec.). You could also speculate that the beginning of that chemical reaction of the great system, is great "Big-Bang" that we consider in fact existed in our universe, approximately 13,75 thousands millions of years (13,75 x 109 years), according to the studies made by the astronomers, we have:


Last time from Big-Bang = 13,75 x 109 years (13,75 Thousands of millions of years)


Time of the calculated reaction = 441,40 x 109 years (441,40 Thousands of millions of years)


Time remainder of the Universe = 427,65 x 109 years (427,65 Thousands of millions of years)


Under this concept that we have developed, we would have 427,65 thousands of millions of years (427,65 x 109 years), to arrive at the end of the reaction and to disappear or to enter to be part of another component. That is to say 31,1 times of the time lapsed from Big-Bang.
