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Amarcord… would the unforgettable and unforgotten Federico Fellini say … similarly I, mindful of a school of merrier times as memories often are, remember the teacher who explained us how the exposition of a Topic requires a Title, a Development and a Conclusion.


The Title must be clear and contain in a nutshell the thesis which will be argued later.


The Introduction, explanatory and not lengthy, must however capture the interest of the reader or listener.


The Development is the very heart of the Topic and through it also the heart of those already involved and about to live the same adventure of the narrator should beat.
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
