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Let's proclaim it with joy: Hallelujah! As I've often said, the intersection of religion and tradition is inevitably clashing with the dynamic, God-inspired aspects of the church. I'm seeing it now, this palpable tension, where people are deeply stirred in one of two ways: either they're spiritually dormant or they're fervently ablaze with faith. God revealed to me that many in the church are deceiving themselves with a false sense of spiritual hunger. They convince themselves they're spiritually nourished by attending church just once a week, but that's not genuine hunger. They're content with a few hours of worship and then disengage for the rest of the week. Even among regular churchgoers, there's a lack of true spiritual craving. We need to ask ourselves: Does simply listening to church broadcasts or attending multiple services truly signify a deep spiritual hunger? That's merely religious routine, not a quest for a deeper relationship with God.
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
