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Embracing Forgiveness: Overcoming Rejection and Finding Healing in the Light of God's Love


Today, I am reminded of the importance of obedience and the blessings it can bring. Often, we might wonder how many times we have denied ourselves a blessing through our own actions. It's not always external forces like the devil or others; sometimes, we are the ones who rob ourselves of blessings.
 Consider, for instance, two siblings from the same family. One diligently cleans their room and fulfills their responsibilities, while the other neglects them. Naturally, the obedient child receives benefits that the other does not. This is a simple example of how our actions can influence the blessings we receive or miss out on.
 Sometimes, our reactions to situations—being rash or negative—prevent us from responding as God intends. I believe we often miss out on blessings because of this. Last week, we touched upon this, but today I feel called to emphasize that we need to understand that our own actions can be the barrier to receiving blessings.
 Every family has a father and a mother, and their way of raising us often mirrors how God treats us. He rewards our obedience and guides us when we stray. Not every instruction from God comes as a direct command. Sometimes, it's a matter of the heart, an urging from the Spirit. For instance, once I felt compelled to give someone $20. When I hesitated but later realized my mistake, I gave them $40 to make up for my initial reluctance. This act was a response to the Spirit's guidance.
 In Luke 24, we learn about the disciples encountering the resurrected Jesus. They were dealing with disappointment and grief, not understanding God's purpose. Jesus entered their lives at this moment, turning their pain into a lesson of faith and understanding. He taught them that their sadness was due to a lack of understanding of His plan and their limited faith.
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
