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		1. Advice On Lake Fishing.



Lake fishing is fairly akin to river fishing, or slow-flowing river fishing anyway. The types of fish in rivers and lakes tend to be identical, which means that the equipment, bait and lures will be identical as well.

However you may require a longer rod, say, a beach-casting rod to cast your bait farther out into the lake. Lake fish will often grow to a larger size than river fish, so your line should be stronger as well.
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
