Topic: Prayer



Bible Text: Luke 11: 1-4 | Daily Bible Reading: Matthew 1: 1-25


 


And it came to pass, that, as he was praying in a certain place, when he ceased, one of his disciples said unto him, Lord, teach us to pray, as John also taught his disciples. 2 And he said unto them, When ye pray, say, Our Father which art in heaven, Hallowed be thy name. Thy kingdom come. Thy will be done, as in heaven, so in earth. 3 Give us day by day our daily bread. 4 And forgive us our sins; for we also forgive every one that is indebted to us. And lead us not into temptation; but deliver us from evil.


 


Among all the spiritual disciplines, prayer is the most important, as much as others are crucial as well. It is the fundamental player in the development of our soul and spirit man, especially when it is practiced daily. It transforms us to a childlike state before God. When you listen to children pray, they pray in certainty with a strong belief that God is listening irrespective of how they pray.


 


The disciples, on several occasions, had seen our Lord Jesus Christ do some remarkable things, but the most interesting thing is that there was no place recorded in the bible where the disciples asked the master to “teach them how to heal” or “turn water to juice.” Only on one occasion, they said to Jesus, “Lord, teach us how to pray, just as John taught his disciples.”


 


What made the prayers of Jesus Christ different was because of His intimacy with God. Possibly, the disciples were asking for an already made prayers they can recite and will cause signs and wonder to manifest, forgetting that on top of the list of the purposes of prayer is relationship and intimacy. 


 


I have heard people complain, on several occasions, that they do not know how to pray. Some say they do not have the gift of praying. But according to our Lord Jesus Christ, prayer is not about using the right words, it is not about the language with which you pray in, rather it is more about approach, consistency, God-desired attitude, pure outlook, demonstration of faith, openness, trust, expectation and mostly the longing for a deeper relationship with Him.

Topic: Prayer II



Bible Text: Luke 11: 5-13 | Daily Bible Reading: Psalms 1: 1-6


 


5 Then He said to them, “Suppose one of you has a friend, and goes to him at midnight and says, ‘Friend, lend me three loaves [of bread]; 


6 for a friend of mine who is on a journey has just come to visit me, and I have nothing to serve him’; 


7 and from inside he answers, ‘Do not bother me; the door has already been shut and my children and I are in bed; I cannot get up and give you anything.’ 


8 I tell you, even though he will not get up and give him anything just because he is his friend, yet because of his persistence and boldness he will get up and give him whatever he needs. 


9 “So I say to you, ask and keep on asking, and it will be given to you; seek and keep on seeking, and you will find; knock and keep on knocking, and the door will be opened to you.


 


10 For everyone who keeps on asking [persistently], receives; and he who keeps on seeking [persistently], finds; and to him who keeps on knocking [persistently], the door will be opened. 


11 What father among you, if his son asks for a fish, will give him a snake instead of a fish? 


12 Or if he asks for an egg, will give him a scorpion? 


13 If you, then, being evil [that is, sinful by nature], know how to give good gifts to your children, how much more will your heavenly Father give the Holy Spirit to those who ask and continue to ask Him!”



Today, we live in a fast-paced world where no one is used to waiting for anything anymore. No one wants to wait patiently. I have heard people say, “waiting is a waste of time.” Waiting even gets some people angry. Everything must happen now, nobody has time. We are no longer used to waiting, we even eat fast food, we need 5G Internet, we want to drive the fastest car on the road, 60 mile per hours seems too slow for us to drive, we want a fast computer, fast heat-generating microwave, we want to get on fast-moving train, want instant reply to our messages and the list goes on and on.
