Dolly Parton, the county music goddess, is also an actress, businesswoman, and philanthropist. She has dominated the country music scene for four decades, composed over 3,000 songs, and bagged 11 Grammy awards. She has received countless awards over the years for her contribution to music, acting, and charitable ventures. At age 76, she remains one of the most sought-after American celebrities. 

	Dolly Parton's life is an inspiration on many levels. Her story is one of perseverance, grit, and a resolve to succeed against all odds. She was born into a poor family, but it did nothing to deter her from aiming for the sky. Her childhood and early adulthood were spent mostly in poverty, which formed the subject of many of Parton's early songs. She and her family lived in a one-bedroom cabin for seven years. At the age of six, she started performing at her local church. Parton's childhood was devoid of many of the modern comforts, but she was brought up with deep-rooted family values which would reflect in her constant efforts in uplifting the lives of the less privileged. 

	Over the next few years,  Parton went on to perform on local radio and television programs in the East Tennessee area. She recorded her first solo Puppy Love at age 13 for the label Goldband Records. During this time, she met the renowned singer and songwriter Johnny Cash at a country music stage concert in Nashville. He was deeply impressed by Parton's musical abilities and encouraged her to pursue a career in music and follow her own instincts. 

	After graduating high school, Parton moved to Nashville where she quickly signed her first contract as a songwriter. She partnered with her uncle Bill Owens and wrote several singles during this time, two of which cracked the top 10 hits. Her songs were recorded by many popular vocal artists of the time. After tasting success as a songwriter, Parton wanted to venture out into singing and record her own country music but had to face resistance from Monument Records, her second label after being a songwriter at Combine Publishing. Monument Records were of the opinion that Parton's voice wasn't suitable for the country music genre, but they eventually relented. Parton recorded her first country single Dumb Blonde followed by Something Fishy. The songs went on to become number 24 and number 17  on the 1967 country chart, respectively. She would go on to dominate the world of country music for the next decade, before venturing into the pop and bluegrass genres. 

	She made TV appearances throughout her career in various supporting, leading, and guest roles. She received her first film role in 1980 and went on to star in several movies for the next two decades. Apart from her success in show business, she has been supporting many charitable organizations, namely the Dollywood Foundation known for its work on literacy and children's education. 

	Parton is the fourth of twelve children. She and her husband helped raise many of Parton's younger siblings. Parton is married to Carl Thomas Jean for over fifty years. Her husband has always preferred to stay out of the limelight, and the couple prefers to divulge very little about their marriage. However, theirs is known to be one of the strongest marriages in Hollywood. Parton speaks very fondly of her husband and is very proud of her marriage. Parton suffers from a condition called endometriosis, due to which the couple was unable to have children. Parton is the godmother of the famous singer Miley Cyrus. 
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
